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STREET TRADERS WERE
CORRECTLY FINED

Civing  judgment in the
High Court 1n Dublin fast week
on an appeal brought by 12
street traders who had been
fined at Dungarvan District
Court earher wn the vyear for
preaches of the Jocal parking
bye taws while trading at the
Square, Mr Justice DArcy
held that the District Justice
who had convicted and fined
the traders had been correct

The Judge found that there
was no questin of law involved
i the cases and he could not
intertere in a case stated with
a District Jusfice’s conclusion
on a question of fact

It the street traders con-
cerned wished to assert that
the local Urban District Coun-
ol was acting witheut proper
authonty or was not acting
reasonably through their bye-
laws he said the proper
course for them was to appeal
the deciston of the Distnict
Justice to the Circurt Court

Mr Ercus Stewart who re
presented the appellants n
the High Court said that his
chents had been trading in
Dungaryan Square for over 40
years and the fifth generation,
were still operating there He
claimed that the parking bye-
laws introduced by the Urban
Council were being used
selectively agamnst hus chents'
and said a group of local re-
tailers were pushing the Coun-
al to close down the frading
at the Square as far as his
clients were concerned

There 15 no doubt but that
this High Court decision will
be welcomed by *Ye Dutguw
van own Traders Association
which has been agitating for a
considerable pertod to end
what they descrnibe as the
unfairr competition mounted
against them by the street
traders However when | en-
quired from the local Garda
Authorities what the result of
the decision would now likely
be | was informed that they
had recewved no official in-
structions on the position and
would have to await these
before urther action, if any,
15 taken
