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Council To Start Forthwith
On Storm Damage Repairs

They appeared to be in a no-win situation said County Manager, Mr. Dan Hurley at the May monthly meeting of
Waterford County Council held in Dungarvan last Monday commenting on what action the Council should take
in regard to storm damage repair works. "If we start now with the summer season coming on, some will find
fault with us but if we don't start and wait until the end of the year others will find fault," he said.

Before the meeting was a
report from the County
Secretary Mr. B. J. McNal-
ly which stated that the De-
partment of the Marine had
estimated the cost of the
restoration of the storm
damage in the county at
£710,000 and was prepared
to provide up to 50% of the

cost (£690,000 in the
County area and £20,000
in the Dungarvan Urban
area). To finance the 50%
of the work that will not be
grant aided, the Council
were asked to authorise the
borrowing of £350,000.

Commenting on the fact
that the Department of the
Environment had allocat-
ed a further £28,000 (in
addition to the £65,000
previously allocated) for
flood damage to roads in
the County at the monthly
meeting of Waterford
County Council in Dun-
garvan last Monday, Cllr.
Willie McDonnell de-
scribed the allocation as
"just lunacy." He said that
the roads in the Tallow

area had suffered badly
from flood damage and
£28,000 wouldn't even re-
pair one of these. "I am
surprised that our Oireach-
tas members did not suc-
ceed in getting more and it
just shows that Waterford
is well down the ladder
where these allocations are
concerned. We've done the
worst of any county in Ire-
land and we should look
for more," said Cllr. Mc-
Donnell.

Pause For Thought
With Fr.

MARRIED PRIESTS!

A comment on the radio about the opinions of youth
on married priests made me feel a wee bit sad. I won-
dered what influences had led them to say a married
clergy would be acceptable. Most youth groups I've
seen on T.V. displayed a lack of reverence for religion
not to mention the appalling ignorance they displayed.
However, let's get the picture right. Jesus designed and
established His Church to save souls. And, compared
to all other systems inaugurated by human teachers,
there's nothing to match or rival the Divine construc-
tion. That's no surprise. If you disagree, then I feel you
have got to pray.

What then is wrong with our Church? If young peo-
ple suggest new ways, then, either their approach is
wrong or the Church's presentation is at fault. Let us
get it clear. The teachings of Christ are not open for
change. They are designed to meet the needs of today
and tomorrow. Now, I have noticed lots of people are
confused about Divine law, and Church law. You know
Jesus did empower His Church to make laws, such as,
going to Mass on Sundays. We are all bound under Di-
vine Law to worship God, but God left the office of
saying how frequently we should perform this duty to
His Church. The Church is then within her rights to
amend her laws to meet the needs of changing times.
You remember that some years back the Church abol-
ished most of the fasting laws. It was a case of outliv-
- ing their usefulness. She could not release us from our

duty of practising penance and self-denial, but she sug-

gested various ways of fulfilling the law, and left the
matter 10 our own judgment. We are now our own task
masters! It is often easier to be told what to do!

The radio comment, as | said, indicated that there was
no opposition to a married clergy. Yes, celibacy is a
Church law, and, despite what the priest said on the
A.O'M's show on May 6th, it is closely guarded. The
Church has met this challenge before, and she'll resist it
again. The Church has a duty to keep the model of
Christ before the world; and she knows that what she
asks from her children is hard, yet! she's confident that
many of her sons will embrace the way of the cross.
Undoubtedly, there's a wave of hedonism sweeping the
world. Their aim is to make sin look respectable. They
want us all to join in the swim. They forget that sin is
always sin, and nothing can alter that fact. It is in-
evitable that when we live in so polluted an atmosphere
that we need the visible presence of Christ. The Church
will ensure that we have that help.

