I read with concern the ar-
ticle titled "Dungarvan Tan-
nery Convicted on Harbour
Pollution Charges" on
March 20 last. The article
describes how the tannery
was found to be in breach
of effluent discharge regu-
lations in August of last
year. These discharge re-
strictions issued by Water-
ford County Council, limit
primarily the release of
chromium effluent into the
waterway. Although no
mention was made of
chromium in the article and
ammonia may have also
been found to be a problem
at the time, the comments
as to potential human ef-
fects obviously refer to
chromium toxicity. The dis-
charge licence, as it stands,
is based on the findings of
an environmental survey of
the estuary in 1986 that
found that chromium was
significantly elevated in
sediment and mussel sam-
ples taken from the estuary.

Chromium Toxicity Levels In

are based on the assump-
tion that the chromium in
the estuary is toxic. This
assumption however is not
backed up with firm scien-
tific evidence. The only
guidelines available refer to
dissolved levels, which
have been found to be sat-
isfied in the 1986, 1988
and 1991 surveys. This is
not surprising as due to the
chemistry of trivalent
chromium in estuarine wa-
ters, high dissolved levels
are unlikely. However I ap-
preciate that safety guide-
lines should be enforced
until a clearer picture as to
the possible toxicity of
chromium in sediments and
shellfish is available.
However it is unprofes-
sional and damaging to
jump to conclusions as to
the detrimental effect of
such chromium contamina-
tion on marine and human
health when no evidence
exists to support the allega-
tions. I have been involved
in a study into the toxicity,
bio-accumulation and bio-

chemical effects of the tan-
nery effluent on marine fish
in the Colligan estuary
through U.C.C. and P.S.W.
recently. My results strongly
suggests that the elevated
chromium levels in the sedi-
ment, algae and benthos are
having no detrimental effect
on the health of fish in the
estuary. Also it is evident
that fish do not accumulate
chromium in their flesh on
long term exposure. Even
when accumulation does
occur i.e. in shellfish, no
cases of dietary trivalent
chromium toxicity have
been recorded in humans.
Chromium, like iron, is es-
sential in our diet and the
body is virtually immune to
elevated dietary trivalent
chromium intake.

Therefore such broad
sweeping statements can be
potentially damaging to the
welfare of certain industries
in Dungarvan. Angling
tourism is important in Dun-
garvan as is the newly de-
veloped oyster culture unit
in Ring. Stating that con-
sumption of fish and shell-
fish from the area is
"harmful" due to chromium
contamination alone is
scaremongering and may
hinder the development of
these industries.

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NEW CIVIC AMENITY

SITE IN LISMORE

The County Council’s new
Civic Amenity Site in Lis-
more will open on Monday
next, April 6. The new facil-
ity is on the site of the for-
mer Waste Disposal Site and
is the first of its kind in the
country to be constructed
and operated by a Local Au-
thority.

This facility will cater for
domestic and commercial
waste from the West Water-
ford area. The waste will be
compacted on site into a
fully enclosed container
which when full will be re-
moved and its contents
disposed in a local authority
landfill site.

In conjunction with the
above, facilities are being
provided on this site for the
acceptance free of charge of
certain recyclable waste. Ini-
tially, containers are being
provided for glass, alu-
minum drink cans and
newsprint. Further investiga-
tion is currently being car-
ried out into the possibility
of providing containers to
accept cardboard and plastic
drink bottles for recycling.
In the long term it is intend-
ed to provide facilities on
this site to receive any other
recyclable materials.

A facility similar to that pro-
vided at the Dungarvan and
Tramore Waste Disposal site
for accepting domestic fridges
and freezers to remove C.EC.
gases prior to disposal is also
being provided.

In addition to the above,
facilities are being provided
at the Council Depots in
Cappoquin and Tallow to re-
ceive glass and newsprint
for recycling. (See advt. for
details).

HOURS AT

DUNGARVAN LIBRARY

A call which we received last week drew our attention
to the fact that the opening hours at the public library
in Dungarvan now coincided with usual office hours
i.e. 9.30 a.m. to 5.30 p.m. with a lunch-time closing
from 1 p.m. to 2 p.m. The caller complained that this
schedule denied working people any opportunity of
availing of the library service. The caller went on to
point out that up until recently, the library remained
open "late" on two evenings each week and also at
lunch time and this allowed people who work with
"off-hours" opportunities to visit the library to collect

and return books.

