T will’
be pecessary to pass resolutions  re-
questing the consent of the Local
Govermnent Bourd to such increases.
The increased expenditures have been
approved of by the Rural District
Coune.ls

You are requested to guagh certain
road maintepance contracts. 1 ap-
prove of the quashing of Nos. 199, ¥,
45, Clomuel rural distriet; Nos. 267,
268, Dungarvan rursd district; Nos.
3, 420 nitmacthomas rurel district;
No. 194 Waterford No, I rural district,
and No, 258 Youghul No. 2 rural dis-
wict, the reasons in each case being
consjdered sufficient. .

A verv heavy list of new /works
comes before you from all tWe rural
districts. Many of these works have
not been tendered for, even though in
my -opinion there are many sultabie
contractors in the udjoining distroots,
and the prices are sufficient.  Many
of the roads are much better suited
for working by contract than by direct.
jabour. und 1 recommengd that 1n most
cuses where tenders have not been re-
cvived the proposals shouli be réjec-
ted,  1f the loeul people and 1nose
who use these bye-roads, ngu{Iwr with
their local representatives, cannot se-
care contractors for the works, there
is no reasun why you should go out
of your way to repu.r the rouds for
thems. Road work in certain parts of
the ecounty apvéars to be quite
populur with the people, who should
pave more interest i it—in fact op-
position is met with where the warmes?t
support woitkd be expeeted.  lu such
cises the natural remely is  both
sitnple and effective—leave these bye-
rogds as they ure, when g way out
w'il soon appear. 1 cun only recom-
mend the most importunt of these
works for execution by direct labour.
It avpears that no adjourned quur-
terly meeting hoas been held in Car-
pick-on=8uir, und that some contractors
pave been lost a8 a cousequence. A
siniilar case arose in another district
lust cuurter.

Your provisional main road declara-
ton comes before you for final ap-
proval, The Rural District Councils,
witie the exception of Kilipacthomas,
have mude no counments mor objecs
tians,  Toe Kihnacthomas Council
propozes several sweeping alterations
m e schedule as regurds  that dis-
trict, which' would very seriously af-
fect other diswicts. 1 these aiterds-
tions are carried ont the whole sehem
for ull districts should pe re-eust. Thi
Waterford district would lose severul
miin roads as a rvesult of these altera-
tion=, ~and the balance existing bes
tween the contributions of the several
diztricts in the provisional deelaration
would be completely upset. The
main road question is purely one lor
the County Council 10 deul with the
county as a whole inespective ot the
isolated nterests of individual <is-
tricts, The powers of the Uistrict
Councils w respect of muin road de-
clarations are 1o safeguard the finan-
citl interests of the wdividuul conn-
cils, not, to devise the routes to be fol-
lowed. As already po.nted out mn my
special report, wain rouds should can-
nect places of importance, shonld form
part of g tourist route or “ through ”
route, hould be used largely or chietly
by persons from outside districts, and
generally should be of importauce in
the general road scheme of the coun-
try a8 apart from g purcty local con-
nection. The roads in  your pro-
visional declaration comply with these
conditions; the suggesiwed substitutes
do not.  The milenge of the suggested
min ronds in Kilneethomas  Rural
District is lurger than the aileage in-
cluded in your provisionyl declaratiom
by 3] miles, while the Waterford mile-
age would be reduced by nearly 7
miles. 1t must not be concluded,
however, that 1 am opposed to an -
crease in the wileage of main roads,
as, opn the contrury, 1 have ulready
stated that the provisionul declaration
covers only 54 uunimum, but if you in-
crease the wilenge in one distriet you
must inerease it jn all districis, other-
wige the finuncial interests of the
several districts would be unfuitly ai-
fected. ‘

In eonnection with the Road Board
grant, the County Surveyor sawd noth-
g definite had beep decided as” yet.

I'he council decided to proceed  at
once with the steam-rolling of the road
from Duckspool tp Ballyvoile.

Extraordinary Traffie. -

Mr. Bowen suid he got £430° damages
in respect of one road over which there
wits extraordinary traffie, and in the
case of the rond from Harney's Cross
{o Clonmel he claimed £566 for dam-
ages done to it, and the authorit'es had
offered €3,  He did not think the
work could be done for £300. :

Mr. Lloya George, his chief,
speaking at the same time, said when
referring to Russia: ¢ Whether Russia
wizhes to be Zamst, Republic, Bol-
shevist, reactionary or revolut.onary—
that is « matter for the Russian
people themselves.” And so is was a
matter for the Irish people, and the
Irish people alone Would determine
what form of Govermment they de-
sired to live under (loud applawse).
Alr. Lioyd George also stated phat they
*should set up the Government which
the peoply wanted, otherwise it would
be an outrage on all the peonles for
which they foughy in the war. Im
lrelaud the same gentlemun said that
they must set up a Government which
the people didn’t want, olhwerwise it
would be an outrage ot the peeunliar
principles of Mr Mae®herson (laugh-
ter and applause).  They weed have
1o apprehension about the future of
Jreland.  There was a vast difference
hetween the Ifishmen of wo-day and
those of a depade azo.  The Irishhmen
of to-day \\'--&\ directing their energies
both  politically angd  ecgnomicaully
alone the right lines, and in the right
direction.  Theelrishmen  of to-day
were directing their enengies towards
the enly goal that would bring peace
to Ireland—the Sovereign Indepen-
deng¢e of the Irish Nation (loud ap-
plause).
