INCREASE IN PUBLIC ASSISTANCE

the corresponding period of 1938.

KILMACTHOMAS
DISTRICT COURT.

Above Court was held on Wednesday,
before Mr. F. J. McCabe, D.J,

At the suit of the Attorney-General,
Supt. P. Creane, G.S:, Tramore, prosecuted
a young girl named Nora Cummins, of
Grenan, Kilmacthomas, for having, as
alleged, obtained by forgery and false pre-
tences, goods to the value of £3 16s. 11d.
from the Kilmeaden Co-operative Soclety,
Ltd., at their store at Kilmeaden, on the
26th of August last,

Mr. E. A, Ryan, §S., appeared for the
prosecution, and Mr. G. Nolan, solr., Water-
ford, represented the accused, who was
present in Court with her father. Mr. P.
O'Connor, Junr., solr., Waterford, held a
watching brief for the Co-gperative So-
ciety.

Outlining ithe case, Mr. Ryan told the
Court that accused had procured the goods
by falsely pretending she had a written
order from Mr. Michaei Mooney, Carri-
geen, Kill, who is a regular supplier of milk
to the creamery, to obtain same in his name
and in his credit. The whole question
turned on the identity of the girl now
charged,

Martjp,sO'Regan, answering Mr. Ryan,
said he was an assistant at the creamery.
He remembered the 26th August last, and
remembered a young girl coming into‘the
store about 12.15 p.m. that day. She was
aged about 17 or 18 years, and he had
never seen her before. She handed him a
written order, which he examined. It was
signed by M. Mooney, Carrigeen, Kill. All
milk suppliers to the creamery have num-
bers, but there was no number in the order.
Witness questioned the girl about it and she
said she knew nothing about the number.
He supplied her with goods, which the girl
herself selected, and which witness par-
celled up for her. The total value of the
parcel was £3 16s. 11d. The original order
was possibly destroyed after he had entered
the items required and supplied into his
day book. On September 2lst, after Mr.
Mooney had received his monthly account,
he came to the store and said he had never
ordered or received the goods in question,
viz., 94 1bs. bacon, one pair of black shoes,
one pair of boys' knickers, a cap, and a
gold watch.

Cross-examined by Mr. Nolan, witness
said he was in the store on the 26th of Sep-
tember when the accused and her -father
came there, accompanied by -a Guard. This
was after the girl had received a letter
from the manager. The Guard asked “Is
this the girl that got the goods?” and wit-
ness said “ Yes.” Her father said witness
was accusing her wrongfully.

To Mr. Ryan—The day the girl got the
goods from me she was three hours in the
store, and I got her a lift in one of our
lorries to Carroll's Cross, where we have a
branch creamery, John Power was driver
of the lorry. I have no doubt the girl whom
I now identify in Court (witness here indi-
cated the accused) is the girl concerned.

John Power, replying to Mr. Ryan, said
he was a lorry driver in the employment
of the company. He remembered the 26th
of August last, when he gave a lift to the
girl, leaving her out at Carroll's Cross. He
saw her on a bicycle going towards Car-
roll's Cross railway station, shortly after
she had left the lorry. He often saw the
girl before. Witness now pointed ' fo the
accused in Court, saying, * She is dressed
differently to-day.” Witness couldn't say
if she had a parcel with her when he gave
her the lift.

To Mr. Nolan—She sat in the cab of the
lorry with me. There are four lorries in
the company's employ. I was not on the
Darrigle road on the date in question.

Thomas Walsh next gave evidence. He

said he was a shop assistant at the store. |

Between 12 and 1 o'clock (old time) on
August 26th last, he saw Martin O'Regan
serving the girl. Witness knew her name
and where she lived for the past two years.
The girl was Nora Cummins, whom he now
identified in Court. He saw her leaving
the store alone with some parcels. At one
o'clock (old time), after closing for dinner,
he saw one of the company'’s lorries outside
the store. and he saw Nora Cummins in
the cab of the lorry with the previous wit-
ness.