Last week the theme was unity, and this week the
readings emphasise the holiness of God's Church,

which I feel more than covers the issue thrown up by
the youth poll. Remember, convention is not a reason
for altering a Church law. Last week I saw a youth
wearing colourful shorts: he was about 18. One leg was
yellow broken with a smear of red; and the other leg
was black with red motifs. His jersey would have been
distinctive on any field of play. I thought, if he ap-

peared like that when I was his age, the laughter gener-
ated would have set him on course for the mile record!
But, no eyes were raised, and no laughter was heard. It
is the age of colour and freedom; and he was in step
with the times. Indeed, the Church too has to present
herself in modemn garb, and make herself more attrac-
tive, but she can never change her structure or alter her
course. Already, she has shed many out-dated regula-
tions. It is a challenging age. The world is sick, really
sick. Hence, the Church must present Christ in His
most attractive garb.

St. Paul reminded us that the Church should be holy,
and that that ought to be her aim and purpose. As Jesus
said: "Be you perfect . . ." Jesus established one
Church to sanctify man, and organised it to operate on
set rules for all time. No power will compel or force
her to alter her mission. Our earth is the place or arena
where man will work out his fulfilment. "This is the
will of God, our sanctification." The Church not only
encourages us to be holy, but, she also makes available
the means, the Sacraments. Those who accuse the
Church of asking for the impossible should consult the
records of the innumerable frail souls that rose to

greatness
FAITHFUL SERVICE

The Sunday readings reminds us that we are not all
called to serve in the same role, but, whatever our call-
ing, our greatness rests with faithful service. Undoubt-
edly, some offices involve great sacrifices, but that is
not to say that those called to married life, cannot be
saints. Faithfulness is important. Judas made a mess of
his ministry. God expects all His children to give testi-
mony and bear witness to Him, but witnessing does
not take the same form for all. The Church, inspired by
the wisdom of her years, is adamant that her priests
should be wholly intent on the things of God.

Somehow, | fcel that wisdom has not this time
sprouted from the mouths of babes! Marriage is itsell
under attack. And, the more you weigh up the prob-
lems that could arise, the more you'd realise that that is
no solution. Would you close down the religious or-
ders, the power houses of the Church? I could have
listed the drawbacks, but they are peripheral. The
Church deems that her priests should be clothed with
the spirit of Christ. She wants them to be like Him, and
make His presence felt in the world. The more the
priest reflects Christ, the more fruitful will be his
work, and the greater his reward. Were I to list the fifth
mark of the Church, I would write the word suffering.
The Church was born through suffering, and it remains
part of her life.

If we are short of priests, surely it is up to all of us
to beg God to supply more harvesters. Bring back
the spirit of God into your home, and create the at-
mosphere where the seeds of love will grow. Instill
into the gentle hearts of your children that life with
God here and hereafter is the whole purpose of exis-
tence.

Know Your Rights |

Q. — In addition to my Contributory Old Age Pension
of £58.50, I have a small pension of £20 p.w. from my
former employer. According to my new Tax-Free Al-
lowance Certificate I am to be taxed at 53%. As I am 68
years old surely this is a mistake?

A. — The new tax exemption limit for a person aged
65 is £3,750 and for a person aged 75 it is £4,350. As
your income for 1990/91 will be approximately £4,190
you will not be totally exempt from tax.

However, as your income is only slightly over the
limit you will be entitled to marginal relief. This will
help to reduce the amount of tax you will have to pay.

Assuming that you are only entitled to the basic tax
free allowance of: £2,050 Personal Allowance, £800
PAYE Allowance, £200 Age Allowance, your Tax Free
Allowance = £3,050. Taxable Income = £1,140.

If you were taxed in the normal way you would be li-
able for tax of £342 for the year (£1,140 at 30%).
I;?;é';g)ina] relief would reduce your tax to £233 (£440 at

0). .

If you examine your TFA Certificate you will see that
you have been allowed the £3,750 exemption limit and
you are then taxed at 53% on any income over £3,750.
This is how marginal relief appears on your TFA Cer-
tificate.

Government Runmng
Of Cattle Schemes
Is Scandalous — Gillis

The President of the Irish Farmers' Association,
Alan Gillis criticised the Government for failing
to properly administer EC and farmer-funded
livestock and disease eradication schemes which
were designed to benefit thousands of Irish farm-
ers but were currently in administrative chaos.