During the week we con-
tacted the County Librari-
an, Mr. Donal Brady and
when we referred to the
complaint he agreed that a
problem had existed at the
library for some time. Very
graciously he explained to
us that the problem was
staff related concerning
which he was hoping to
have discussions with the
County Secretary within a
day or so. As a result the
County Librarian expressed
the hope that the problem
would soon be resolved and
that it would then be possi-
ble to revert to the original
opening hours at the library
and thus restore the old fa-
cilities of a couple of "late"
evening openings each
week for the benefit of the
working clientele of the li-
brary.

ANOTHER
SALMON
SEASON OF
ILLEGAL NETS
AND

CONTROVERSY

With the opening of the
1992 commercial salmon
season at hand there is little

hope that the monofila-
ment net controversy is
anywhere near resolution.
The nets will still be illegal
for driftnetting, anglers
will continue to voice their
opposition to them, fisher-
men will continue to use
them illegally and the Fish-
eries Officers and the Navy
will keep trying to stop
them. In addition local
court sittings will be kept
busy dealing with defen-
dants charged with breach-
es just as has been the case
for the past several years.
The conflict makes for a
messy, if brief season for,
despite their illegal status,
salmon fishermen prefer
the monofilament net pri-
marily because it is such
an efficient catcher due to
its low visibility in the
water. The monofilament
finds favour also because it
is more cost effective. It
can be used for driftnetting
during the short salmon
season and at the end of
the season it can be re-
jigged for gill-netting
which eliminates the need
for spending money on two
different types of nets.
Another factor which the
fishermen find in favour of
the monofilament net is

that because it has such low
visibility it can be used dur-
ing daylight hours. The
other more visible nets are
effective at night but this is
a more dangerous time to
be on the water.

Monofilament nets were
banned in 1965 as a conser-
vation measure. In 1984 the
ban was revised to allow
the net to be used if rigged
for gill-netting so, as it can
be rigged for legal use, the
sale of monofilaments is al-
lowed. This is an aspect
which many people, even
the fishermen who use
them, fail to understand.
The Chairman of one of the
country's leading Fisher-
men's Co-operative Soci-
eties has gone on record as
saying that making fisher-
men use inferior gear is not
the way to enforce limits.
"The name of the game is
to catch salmon and these
nets are very good at that,"
he has declared.

But the net's effective-
ness, however, is precisely
the problem. According to
the Department of the Ma-
rine, the net's prohibition is
necessary to preserve
salmon stocks — not only
for the sake of anglers but
for the preservation of the
commercial fishery. And in
the overall, conservation is
not the only reason for the
ban as a Marine
Information Officer has
also pointed out that be-
cause of their low visibility
the nets can be a hazard to
navigation.

However salmon fisher-
men will continue to lobby
to have the ban lifted but it
can be taken as a safe bet
that as long as the ban re-
mains in place illegal fish-
ing will continue. It is a
matter for the concerned

fishermen to organise a
united front to state their
case, something that has
never fully come together.
But even if they should
succeed in convincing the
local politicians of the mer-
its of their case there is the
fear, as recently referred to
by Minister for the Marine,
Dr. Woods, that this may
not be enough to counter
additional restrictions by
the EC which is taking an
increasingly unfavourable
view of drift nets.

THE U.K.
SOLUTION TO
AN IRISH
PROBLEM

For the past couple of
months we have deliberate-
ly kept away from men-

tioning the horrible word, -

abortion, in the column but
as the controversy which it
has generated continues to
escalate and become ever
more divisive we feel
obliged to pass some com-
ment on the matter.

Lest there may be any
doubt about it we want to
make it clear from the out-
set that we are opposed to
abortion but at the same
time we are in favour of
the free movement of the
public within the European
Community.