To Mr. Nolan—I am a son of the mana-
ger at Carroll's Cross. 1 was very busy in
the store the day Nora Cummins was there.
I never saw the document in question or
the order supplied by Mr. O'Regan.

To the Court—I know the girl well. She
did not speak to me that day.

His Worship here intimated that he
would not accept the responsibility of the
case, which, he said, was a tremendously
important one—one for which a jury would
be an ideal tribunal. Consequently he ad-
journed the proceedings to the next sitting
at Kilmacthomas, the solicitors engaged to
arrange in the meantime a day for him to
take depositions at Waterford.

At the Benedictine Convent, Elizabeth,

Mother
Monica was born at Bealica, near Cappo-
quin, in 1883 and with her parents emi-
grated to the U.S.A. three years later.

Following a brilliant college course she
entered the Benedictines and has been
Prioress on three successive occasipns. In
1932 she visited Ireland for the Inter-
national Eucharistic Congress and stayed
at the Convent of Mercy, Cappoquin.

The following appears in a tourist
journal—Ardmore is particularly rich in
antiquities. Theé most remarkable, from
the tourist’s point of view, especially if it
ig his first visit to Ireland is the Round
Tower. These structures have puzzled
antiquarians for many generations, their
origin and use being unmentioned -in the
oldest of our annals. The most generally
accepted theory, however, is that they
were used ag hiding places when the mon-
asteries to which they were always
attached, were attacked. This .theory
seems the most feasible when we notice
how high the door is from the ground. The
monks evidently used a ladder of some
kind to enter the tower and then drew it
up after them and so foiled the enemies.

ECCLESIASTICAL HISTORY OF
YOUGHAL (Continued).

When Henry VIII appropriated the
monasteries of his Kingdom after his separ-
ation from Rome the churches and mon-
astic establishments of Youghal met the
same fate.

His mandate of appropriation came in
1537, and in 1570 Roger Skiddy was ap-
pointed warden of the College and the
church of St. Mary. The south transept
of the church was given to George Moore,

Gerald, the last Earl of Desmond, pro- |

tested and on the November 1st, 1579, he
besieged and took his own towm: After
his death and the death of his young son
a new group of adventurers arrived from
England to grab his estate of over 500,000
acres, Raleigh was given about 50,000
acres of Desmond land of which he sold
42,000 to Boyle including the town of
Youghal. By charter of the Earl of Des-

| mond and by the Bulls of Popes Alexan-

der and Julian, the emoluments and privi-
leges of the college and St. Mary's were
vested in the warden and fellows. Boyle
cast an avaricious eye on these and by a

-series of corrupt and underhand trans-

actions secured them for himself. He
secured-also chancel or south transept of
St. Mary's and converted it into a burying
ground for himself and his family.

During Queen Mary's reign Catholic
worship was again held there and later
during the reign of James I but neglect
and destruction had done their work by
then. John Wesley preached there in
1765 and later wrote of it, “‘once a spacious
thing, but now half lies in ruins; a common
thing throughout Ireland.”

In 1847 the Rev. Pierce W. Drew was

appointed Rector and he did his utmost |-
o its pristine beauty so that

at the fresent day it stands not nearly so
as it| was after the impious

2 nd the College were not
only_~%cclesiastical establishments
in Youghal at the time. . Only four
years after the founding of Saint
Mary's, the same benefactor Maurice
Fitzgerald founded the Franciscan
or Sopth  Abbey. The site of
this monastery was the site now occupied
by the Presentation Convent. It too flour-
ished until the reformation and then it
shared the same fate of appropriation and
exploitation. When the foundations of
the Presentation Convent were being laid
many relics were dug up. At its dissolu-
tion it was granted to John Isham in 1597
who in turn sold it to Boyle. Its extent
was from the end of the Convent Schools
to the near end of the present Devonshire
Arms Hotel. There was a mill attached to
the monastery, the base of which can still
be seen at the foot of Hayman’s Hill.

There was also another abbey, the Dom-
inican or North Abbey, founded about
1270 by Thomas Fitzgerald. Under
Raleigh's mayoralty this monastery was
despoiled but the statue of Our Lady of
Youghal was safe in the keeping of Lady
Honor Fitzgerald.