Mr. Gillis said that a
four-month delay in pay-
ing out over 10 million
pounds under the 1989
livestock headage and pre-
mia schemes to over
10,000 farmers was noth-
ing short of scandalous.

And he also had strong
words to say about the
failure to keep TB reactor
compensation grants up to
date. He said it was unfor-
givable that farm families
suffering the trauma and
financial hardship of herd

depopulation under the TB
scheme should be asked to
wait up to 3 months for the
statutory payments to
which they were entitled. It
was all the more galling, he
added, given that the farm-
ing community was now
contributing over 55 per
cent towards the cost of the
TB scheme.
TOTALLY
UNACCEPTABLE

Mr. Gillis said that pay-
ment arrears of such pro-
portions to these livestock

farmers were totally unac-
ceptable as the delay had
in many instances forced
farmers on low incomes to
borrow money from the fi-
nancial institutions to meet
wintertime fodder bills.

He added: "It is incom-
prehensible that it is not
possible to pay in full
monies due to farmers
under these schemes,
which involve either EC or
farmer contributions, with-
in the year in which they
apply.”

The IFA leader said that
he would be raising the
matter directly with the
Minister for Agriculture at
the earliest possible oppor-
tunity and would be seek-
ing a solid commitment
that all outstanding monies
be paid forthwith.

Co. Waterford Says

GRASSLAND

The month of May is the most critical time of the year
for grassland Management.

A good roadway and paddock is essential for proper
grassland management. Fairly large paddocks that can
be subdivided to take account of different growth rates
are useful.

A plentiful supply of water should be closely available
to cows at all times. Roadways should have good
smooth surfaces as hoof damage from rough surfaces is
a major cause of lameness.

When grass is scarce it is better to feed meals to main-
tain yields rather than to graze silage ground.

PREPARE FOR SILAGE MAKING

It is most important to prepare well in advance for
silage making. In addition to cleaning the pit and sur-
rounding area, farm roads should be repaired and pot-
holes filled. If left undone, these wreck expensive
machinery, damage tyres and lead to breakdowns and
delays.

If roadways and gaps are not clean, muck will be
brought into the yard on tractor and trailer wheels and
will finish up in the pit.

Narrow gateways should be widened to avoid damage
to machinery, posts and gates.

Make sure all overhead wires are removed beforehand
and remember to cut down any branches that will be in
the way of high trailers. The cabs of tractors are getting
bigger every year and have long mirrors out to the side.
Allowance has to be made for these along all routes the
machinery will have to move.

Where acid is used as an additive the barrels should
be brought out to the fields in good time. Leaving
them in the yard for the tractor drivers to carry out
will hold them up, thus slowing down the whole op-
eration. The barrels can ideally be brought out in a
transport box.

Finally, make sure you book your contractor in good
time.

FARM ACCIDENTS

Farming can be a dangerous business, especially
during the summer months when the work-load
reaches a peak and children are on school holidays.
Statistics show that 30-50 persons are fatally injured
on Irish farms annually and over 4,000 suffer serious
injury.

Co. Waterford is no exception and farmers and their
families have suffered from their share of accidents in
recent years.

Children under 18 years of age are involved in 30% of
all fatal accidents.

Children of every age are at risk, especially during the
summer months. However, a particularly disturbing
find was that 22% of accidents were in the 1-5 age
group.

The following strategies should be adopted to limit the
risk to children:

® Limit the playing area of young children. Farm
yards can be very dangerous places.

@® Children must not accompany a parent while doing
farm work like machine operation and livestock mov-
ing.

@® Only give juveniles work that they are physically
and emotionally able for.

@ Remember, 16 years is the minimum age for driv-
ing a tractor on the public road.