As of now the issue has
created all sorts of divi-
sions as to whether abor-
tion is now legal according
to the recent Supreme
Court ruling or should be
legalised. Even the mem-
bers of the principal part-
ner of the Government are
at loggerheads while even
a High Court judge has
uncharacteristically and

rather unwisely entered the
fray "on a personal basis."
We are sick and tired or
reading the interminable
articles on the subject in
our daily papers and are
equally fed-up with the
flood of statements and
counter-statements that
continue to come from our
radio and tv newscasts and
current  affairs  pro-
grammes. It is an absolute-
ly distasteful subject.
However, looking at the
position from a practical
level we are beginning to
arrive at the conclusion
that the legalising of abor-
tion in Ireland could well
all be just a bottle of
smoke. For as many years
now that we care to re-
member, thousands of
young Irish women and
girls have been going to
Britain to have unwanted
pregnancies terminated.
And according to the best
statistics now available the
number to have travelled

on that trail to the U.K.
where the services are legal
over the past year has risen
to 5,000!

In the current controversy
we believe that even if, in
the ultimate, abortion were
to be legalised here, there's
no guarantee that women
in Ireland wishing to have
an abortion would ask to
avail of such a service
here. They would most cer-
tainly want to ensure maxi-
mum confidentiality in the
event and for that reason
they would not wish to
enter local clinics where
they might readily be iden-
tified.

In the circumstances it is
our belief that the numbers
going to the UK now will
not change as a result of
any new decision in the
matter where this country
is concerned and that the
UK trail will as in the past
continue to be the solution
to this Irish problem.

BALLINACOURTY v.

GAULTIER

When they met in the
championships two years
ago, Ballinacourty managed
to win by a couple of points
(2-8 to 2-6) after a splendid
game of football at Walsh
Park and both sides are ex-
pecting that this meeting
will be just as close and ex-
citing, whatever about the
quality of the football.

Regular full-back Joe
O'Riordan, who has been out
injured for quite a while is
unlikely to be fit enough to
line out and one or two oth-
ers are doubtful. Gaultier
and Ballinacourty won a
similar number of champi-
onship matches last year and
they finished level on the
scoring charts. Ballinacourty
with 7-49 (70 points) and
Gaultier with 3-61 (70
points).

Of course they
may not be in a situation
where they can play this
well so early and if not then
it can be a different matter
for them here. Tramore were
one of the poorer sides in the
championship last year but
improved towards the end
and ended up with a total of
53 points on the scoring
chart as against 52 for Kil-
macthomas. I must give Kil-
mac' the vote here and they
will be one of the clubs
whose progress I will watch
with great interest this year.

STRADBALLY v.

SLIABH gCUA

This will be the only game
at Fraher Field and it takes
Stradbally back to the scene
of their second county final
defeat in a row last October.
This will be an opportunity
of shaking off this unhappy
memory and getting back on
the winning trail. Under

trainer Alo Curran, this side
have been preparing well
for some time and are deter-
mined to begin well and fin-
ish in October with the title
which eluded them in '90
and '91. Eoin O'Brien, out
since his injury in the coun-
ty final, is expected to make
a return to the side and with
the exception of Noelie
Weldon, who has trans-
ferred out of the remainder
of the team who played in
the final, will be available
for selection.

Rathgormack's best per-
formance as a senior team
was seen at Leamybrien
when they ran county cham-
pions, Dungarvan into the
ground before conceding
two soft goals, much against
the run of play in the second
half. They eventually lost
by 3-4 to 0-9, but on the
night they were the better
team. Dunhill are a team
who never seem to age and
are our football champi-
onships most renowned bat-
tlers but pitted against a
club who took the county
under-21 title two years ago
and who are showing signs
of now approaching their
best, Dunhill can hardly
harbour hopes of starting
with a win here. Rathgor-
mack will be led by the
Power brothers, Martin, Ger
and David and should take
the points here.

Waterford Fade After Great First Half

CORK 3-12 WATERFORD 2-10

Although Waterford were outstandingly better than Cork in the first half, it was

during this period that they lost the chance of getting to the semi-final against Lim-
erick as they "blew" a number of good scoring chances and in my opinion should
have been a further five points in front at the break.