In 1756 we find three Dominicans again
in the old Friary."

The present Catholic Church in Youghal
was built in 1796. The architect was
Edmond Fitzgerald. Formerly it contained
a tapering spire.

Its site, adiacent to St. Mary's, shows
that at the time of erection that quarter
was still the nerve centre of the whole
town. The increase in the population of
the strand rendered necessary the erection
of the present strand church which was
opened to public worship on July 2nd, 1939.
This new church is one of the most beauti-
ful sacred edifices in the country.

When ploughing old pasture a goed rule to
follow is to plough aé deeply as possible
without bringing up the sub-soil,

best breed to train to stand guard over
poultry on free range.

To rid poultry of vermin paint their
perches before roosting time with a 40
per cent, solution of nicotine sulphate:
repeat this three or four times at weekly
intervals.

Grassland in industrial areas is usually

"lacking in lime, and will not, therefore,

be very productive when ploughed up un-
til this is remedied.

No crop will produce a bite for lambs
earlier in the Spring than rye.

The whole secret of dealing with worms

.in calves is to keep the affected subjects

off the infected pastures: otherwise they
take in fresh supplies of worms with
every mouthful of food.

A cow's canacity to produce milk is
governed more by her inherited character-
istics than by the food she receives, pro-
vided her ration is not stinted.

For preparing a seed-bed on newly
ploughed grassland a disc harrow is most
suitable as it keeps the furrow pres
down while producing a tilth for drilling.

Well-made grass silage is suitable for all
classeg of stock, 2 to 24lb. being equivalent
to 1lb. of hay.

To prevent a cow from ! running her
milk, slip a rubber ring, of the type used
on umbrellas, over the teat, but take care
that it is not too tight.

After sows have slipped their pigs. due
to infectious abertion, they are no likely
to do it again as one attack generally

makes them immune.

For tethering cows a stout iron peg. a
rope or with a swivel atta‘chmt-nt.
and a chain or rope round the cows horns
represents the essential equipment.

A gilt'should not go to the boar until
she ig at least eight months old, and only
then if she is well grown.

Russia’s New Importance.

The position of Russia in the present
tangled state of European affairs is one
which even the most imaginative of
speculators had not dreamed of before
the present war, and which will be the
delight of historians in the years to
come. The great state or rather continent
which had been driven back from its
western frontiers after the last war, and
which seemed to be devoting all its at-
tention to strengthening its position in the
East, has now suddenly crashed into
European pdlitics with. full force once
more, and bids fair to be the dominant
Power in Europe.

In a decade of bloodless conquests,
Russia has outdistanced all her rivals by
the extent of the progress she has made,
and by the speed with which she has
gained dominance over Eastern Europe.
She has .assimilated Eastern Poland
without an effort and is now practically

warring nations can do nothing but look
on and wender what the next develop-
ment will be. In the Balkans she is also
a source of dread to the small nations
which are treading very cautiously at the
moment. i )
The significance of these bloodless
victories is too obvious for comment.
Russia has, without loss, strengthencd
herself, while the other Powers are
weakening . themselves by warfare. The
influence of Russia in the post-war years
will be a problem for both victors and
vanquished. It seems strange, to say the
least, that the present moves of Russia
could not have been foreseen before the
large-scale slaughter in the West com-
menced. If they had been foresecn, it is
stranger still that some greater effort was
not made by the belligerents on both
sides to patéh up their, differences in face
of the great dynamic force which must of
necessity, be a:menace to their sccurity

J. F. O'Donnell—Yes, but we are not
troubled about that. It is a frivolous ob-
jection, one of them has played for us all
the year in the championships.

J. Cunningham, Tallow, gave it as his
opinion that the Tallow Committee was
not fit to deal with the matter.

Another delegate—To whom was the
referee’s report first submitted ?

Secretary—I don't know. To the Tour-
nament Committee I suppose. Who re-
fereed the match ?

J. Cunningham—Mick Curley.

Chairman—Read the referee’s report.