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CO. COUNCIL HOLD
FIRST "NON-SMOKING"
MEETING

Waterford County Council met for the first time
since the "no smoking in certain public areas' law
came into force on May 1 when they gathered for
their May monthly meeting in the Courthouse,
Dungarvan last Monday. To ensure that the mem-
bers were aware that they were gathering in a no-
smoking area, four large signs to this effect were
displayed prominently around the walls.

Whether by accident or
design, only 15 of the
Council's 23 members
turned up for the meeting
and the entire agenda was
disposed of in a little over
one hour and a quarter —
meetings nearly always
take a full two and a half
hours to complete!

While quite a few of the
Council members are non-
smokers, it was very unusu-
al to see that the usual
puffers were not lighting up
and the meeting proceeded
to its conclusion without a
single wisp of smoke pol-
luting the air!

A senior Council official
who shall be nameless but
who relishes the occasion
"drag", commented to us
that he thought that the new
Act was in breach of the
constitutional rights of the
individual and he would
not be very surprised if the
matter was contested in
law. A point that struck us,
though, about this entire
new situation is who is to
enforce the new law?

Incidentally as we were
leaving the Courthouse
after the meeting we found

one member who is an in-
veterate smoker outside the
door puffing to his heart's
content. He remarked to us,
"it's a desperate state that
we have to come out here
now to have a smoke!"

As we said, whether it
was by accident or design,
the attendance was down
and the duration was cut by
half, but the meeting did
not pass off without a ruffle
which came at the very
end. Under the heading
"A.0.B." Cllr. Kyne re-
ferred to the holding of an
oral hearing in Dungarvan
last week to deal with ob-
jections raised to the grant
of planning permission for
the location of a "knackers'
yard" at Pulla, outside
Dungarvan.

Cllr. Kyne said that be-
cause of an alteration in the
date he had missed the
meeting but had been reli-
ably informed that during
the hearing a senior official
of the Council in defending
the decision to grant per-
mission, had adopted a
rather threatening attitude
at times which was not ap-
preciated by those who had

MORE ABOUT
JAMES F.X.
O'BRIEN

Further to our article in
last week's column about
the Young Irelander, James
Francis Xavier O'Brien,
who had the distinction of
being the last man to be
sentenced to be hanged,
drawn and quartered under
British law in Ireland fol-
lowing his participation in
the Fenian Rising in 1867
we have, thanks to the help
of Mr. Walter Terry, Aglish,
succeeded in learning a lit-
tle more about this Dungar-
van born Fenian who,
having been sentenced to
death, had the sentence
commuted to penal servi-
tude for life.

According to the informa-
tion supplied to us by Mr.
Terry, James E.X. O'Brien
was born in what is now
known as Park House at
Lower Main Street, in
1828. At the age of 20 he
was involved in an abortive
attack on Cappoquin police
barracks in 1848. A warrant
was issued for his arrest but
he succeeded in slipping
out of the country in a ves-
sel owned by his father, a
wealthy Dungarvan mer-
chant.

We have also learned that
O'Brien studied medicine
in Galway but left with
John O'Leary, a prominent
Young Irelander, to contin-
ue his studies in Paris
where he once again fell in
with other Young Ire-
landers. He went to the
United States and accompa-
nied an expedition to
Nicaragua and at the out-
break of the American
Civil War he joined up as
assistant surgeon in a regi-
ment which contained a
high proportion of Irish-
men.

Back in Ireland he took
part in the Fenian Rising,
was captured and sen-
tenced. In the British jails
where he was lodged he
suffered all the barbarities
visited upon prisoners but
he eventually emerged to
resume his Fenian activities
and to become a highly
successful businessman. He
subsequently became a

member of Parnell's party,
was for many years M.P.
for South Mayo and at the
time of his death on May
28, 1905 was M.P. for Cork
City.

Walter Terry who has a
great interest in local histo-
ry was not sure whether
James Francis Xavier
O'Brien was buried in Dun-
garvan but he does have
recollections from his
youth of seeing his daugh-
ters when they visited their
family relatives in Aglish
House, Ballinaparka.