From this point of view
the over-all result was a bit
disappointing, but there
were many supporters who
justifiably felt pleased with
the improvement shown
since we lost to Cork at
Pairc Ui Caoimh last month.
This was Waterford's best
display in the league and it
augurs well for our champi-
onship prospects against
Clare at the Thurles venue
in June. Waterford played
super hurling at times dur-
ing this very entertaining
and at times, exciting play-
off and at one stage when
we went seven points in
front of the favourites, there
were signs of panic in the
opposition camp. Cork fin-
ished the fitter side and the
Waterford effort clearly
flagged in the final quarter.
The sending off the Kieran
Delahunty and Timmy Kel-
liher, which seemed very
harsh, proved a bigger blow
to us than to Cork. De-
lahunty was our leading
scorer in all our games in
the league and his total of 2-
32 (38 points) todate had the
Roanmore man in the top
bracket of scorers in the
league.

The attractive All-Ireland
club hurling final between
Kiltomer (Galway) and Birr
(Offaly) helped to swell the
crowd to 15,000. Quite a
big portion of these were
from Waterford and it was
heartening to see so much
blue and white colour wav-
ing when the Waterford
scores went on the board.

BREEZE
INSIGNIFICANT

ANNUAL CONGRESS

Waterford will have six
delegates at the week-end
Congress which will be held
at the Burlington Hotel com-
mencing on Friday evening
and ending on Sunday at
lunch time.

Although a large number of
motions were submitted,
only 30 will appear on the
agenda for discussion, the re-
mainder are referred to Cen-
tral Council who will deal
with them at their meeting
on May 30.

A number of the motions to
be dealt with at Congress are
of interest to us and will, no
doubt, have our support.

REGISTRATION

Carlow and Leitrim have
motions dealing with affilia-
tion, registration and if car-
ried, will bring affiliations all
over the country into line
and will very considerably
reduce the number of affiliat-
ed units in the Association. It
will mean that clubs will
have to have different play-
ers, different officers and dif-
ferent colours if they wish to
affiliate separately.

DISCIPLINE

A 'games ban' will be intro-
duced into the discipline sec-
tion of the rule book if a
motion from Leitrim is suc-
cessful.

The motion is likely to get
strong support and may well
be given the required two-
thirds majority to have this
motion passed.

The motion reads: "A play-

er ordered off shall stand
suspended for at least two
weeks. He shall not play
again until his case has been
dealt with by the Council or
Committee in charge. Mini-
mum penalties for such spe-
cific offences shall be as
follows:

(1) — Second cautionable
foul, including rough play; 2
weeks.

(2) — Immediate ordering
off foul, including danger-
ous play; I month suspen-
sion and two official games.

(3) — Striking with the
hurley, head, kicking or
stamping; three months sus-
pension and four official
games.

Abusive or threatening
language to a referee, um-
pire or linesman. Player will
receive two months suspen-
sion and two official games.
An official will receive three
months suspension.

A player repeating any
specific offence within a
two year period, shall be
suspended and banned for
not less than double the
minimum applicable to that
offence. The games 'ban'
will apply to the competition
or championship in which
the player is sent off. If, for
instance a player is sent off
in a club game the suspen-
sion, but not the ban will
apply at inter-county level."

If the motion is passed it
will certainly improve disci-
pline, but it is going to be

difficult to administer.
USE OF ASSOCIATION
PROPERTY

This is regarded as the
most contentious motion on
the agenda, even though it
does not clearly seek to give
permission to other sports to
use G.A.A. grounds. The
motion from Sligo seeks to
have rule 41 (b) deleted from
the rule-book.

Rule 41 (b) reads:
"Grounds controlled by the
Association shall not be used
or permitted to be used for
horse racing, greyhound rac-
ing or for field games other
than those sanctioned by
Central Council."

If passed, the Central
Council would have the au-
thority to rent out our
grounds to any other sports.
It will certainly provoke in-
teresting debate and the re-
sult of a vote on the motion,
will clearly indicate the di-
rection the Association will
be taking in the years ahead.

MINOR CLUBS

One that will interest Wa-
terford very much is the mo-
tion from Clare which seeks
to have minor clubs to be al-
lowed attend and vote at
County Board meetings.
This, if passed, would give
minor clubs the right to at-
tend annual convention.

This is something that we
have been campaigning for
over a number of years. It
will certainly have our full

support.