A Tallow delegate also asked the Secre-
tary to read the referee's report.

The referee’s report was as follows :—

A Chara,—On Sunday last I was asked
by the Secretary of the Tallow Pipers’ Band
to referee the final of the tournament. I
told him 1 was green to the job. He told
me that no one could be found to referee,
so I was forced into what I term an awk-
ward position. Both teams took the field
at 430 The game was a good one, and
some good hurling was witnessed. The
conditions of the field made it hard for the
players on both sides, who behaved well.
Some of the Lismore spectators were in-
clined to cause trouble during the first
half around the Kilcronat goals. The
trouble came from not having the goals
netted. During the second half trouble
started again. The Kilcronat supporters
protested that their goal-keeper. T. Mc-
Grath, was pushed aside. I saw a Lis-
more player come from the sideline and I
was told to put him off as he had struck a
spectator and left the field of play. 1 did
not finish the game. Stoppages were fre-
quent and extra time was wasted when
the game got hot and out of control to-
wards the end. Especially when players
and spectators got mixed up in a melee,
the scenes were most disgraceful, as hur-
leys were freely used. I tried to finish the
game but failed to get both teams to-

er. The Kilcronat captain told me
three of his team were injured on the
ground. I could see Lismore and Kil-
cronat jerseys in the crowd while the re-
mainder of the team kept the fleld I then
blew the whistle and stopped the game. I
teel sorry for not being able to finish the
game and keep better control, but I admit
being incompetent as it was my first match
refereeing—Michael Curley, Convent St
Tallow, .

Thomas Donoghue, a member of the Lis-
more team said that he was captain of
the Lismore team that day, in place of the
usua]l captain. ‘Towards the end of the
match when the referee called on him and
the Kileronat captain to line up their men,
the Kilcronat captain said he could not do
so, as three of his men were injured, al-
though he had three substitutes. The
referee then awarded the match to Lis-
more, as he had no other option. He had
heard him, and so had the Kilcronat cap-
tain and a member of the Tallow Com-
mittee, Francie Power.

John F. O'Donnnell said, that with M.
Keyes, a member of the Lismore team and
a number of others he went to search for
the ball, which was lost and when they
came back the Kilcronat team had gone off
the flield. The remaining 14 Lismore
players were in their places. He would
much prefer that they adjourn the matter
to the next meeting and ask M. Curley to
come,

Chairman—In the absence of the Kil-
cronat men, 1 don't want to do anything.

J. F. O'Donnell—Well, if you ask Curley,
ask the Kilcronat captain and the member
of the Tournament Committee who was
present when the referee awarded the
match to Lismore. There was a sugges-
tion that we wanted to rough the Kileronat
goalie but that is not so, He is a St. Car-
thage player himrgelf and we wouldn't
think of doing a thing like that.

J. Mason—When I spoke of scenes at the
last meeting I meant scenes in general.
We had to deal with four gentlemen from
Kilbrien ourselves lately. As regards
this match I believe the players behaved
very well. )

J. F, O'Donnell—The game was a lovely
one, and it was not the players’ fault. Tom
O’'Donoghue here and two others are pre-
pared to go on their oath that Lismore
were awarded the match.

A delegate—I propose that the referee's
report be given to the Tallow Committee to
deal with it.

J. Cunningham—I advise you to adopt
some other ruling.

Secretary—I suppose the Board’s ruling
would be accepted better by both teams.

J. F. O'Donnell—I hold that the objection
is illegal as it was not sent in within seven
days.

Finally it was agreed to refer the
report to the Committee.

PLAYER SUSPENDED.

The report of the referee of the Abbey-
side v. St. Annes match (junior hurling
championship) Seamus Moloney, was as
follows:—

“This game, which promised to be a
clean and hectic struggle came to a rather
disgraceful ending, when a St. Annes’
player deliberately struck a member of
the Abbeyside team with his hurley.
Dastardly though this act was I feel
that it was the result of extreme provo-
cation and in putting him off the fleld I
was thinking partly of his own safety”,

The St. Annes’ player was suspended
for three months, notice of this to be sent
to the County Board.