Sunshine was normal or
above almost everywhere,
ranging from a daily, aver-
age of 5 hours at Clones to
6.4 hours at Rosslare. It
was the sunniest April
since 1974 at Shannon and
Mullingar, and since 1976
at Cork and Claremorris.

A RIDICULOUS
SYSTEM

Deputy Deasy also ex-
pressed his annoyance
with the system of voting
which he said was ridicu-
lous in its present form
where it takes up to 25
minutes to vote, trudging
through lobbies for some-
thing that could be done at
the press of a button. He
felt that it was also neces-
sary that members be al-
lowed to ask
Parliamentary Questions
during Dail recesses ex-
plaining that if the Dail
goes into recess on the last
week of June and returns
on the third week of Octo-
ber, during that time T.D.'s
had no more relevance
than County Councillors,
Urban Councillors 'or
Town Commissioners as

MAY is the month which
really brings the garden
to life and that means
some hard work for the
gardener. ;

But effort now will usually
be rewarded by good results
and less work later on.

Trimming will be one job
with, on one hand, hedges
such as privet starting to
grow vigorously. Give them
a light trim to keep them
looking good and bushy.

And growth on the lawn
may also be starting to look
a little ragged and in need
of a cut, but don't trim a
new lawn until the grass is
at least two inches high.

If the weeds are also thriv-
ing in the lawn then remove
them by hand where possi-
ble or dab them with a
paintbrush dipped in weed-
killer.

Measures

But if they already have a
firm hold then apply a good
selective weedkiller to stop
them now rather than face a
long drawn out battle
throughout the summer.

Don't forget to take tough
measures as well with
weeds- poking through
paths and drives and keep
the hoe handy for the ones
invading the flower beds.

Roses will be getting vig-
orous but pull up sucker
shoots, the pale and extra
thorny ones which sap the
strength of the plant. Rip
them out before they estab-
lish and check for and eradi-
cate early pests.

The most likely are aphids
(greenfly) and leaf-rolling
sawfly which can be quickly
dispatched now with insec-
ticide but, as always, be
careful when using sprays -
protect bare skin, keep pets
away, choose calm days and
keep upwind.

On the planting front,
there is still time to establish
conifers and other ever-
greens.

Soak young trees
overnight in their root balls

Some weeding and
trimming now will
save trouble later
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and plant in soil enriched
with moist peat or compost
and if the weather is warm
and dry, water them down
daily until they are well-set.

In the case of lesser plant
forms, take care when
putting them in as the fickle
weather of recent years
makes frost a possibility
early in the month though,
generally, the east side of
the country is more at risk
than the west.

Hardened half-hardy
annuals and dahlia tubers
are some that can go out
but if planted in a low-lying
area of the garden, stand by
with cloches or even a light
covering of newspaper if
frosts are likely.

However, frost shouldn't
upset sowing biennials such
as Sweet William, wall-
flowers and Canterbury
Bells for next year's dis-
plays of colour.

Complete

There is still some work to
be done on past displays -
the tulips need lifting if you
want to plant up the beds
for summer. Replant the
bulbs elsewhere to allow
the foliage to die away nat-
urally before storage. i

If you have indoor bulbs
of any spring varieties then
they can also go outside to
complete their cycle before
storage, but don't expect to
get another indoor display
from them. You must now
treat them as outdoor bulbs
for autumn planting.

The other early bloomers
of the year, the primroses,
should also be lifted for
dividing so that they can
enhance their display next
year but remember that |
they prefer moisture and
shade.

The Board had to deal
with a serious altercation
which took place when
these two clubs met in last
year's championships. On
this occasion the referee,
Jim Landers was manhan-
dled when he attempted to
defuse the situation and
was so upset by the inci-
dent that he is contemplat-

ing resigning as a referee.
The loss to the Association
of a man of his quality and
reputation would be im-
measurable and hopefully
Jim will change his mind.

Knockanore/

When the Knockanore junior football team re-
turned home after winning the 1940 junior foot-
ball county final, some of their players went back
to work, many of them went to evening devotions
and some just went home and about their normal
business.