He
said I should postpone the match. Strad-
bally said they would not play any day
but that day. I waited until three p.m.
and Stradbally went out togged on the
pitch. Cathal Brughas were in the dress-
ing shed. some togged and some not. 1
consvlted with J. Goode and notifled
Stradbally that the match would not be
plaved. and that I was reporting the case
to the Board. I got the Stradbally secre-
tary to count the Cathal Brugha players.
I counted 14 partially togged. This was
at 3.5 pm. The rain was then heavier
than ever. In my opinion it was not a fit
day for a minor match. and I eould hardly
have rot linesmen and umpires.”

The Secretary said Stradbally lined up in
the centre of the field, though this was not
necessary,

J. Dunohy, Stradbally, said Cathal
Brughas had no team. There were 13 in
the shed. 7 with tors and none with jer-
sevs,

E Fitzeerald. Cathal Brughas, said it

As predicted 'n our G.A.A. notes last
week the meeting of Dungarvan and Cap-
poquin in the junior hurling divisional
final at the Gaelic Field, Dungarvan, on
Sunday last, was one of the most attrac-
tive games in the series so far.

The diet is vegetarian, a hard
bed is all that's allowed for sleeping and
when many of us in the big cities are
returning from parties at 2 a.m. these holy
men are rising for their day’s prayer and
work. It is a most interesting experience
to visit the monastery. Visitors will be
heartily welcomed and of course they will
not be expected to practise the self denial
of the monks during their stay.

LISMORE NOTES

DEATH OF MR. JOHN O’'BRIEN, LIS-
MORE CASTLE.

It is with feelings of deepest regret that
we record the death of Mr. John O'Brien,
which occurred at his residence, Lismore
Castle, on Wednesday, October 11th, 1939.
The news of the sad event, following a
brief illness and fortified by the rites of
the Holy Church of which he was a most
devout member, was learned with genuine
regret amongst all sections of the people,
who mourned the passing of one whose
amiable and cheerful disposition won for
him highest esteem not only in his native
town, but throughout many parts of the
county. A native of Lismore, the late Mr.
O'Brien had taken up the duties of his an-
cestors, as porter to the Lismore Castle,
both during the late Duke of Devonshire’s
time and its present owner, Lord Charles
Cavendish. Mindful of the trust reposed
in him in this capacity, his shrewd com-
monsense and sincerity received the ap-
preciation of his employers and fellow-
workers, and from the public in general
which these and his other admirable
qualities so richly deserved. In his young
days he was a keen sportsman, and was
inseparably linked with almost every
movement for the advancement of the
town, and more especially in the sphere
of fishing, shooting and other sporting
activities. Kindly, amiable, and warm-
hearted, his death has created a void in
Lismore not easily replaced, and sincere
sympathy is extended to his sorrowing
widow, son and daughter in their very
sad bereavement. The late Mr. O'Brien
was a brother of the late Mr, Patrick
O'Brien, Head Gardiner to Lismore
Castle, whose lamented death six weeks
ago was deeply regretted.

There was an extremely large atten-
dance at the removal of the remains from
the residence of the deceased to St. Car-
thage's Cathedral, Lismore, on Thursday
evening. On Friday morning there was
Requiem Mass for the repose of his soul.
At 1.30 p.m. the funeral left for the New
Council Cemetery, and the cortege was
one of the largest seen in the town or dis-
trict for many years, It was representative
of the agricultural, mercantile and pro-
fessional communities and bore eloguent
testimony to the affectionate regard in
which the deceased was held by all classes.
The coffin was borne by the employees of
the Lismore Estates Company to the grave-
side. Rev. T. O'Gorman, C.C., Lismore,
officiated.

CARRICK-ON-SUIR.
DISTRICT COURT.

Carrick-on-Suir District Court was held
on Monday, before Mr. F. J. MacCabe, D.J.
UNEMPLOYMENT CASE.

The Ministry for Industry: and Com-
merce v. Nicholas Doyle, Greenside, Car-
rick-on-Suir.

Mr. Frank O'Connor, State Solicitor, for
the Ministry.

Defendant was not in Court and was not
represented.

Mr. O'Connor said defendant had ad-
mitted the charge in a statement made to
Sergt. Diffley and signed by the defendant.

Justice—Why is the defendant not in
court ? It would be better if he were here.

Mr. O'Connor—He has not come to
court. We can go on in his absence in
view of that signed statement.

In the statement, defendant stated he
was a casual labourer. He lived at Green-
gide, Carrick-on-Suir, with his wife and
child. On September 11th he went to Mr,
Holden's place at Tinhallow and asked for
a few days’ work.

Mcr. Holden told him to return on the fol-
lowing day, Monday, which he did. He ar-
rived there at 7.30 and after having worked
around for some time Mr. Holden gave him
a pitchfork and told him to go to a thresh-
ing at Mr. Curry's at Crehane and to in-
quire there when the threshing would be
at Dr. Murphy's farm. He left Holden's,
carrying the pitchfork. When he got to
the bend near Crehane he hid the pitch-
fork in the high grass, where it would not
be seen. He went on then to Curry's yard
and remained there about an hour and a
half. He was not working there. He went
back to town and later went back to Hol-
den's. When he went to look for the pitch-
fork he could not find it. He again went
to Holden's at 4 o'clock and remained
until 7. He got his tea there and was paid
9s. 64. He signed at the unemployment

exchange that day at 10.30 as having been [

unemployed that day.

Mr. O'Connor said defendant had also
admitted having worked at Holden’s on
and off from September 29th to October
6th but he had not signed at the unemploy-
ment exchange in respect of these dates
so they had nothing to do with the case.

In reply to the court, Mr. R. Dalton,
manager, Carrick-on-Suir Labour Ex-
change, said defendant was paid 1s. 8d. at
the Exchange for the day he admitted
having got the 2s, 6d. from Mr. Holden for
having worked for him (12th September).

Mr. O'Connor said the Labour Exchange
have a system by which they deduct
money paid in such circumstances from
later payments due to men who sign. The
1s. 8d. had been deducted so the Exchange
lost nothing, The fraud committed by de-
fendant was a mean and petty one for such
a small sum. Men like defendant should
be taught a lesson.

In reply to the Justice, Mr. O'Connor
said there had been no expenses incurred
in the case.

Defendant was fined 3s.

The Justice said in future frauds of this
kind would be seriously dealt with.

APPLICATION FOR EJECTMENT,

This was an application for ejectment
from a forge, the property of the Davin
Memorial Company. The company Tre-
cently purchased lands on which the forge
is situated.

Mr. Quirke, for defendant, said he un-
derstood that Mr. Power, solicitor for the
Davin Park Company, wished to have the
case adjourned to next court.

The case was adjourned to next court.

LARCENY.

Supt. Kelly v. Thomas Kinsella.

Defendant was a farm labourer, aged 28
years. He had been working with farmers
in the district around Carrick. He was
charged with the larceny of 17s. 6d. and
with breaking and entering the house of
John Phelan, Macreary, and stealing 17/6.

Defendant intimated that he consented
to be dealt with at the District Court. He
admitted having entered the house of Mr.
Phelan and taking 17s. 6d.

Supt. Kelly said defendant wanders
* ground the district, working here and
there with farmers. He had been working
at Mr. Phelan's place and knew the run of
the house.

Justice “(to defendant)—How old are
you?

Defendant—Twenty-eight years.

Supt, Kelly—He is not from thig district,
he belongs to Gowran, Co. Kilkenny. His
mother is dead and his father and brother
live at home.

Justice—What further have you to say
for yourself ?

Defendant—I was in an industrial
school gince I was two years old.

Justice—You have been around this dis-
trict for four vears. What have you been
doing all that time?

Defendant—Working for farmers.

Justice—Would you go home if you got
a chance ?

Witness—My brother has the place.

Justice—What record has the defendant?

Supt. Kelly—In June last he was charged
with the larceny of a bicycle. He admitted
the offence and was let off under the
Probation of Offenders Act.

Justice (to defendant)—You have heard
that you were dealt with very leniently
then,

In reply to the Justice, Supt. Kelly said
the defendant spent 9d. on food and gave
up the balance of 16s. 9d. Mr. Phelan is
only at the loss of 9d.

The Justice said no doubt the fact that
defendant was left without his mother at
two vears of age was a disadvantage to
him in his upbringing. He had been let
off on a previous larceny charge. He could
not expect to be given leniency when he
repeats these offences, He was inclined to
send the defendant to gaol, but he felt that
would not do him much good. He would
prefer to give him a chance. He was not
going to let him off. He would adjourn the
case for a month and at next court he
would get a report from the Guards as to
how the defendant would conduct himself.
1f there are any further charges against
him he would be sentenced to a long term
of imprisonment.

Kehoen. Mr. O'Connor, S.S., was for the
Minister.
The case arose out of an application for
an examination order in respect of a debt
of £42 due to the Minister for Agriculture
by the defendant.
Defendant handed in a statement of
means showing that his assets are nil. His
liabilities, apart from the £42 in respect of
which the case was brought, were £33—
viz., £25 and £8 due to two persons from
whom he bought animals for slaughter for
his business. He has no income. If he
would be paid a sum of £41 due to him by
the Minister for Agriculture for meat sup-
plied on free meat vouchers he could meet
the amount due.
Mr. O'Connor (to defendant)—What do
you do for a living?
Defendant—Nothing.
Mr. O'Connor—Do you not carry on a
butcher's shop?
Defendant replied that he has a small
butcher’s shop adjoining his mother’s pre-
mises. He kills one sheep a week and
makes nothing on that, as he has frequently
to borrow the money to buy the animal.

Mr, O’Connor—Would you kill two sheep
a week?—No.

Nor three sheep?—No.
Mr. O'Connor—What would you make in
a week? Would you make 5/- profit?

Defendant—I might.

Mr. O'Connor—Could you not pay that
5/- a week in instalments for this debt?

Defendant—I could not, as I often have
to borrow money to buy the sheep.

Mr. O'Connor—How much could you
pay a month?

Defendant—At present I could not pay
anything.

After some further questions by Mr.
O'Connor as to the defendant's means, the
Justice said he was satisfled that he could
pay 5/- a week, and made an order for pay-
ment of that amount.

Joan O'Neill, Dunmore East, v. R. E.
Bourke. Defendant did not appear for ex-
amination.

The Court made an order for the pay-
ment by the defendant of 5/- a week in
respect of the debt for which the examina-
tion order was issued,

WEST WATERFORD
" 200 YEARS AGO.

The Barony of Coshmore
and Coshbride.

The barony of Coshmore and Coshbride
contains six parishes—Lismore, Mocollop,
Tallow, Kilwatermoy, Kilcockan, and
Temple Michael. In 1654, this barony
was divided into five parishes. It is the
most western division, and has been called
the garden of the county; and if cultiv-
ation and picturesque scenery con entitle
it to thig distinction, the name is not im-
properly applied.

The navigable river Blackwater, an-
ciently called Avonmore and Broadriver,
and famous in the time of Ptolemy, who
calls it Daurona and Necham, takes a
winding course through the barony, and
contributes to the beauty of the country,
-as well as to the convenience of its inhabi-
tants. The Blackwater rises in the county
of Kerry, and, after a course of about
forty miles, enters this county at its
western boundary. The course of the
river from this place is due east, until it
reaches the town of Cappoquin, from
whence it proceeds in a southern direction
until it meets the sea at the harbour of
Youghal. It is navigable for vessels of
considerable tonnage as far as the bridge
of Cappoquin; and during the summer
months a small steam-boat plies daily be-
tween Cappoquin and Youghal; this is a
favourite route with tourists, the scenery
being considered by many the most beauti-
ful in Ireland, so much so that it is now
known as Spencer's Avonmore—the Irish
Rhine !”

On the banks of the Blackwater, and to
the southward of that river, the land is
fertile, and the face of the country highly
improved, but to the northward there is a
range of mountains, which bounds this
county and separates it from the county
Tipperary. .

The place of greatest consequence in

this barony is

. LISMORE,

a market and cathedral town, beautifully
situated on a steep bank of the Black-
water. This town has been greatly im-
proved by the late and present Dukes of
Devonshire. The Cathedral is a handsome
structure with a square tower, sur-
mounted by a light and elegant spire. The
other public buildings are the Roman
Catholic Chapel, Court-house, Presbyterian
meeting-house, the Union Workhouse, to-
gether wth a good Inn (the Devonshire
Arms). The population in 1861 was
2,089. The town in under the management
of Commissioners appointed under the
Towns' Improvement Act, passed in 1854.
The present Chairman of Lismore Town
Commissioners is John Edmund Currey,
Esq., M.D,, J.P.

Lismore, or properly Lios-mor, the great
habitation, (translated Atrium magnum in
the ancient life of St. Carthage) is a town
now chiefly remarkable for the beauty of
its situation and its magnificent castle.

It formerly ranked amongst the most
flourishing cities in Ireland—the seat of
science and learning—the birth-place of
Congreve, Boyle, and the ingenious Henry
Eeles, and the school from which it is said
Alfred derived the knowledge which im-
mortalized his name. In the year 636 Lis-
more was a bishop’s see, and had famous
schools of philosophy established by St.
Carthagh, who, in the holy days of
Faster, was driven out of Rathenin in the
county Westmeath, and took sanctuary
here. An old writer thus describes this
place :—

“Tessmore is a famous and holy citie,
half of which is an asylum, into which no
woman dares enter; but it is full of cells
and holy monasteries; and religious men in
great numbers abide there : and thither
holy men flock together from all parts of
Ireland, and also from ' England and
Britain, being desirous to remove from
thence to Christ.”

We may here mention that some seventy
years ago, alterations were being made in
a part of the Lismpre Castle, during
which there were found, built into a recess
in the wall, a valuable Irish manuscript
and a bishop’s staff, richly decorated in the
Irish style. The staff is supposed by
archaeologists to be the original of the
primitive saint of Lismore. The manu-
script found is a miscellaneous compil-
ation of a very considerable antiquity. It
is written, as usual, upon vellum, and
many of the capital letters are curiously
ornamented in the Irish style. It is now
known as “ The book of Lismore,” and is
lodged with other ancient manuscripts,
annals, deeds and records in the library of
the Castle. We may here observe that
from this manuscript is taken a large
amount of information given in this work.

The school of Lismore continued in high
repute for many years, and was visited by
“prodigious numbers both from the neigh-
bouring and remote countries.” Many of
the bishops of this see were men remark-
able for religious austerity, as well as for
learning and sanctity, and it was through
their influence that the rigid discipline of
the monastic orders was observed. The
rules of the abbey of regular canons
founded by St. Carthagh were particularly
severe. When any of the monks returned
from a mission, it was the custom to kneel
down before the abbot, and in that humble
posture relate the events which had oc-

curred : all kinds of severities were prac-

Familes named Oates,
Stacks, and Bagges lived in Kilmacthomas
nigh thirty years ago, at which period a
terrace in the town of Portlaw boasted of
bearers of the names Black, Whyte, Daye,
Knight, Happie, Joy, and Comerford
(* Comfort,” for short).

« OUT FOR BLOOD.”

“1 was very interested the other day,"”
a member of a Mid-Deise unit of the
Garda Siochana writes, “in watching an
encounter between a wasp and a daddy-
longlegs (heron fly). The wasp was flitting
about inside the day room window, and
had come to rest on a pane when the
daddy-longlegs came in and manoeuvred
about the same pane. The wasp immedi-
ately went in pursuit and attacked, but the
daddy-longlegs, which was on the defen-
sive all the time, had several narrow e€s-
capes. Then the wasp tried other tactics.
Alighting at the side of the pane he
crawled around on the frame to the top

so that he was hardly noticeable on it.
Meanwhile the daddy-longlegs, losing sight
of the enemy, had come to rest on the mid-
dle of the pane.
