THE PLAY.

MR. BOLAND AND THE
FARMERS' STRIKE
“A Very Serious State of
Affairs.”

From what happened they could see that
there was a danger of a very serious dis-
turbance and loss of life, said Mr. Boland,
Minister for Justice, having given a list of
incidents in the farmers' strike in the
Dail on Wednesday night.

Mr. Boland said that farmers had been
held up on the roads, milk had been spilled,
lorries of potatoes and vegetables had been
overturned, and pigs and other beasts had
been driven away. “If these things are to
continue we know what will be the result,”
he said.

“Already blows have been struck and
firearms have been used, but, luckily, no
one has been injured by the firearms. It
is a situation that reveals a very serious
state of affairs that might develop rapidly
if it were not dealt with promptly.”

There was uproar later, when, following
heated exchanges, Mr. Coburn (F.G.
Louth) stepped out on the stairway and,
buttoning his coat, looked at the Govern-
ment benches, saying, “Come down now,
any half-dozen of you, for one three
minutes."

Mr. Coburn on refusing to withdraw a
remark was told by the Leas Ceann Comh-
airle that he must leave, and walked out,
followed shortly afterwards by Capt.
Giles (F.G. Meath-Westmeath), who said
he seconded every word Mr. Coburn had
said.

Dr. O'Higgins, in moving the motion, said
that every party deplored the situation
which had driven the most unfortunate
section of the community to withhold their

produce.
The only step taken by the Government

was to brand these people as criminals anl
bring them before the Military Tribunal.
That was the recklessly provocative action
calculated to make the strike a strike of
desperation.

The motion asked the Government to
try these people by the ordinary law if
they had committed an offence.  Though
some people might hold that these people
were misguided, nobody would hold that
they should be branded as criminals. When
the Government asked for the powers
giver®™ them ia the Offcnces Againsy the
State Aet they assured the house that the
powers would not be used save in an em-
ergency and they were told that the
powers were necessary to deal with armed
conflict and rebellion. Yet in the first
week of the farmers' strike the special
powers were put in force against the farm-
ing community. He asked the Govern-
ment to withdraw the Order in the hope
that, even at this late stage, there might
be talks in a committee room. Conver-
sations could not commence when some of
the parties necessary to such conversations
would have to walk into the committee
room under the shadow of a baton.

The second portion of the motion, he
said, asked for arbitration. If the dispute
continued until one side or other had been
battered off their feet would that be any
victory for the State? The use of a big
stick only stiffened the back of any man
and the use of a big stick at this early
stage of the strike could only have the
effect of driving to lengths they never in-
tended the parties to the strike.

It had always been the case that when
people were branded as outlaws they had
lived up ta their name and the Government
action in this matter might have the effect
of antagonising the young and even the
lawless element. Members of the Govern-
ment have had at one {ime or another done
all the things they were now blaming the
farmers for doing.

The use of the censorship—the censor-
ship of news and views—was driving the
people to ferocity in some counties, The
first weapon used was the censorship, the
second the use of military force, and the
third the power to seize goods.

If the Minister would say that the Gov-
ernment was prepared to meet the farmers,
not on the basis of bosses and criminals,
but with the determination to find a way
put. he belived that the dispute could be
brought to a speedy termination.

Mr. T. J. O'Donovan (F.G.. Cork W.).
seconding, said he believed the milk pro-
ducers of Dublin had a grievance. The
producers got 1/4 a gallon. and the dis-
tributors got 2/4. At these prices one won-
dered who owned the cows,

MINISTER'S VIEW.

Mr. Boland. Minister for Justice, said
that the Order was made because the Gov-
ernment was satisfied that the ordinary
courts were not a suitable means of deal-
ing with the situation that had arisen. Any-
one who read the papers knew that a
serious state of disturbance had occurred
in the neighbourhood of Dublin and that it
was spreading, If it was only a question
of the farmers advising their neighbours
not to bring their produce to the fairs and
markets, no action would have been taken,
but it was quite clear to everyone that if.
after that advice was given, it was not
acted upom, threats were made, and there
had been acts of violence which. if allowed

to continue, would have created a situation .

DANGERS FROM MISUSE
OF LIME.

Quantities of lime which can safely be
applied to land vary according to type of
soil, climate and cropping policy. So far
as it is possible to generalise, however, it
can be said that spreads of over 2} tons of
quicklime to the acre, or equivalent
amounts of slaked lime and carbonate, are
excessive and wasteful, although not neces-
sarily harmful in all circumstances.

Approximate quantities of other grades
of lime equivalent to 2} tons of quicklime
are as follows : Hydrated lime, 5 tons.
Waste lime, 13 tons; Chalk, 10 tons; Ground
limestone, 5 tons.

While a considerable proportion of the
soil in this country can and does benefit
from the application of lime, the require-
ment may be better satisfied by small
dressings at fairly frequent intervals,
rather than by a single large dressing.
Hence it is desirable to have a test made
before liming in order that the correct
amount of the most suitable grade is used.
The agricultural organiser for the county
can supply this information. In this way,
waste is avoided.

When used in excess, lime instead of en-
riching the soil, actually reduces the fertil-
ity. In the lst place, the organic matter of
humus is destroyed, the loss of which not
only affects workability of the soil, but
also removes the valuable nitrogen com-
pounds it contains.

This fact is particularly marked upon
light, open soils, and when dealing with
these it is preferable fo apply lime in the
form of carbonate, such as chalk or
ground limestone.

One beneficial effect of liming in moder-
ation is that certain plant foods, particul-
arly potash and phosphate, are set free
and become available for crops. If too
much lime is applied, however, more phos-
phate and potash are set free than can be
taken up by plants, so that these foods are
washed out by rain and are lost,

WHEN DISEASE APPEARS.

Certain plant diseases also become pre-
valent when soil conditions are rendered
too alkaline by excessive applications of
lime. A well-known example is common
scab in potatoes. Hence, where potatoes
are included in the rotation, lime should be
applied only in sufficient quantity to make
the soil neutral, and as long as possible be-
fore the planting of the next potato crop.
«Take-all," the fungoid disease of wheat,
is also favoured by the alkaline soil condi-
tion caused by too heavy liming.

Finally, excess lime may remove from
the soil cortain essential elements, the ab-
sence of which upsets the nutrition of
plants and brings about the so-called de-

LIGHT.

On Tuesday "night, many houses in Lis-
more were'lit up by electricity from the
Shannon Scheme.

CO. COUNCIL.

At a meeting of Waterford County
Council, when a resolution was read, from
the Gaelic League, Dublin, on the guestion
of asking the Government to set up a
Commission of Inquiry on the language,
a member said:—"It is wiped out. No one
will have Irish now. The language is
dead for 200 years. It is a shame to bring
on those things.”

FIRE IN TOWN HALL.

On Monday evening about 9.30 p.m. a
fire occurred in the Dungarvan Town
Hall. Some young men who were decor-
ating the Hall at the time found smoke
issuing from the floor near the fire-place
in the ballroom. On examination it was
found that the joists underneath the Hall

ficiency diseases. The full part played by
these elements is not yet understood, but
the removal of iron, zine, boron and man-
ganese causes crops to become sickly and
chlorotic (i.e., of a pale yellowish-green
colour),

Deficiency diseases can be corrected,
however, by some small dressings of the
suitable compounds containing the vital
elements, but it is better to avoid any dan-
ger by carefully controlled liming.

Although the subsidy, under the Land
Pertility Scheme, is paid on all kinds of
lime, most prefer to use burnt lime, either
in lump or ground form, to the two more
common forms of unburnt lime, namely,
ground limestone and ground chalk.
Quicklime and unburnt lime both have
their advantages and disadvantages, but
the usefulness of the ground products is
often overlooked. Before deciding what
kind of lime should be applied it is well to
examine the pros and cons of each grade.
TWICE AS MUCH GROUND LIMESTONE

Burnt lime is more concentrated, ie.
while the cost per ton may be double, it is
cheaper per unit of caleium than ground
limestone or ‘chalk. Weight for weight,
burnt lime contains about twice as much
of the essential “element” (calcium oxide)
as ground limestone. To produce the
same effect it is, therefore, essential to ap-
ply twice as much limestone or chalk as
burnt lime. _

It must be remembered that the busning
of lime is a difficult operation, and the
quality of the product, moreover, is vari-
able. On the other hand, ground lime-
stone and ground chalk consist solely of
the crushed natural rock, and are not
subjected to any burning process, and
are therefore of constant composition from
the chemical point of view.

Before spreading, lump lime, the most
popular form of burnt lime, has to be
slaked to a powder, and this can be a diffi-
cult procedure in the variable weather ex-
perienced in Great Britain.

NOT UNPLEASANT TO HANDLE.

Having no caustic action ground lime-
stone and ground chalk are not unpleasant
to handle, and can even be broadcast with-
out danger to the eyes or skin. They drill
freely and can be stored indefinitely with-
out caking or undergoing any harmful
change, and there is no danger from fire.

Owing to its caustic action, burnt lime

cannot be stored on the farm or applied fo
land during the growing season.  This re-
sults in a period of heavy demand for lime
during the winter, followed by a shorter
period when the demand virtually disap-
pears. Hence it may be difficult to obtain
supplies of burnt lime just when they are
wanted.
It should be remembered that the final
effect on the land of both burnt lime and
the ground natural rocks is the same, ex-
cept that burnt lime is perhaps better for
heavy clays since it has a stronger
“lightening" effect. A. B.

LETTER FROM THE DEPARTMENT.

A letter from the Department stated
that on the basis of the rents proposed to
be charged for the 139 new houses, the
annual loss would be approximately 1/3
in the £, which is equal to the present
average annual loss on all the Council's
houses. This increase appeared high
having regard to the present level of rates
in the Urban area—18/5 in the £. If,
however, the Council were satisfied that
the circumstances of the tenants precluded
the payment of a higher rent, the Minister
would raise no objection to the fixing of
rents at the rates proposed, viz:—3/6 to 6/-
excluding rates, for four-roomed houses,
and 3/- excluding rates for three-roomed
houses.

THE MILKl STRIKE.
REQUISITION ORDER.

-

In connection with the milk strike,
sponsored by the Milk Producers’ Asso-
ciation, a Requisition Order has been sent
to the Manager, Dungarvan Co-operative
Creamery, as follows—from Mr. P. Shine,
Grange Park, Waterford, Dairy Produce
Inspector:—

“I hereby requisition until further notice,
2,000 (two thousand) gallons of milk per
week and instruct you to forward that
milk as follows:—

500 gallons each Monday; 500 gallons
each Wednesday; 500 gallons each Friday;
500 gallons each Saturday, by train,
addressed to The Model Creamery, Kings-
bridge Station, Dublin.”

The milk is being sent according to the
requisition order. The following letter,
has also been received by the Manager,
Dungarvan Co-operative Creamery, Ltd.
from the Department of Agriculture,
November 25th, 1939.

Sir—I am directed by the Minister for
Agriculture to advert to the Department’s
circular letter of the 6th ultimo intim-
ating that production allowances would be
paid to creameries at the rate of 14s. per
cwt. on their home sales of butter manu-
tactured during the period 1st December
1939 to 31st March, 1840.
In the Department circular letter of the
8th inst it was intimated that an allow-
ance of 5s. 10d. per cwt. would be paid in
respect of cheese manufactured during
October and November, 1939,
The Minister has now decided that pro-
duction allowance shall not be paid to any
creameries which failed to send milk to
Dublin at stated intervals during the
period commencing on the 18th inst, as
required by a Dairy Produce Inspector
duly authorised in that behalf by the
Minister for Agriculture.
Accordingly, production allowance will
not be granted to the creameries concer-
ned in respect of any butter or cheese
manufactured by them on the date of their
failure to comply with the Inspectors’ re-
quest and ending on the 31st March, 1940.

MILK A NECESSITY.

EXPERIMENT ON ENGLISH
CHILDREN.

Striking evidence as to the necessity of
keeping up the milk supply in wartime is
forthcoming in a report on the effect of the
milk-in-schools scheme. It deals with re-
cent experiments on 8,000 schoolchildren
in Great Britain, and it shows that a daily
ration of milk not only improves the
physique and stamina of children and ado-
lescents, but also raises their standard of
intelligence. They also show that the larger
the ration the greater the improvement.

This report has a special significance
in view of the stress of wartime conditions
and the abundance (at the moment) of our
milk supply. The Committee of which the
Viscount Astor is Chairman, is represen-
tative of the Government, the medical pro-
fession, the teaching profession and the
Milk Board.

The experiments extended over a period
of some twelve months, and the amounts
of milk fed in school as a supplement to
the ordinary diet of the children were the
same as those in the milk-in-schools
scheme—one-third of a pint, and, in some
cases, two-thirds of a pint per head per
school day. At intervals they were
measured and examined by specially
trained doctors, and the teachers took
special steps to assess the scholastic ability
of the children. B

About a quarter of the children received
only biscuits, of negligible nutritive value.
This group served as the “control” in
order to act as a baseline for assessment.

The results showed that the milk supple-
ment produced definite and consistent im-
provement in height, weight, chest circum-
ference, in muscular strength, in general
nutrition, and finally, in intelligence.
Moreover, the children receiving two-
thirds of a pint of milk a day produced
consistently greater improvements in these
respects than those receiving only one-
third of a pint.

Unemployment.

Again we draw attention to the
urgent nature of the unemploy-
ment problem in this country at the
present time. It is of course too
obvious a problem to be altogether
ignored by anybody, but its dan-
gers are not, it is to be feared,
fully recognised by everybody.

It should be more obvious than
it is to every citizen of Eire that
each unemployed person in the
State is a weak link in the chain of
our country’s financial and indus-
trial system. It should be recog-
nised that while no state can pro-
vide complete and satisfactory em-
ployment for everybody, the evil of
unemployment should not be re-
garded as a necessary one, which
must be regarded as a familiar part
of the Jives of tens of thousands of
men and women. These men and
women hate unemployment. It is
a nerve-racking, degrading experi-
€nce forfmost;1 of theiiln, who are
longing for the ess and se-
cungt.lyn which co?l;p thm constant
and satisfactory employment.

There are many people amongst
us who seem to regard the unem-

ployed as lazy good-for-nothings
who prefer living on the dole to
working. In ninety-nine cases out
«of every hundred they are wrong,
and stupidly wrong, but their atti-
tude is due to the fact that they
have no acquaintance with the
hardships of unemployed. They
have no acquaintance either with
the fears of those whose jobs are in
jeopardy, and are faced with long
periods of idleness when the slack
season of each year comes around.

The slack season of this year is
now approaching, and thousands
more of our people will be out of
work. Some steps should be taken
to secure for them some better
means of subsistence than the dole.
This year it is expected that there
will be more unemployed men and
women than in former years, and
therefore, a greater effort should
be made to solve this serious prob-
lem. No definite progress can be
made in a country over which the
shadow of financial distress looms
so threateningly as it does in Eire.

HOME BACON CURING

_Whether or not it is in order to kill a
pPig for home consumption has caused
much conftroversy during recent weeks.
'-I‘he answer given by the Ministry of Food
is that, for the present, they hope to con-
tinue to allow this practice, but that it
may have to be reconsidered. It is to be
hoped that permission will remain, for it
will encourage the keeping of pigs in
country districts. '

When a pig is killed we think at once of
curing bacon, but actually there is much
fresh meat that can be obtained, and in
any case some parts are not suitable for
curing. In many cases it would seem to
be better to kill at a relatively light
wgight. say about 120 1b, live weight, for
this would give all that a small family
could deal with for some time. The larger
carcase, however, gives much better bacon
and under war conditions it can be pro-
duced more economically. A pig of nor-
mal bacon weight, therefore, say, about
2 cwt, alive, should be chosen.

Conditions of slaughtering are very im-
portant in successful curing. The pig
must be well rested, and if possible fasted
before killing. This greatly assists the
quring process. A fasting pig sometimes
finds it difficult to rest, so keep it in the
dark with only a trough of water.

To ensure that the carcase is properly
bled, the details of “sticking” are most
important. The animal should be quickly
and efciently stunned and, if possible,
hoisted up to a beam for sticking. As
this is usually not possible, most farm
pigs are stuck on the ground. Stand at
the head of the pig, which is on its back,
and face its rear. Insert the knife about
two inches directly.in front of the breast-
bone, which can easily be felt. Make a
good cut from the breastbone to the jaw,
holding the knife at an angle of about 40
degrees and pushing the point down under
the breastbone but keeping strictly to the.
centre line.

Usually the knife is turned to one side
and then the other after insertion. Avoid
at all costs sticking the shoulder, as this
will prevent proper bleeding. If the ani-
mal is not hanging up it will be difficult
to collect the blood, and every effort
should be made to hoist the pig by the
hind leg. '

As soon as the pig is dead it should be
scalded. Usually a barrel is used for this.
and, if necessary, first one end of the pig
and then the other is scalded. The tem-
perature of the water should be around
1680 degrees F. If no thermometer is used
it should just be possible to dip the fin-
gers rapidly. in the water three times in
succession.

The next operation is to scrape off the
hair with a blunt scraper, and if the water
is hard this is facilitated by adding a cup-
ful of soft soap, a small shovel of hard-
wood ashes, two teaspoonfuls of caustic
soda or one-quarter of a lb. of coal iar,
whichever is most easily supplied.

The tendons of the hind legs are then
opened up and @ gambre] inserted from
which to suspend the whole carcase, Cut
round the rectum, then cut right down
through the aitch bone along the middle
line of the belly to the chin, talking care
that the knife does not go through into the
entrails. The whole of the abdominal con-
tents are then removed and from them is
separated the liver. The kidneys should
next be removed with the fat surrounding
them, as well as the leaf fat lining the ab-
domen. Next cut down the middle line of
the back and remove the backbone, then
the tail, head, forearms, aitch bone and
tenderloin (fillet).

The two sides should now be left to cool
overnight, hanging in a place free from
flies and where a constant current of cool
air is available. In the morning the sides
are taken down, the hocks cut off and the
oyster bone (shoulder blade) and possibly
also the ribs removed. The latter is done
if the sides are to be rolled later,

Curing is best done by the wet method,
though dry salting makes what some
think a tastier cure and a side will last
longer. It requires more skill, however.
For wet curing a large vessel or several
smaller ones are needed, made either of
crockery or hard wood. The pickle is made
from 8 1b. common salt, 2 lb, brown
sugar (or, if preferred, 1 quart of treacle)
and 20z. of saltpetre dissolved in four
gallons of water for every 100 1b. of meat.
This mixture is boiled and skimmed till

| clear and allowed to cool.

It is advisable, if possible, to procure a
brine pump by persuasion or otherwise
from a butcher or curer friend. This is
used to pump brine into the thick, fleshy
parts of the carcase, especially in the ham
near the bone, as this is where there may
be a failure to cure and where taint most
readily develops. The sides are then
placed in the pickle either whole or cut up
into as many smaller pieces as may be
required by the size of the vessels. They
must be kept under the pickle, if neces-
sary, by placing weighted boards on them.

Normally, bacon is kept in this pickle
for from 10 to 20 days, according to the
strength of cure required. Obviously,
some of the odd parts must be eaten fresh.
The prime piece is, of course, the fillet,
equivalent to the under-cut of a sirloin.
The head, too, must be used fairly soon.
Some people cut off the chaps and cure
them, but I know of no more succulent
dish than a plate of freshly sliced cheeks
fried and served up for breakfast with a
new-laid egg.

If the sides have been boned there will
be stewed pork ribs for dinner for a day
or two, and for those that like trotters,
what better can you have ? When these
fresh parts have been disposed of it may
be wise to start at once with some of the
bacon parts, even if they have only been
in pickle for a few days.

What is not required is still kept under
cover, and some of the bacon will be fairly
hard-cured before it is used. The hams
can usually be left longest in pickle be-
fore being dried. It is not advisable to
leave the bacon parts more than about
three weeks in the crocks. They are then
taken out and washed to remove the pickle
and dried. They should be carefully cov-
ered with muslin so that no flies or other
insects can get in to lay eggs and produce
maggots, and hung up ina cool, dry
place.

WEST WATERFORD
200 YEARS AGO.

An anecdote which is told of James II.,
who is said to have visited the castle and
dined in a great room, has given one of the
windows the name of King James's
window. It is said, that on looking out of
this window, the agitated monarch was so
struck at perceiving the vast height at
which he stood and the deep and rapid
river running beneath him, that he started
back with evident dismay. To look unex-
pectedly upon the river immediately under
the apartment, is indeed a startling sur-
prise from the great depth of the rear of
the building compared with the level
ground at the entrance. From King James'
window, and more particularly from the
flat roof of the castle, the view is magnifi-
cent and beautiful. The eye embraces a
vast extent of country, and receives the
impression of a splendid picture, realizing
all the vivid colouring, and all the variety
and contrast, which the imagination of a
painter only can conceive,

m'rgyal personage who visited the
castle of Lismore was Prince Arthur Pat-
rick, the third son of her present most
gracious Majesty, Quenn Victoria, when
in April 1869, he was the guest of his
Grace, the present Duke of Devonshire.
The day after his arrival he was waited on
by a deputation and presented with an ad-
dress on behalf of the inhabitants of the
county of Waterford. The members of
the deputation were: The Right Honour-
able Lord Stuart de Decies (the Lord-
lieutenant of the county), Samuel Edward
MaGwire, Esq.,, J.P., (High Sheriff of the
county), Very Rev. Dr. Hally, (Parish
Priest of Dungarvan) and several other
gentlemen of distinction.

The following is a capy of the address:

“May it please your Royal Highness—
We, the inhabitants of County Water-
ford, having heard of your intended visit to
Lismore Castle, desire in taking advantage
of so auspicious an event to approach your
Royal Highness, for the purpose, in the
first instance, of assuring you of the cor-
dial sentiments of devotion and attach-
ment which we entertain towards the
Throne and Person of our beloved
Sovereign: and in the next place, respect-
fully to tender to your Royal Highness,
our hearty welcome on your arrival in the
County Waterford. We earnestly hope
that your Royal Highness may derive, from
your present tour, sufficient pleasure to in-
duce you to return to Ireland, as often
as circumstances may permit hereafter,
and by thus gratifying the people, that you
may be enabled to aid in developing those
intimate relations which form so im-
portant a means of binding Great Britain
and Ireland together, by ties of mutual es-
teem and regard.

Finally we pray that your Royal High-
ness may long be preserved in health and
happiness, to witness the realization of
those benevolent aspirations for Her
people’s welfare and contentment, which
your illustrious Mother is known to have

cherished, from the first day of Her Ma-
jesty's reign down to the present period.”

We may mention that the copy of the
address presented to the Prince, was
beautifully engrossed on a sheet of drawing
paper, by Mr. Joseph Hansard, of Dungar-
van, the editor of this work.

The view from Lismore castle of the
surrounding country is majestic—the lofty
summit of the Knockmealdown mountains
is situated about four miles to the north
towering above the range of lofty hills
which stretch away to the eastward : a
thickly planted ravine, with rude project-
ing masses of rock appearing through the
foliage, serves to guide the eye from the
mountain to the level ground, and connects
the wildness of nature with the cultivation
and improvements of man. On the right
is Cappoquin, with its church spire rising
above the houses and its light bridge
crossing the Blackwater, The rich vale
through which the river flows is thickly
planted and, ornamented with several
handsome residences. To the left of Lis-
more there is much natural and pictures-
que beauty of situation, as well as many
highly improved and magnificent de-
mesnes. The view of the surrounding
country has a noble termination in the lofty
hills seen indistinctly in the distance ex-
hibiting a dark and irregular outline, and
by the contrast adding to the richness of
the scenery nearer to the spectator.

The mountain of Knockmealdown, in
form resembling a sugar loaf, separates
the north-western extremity of this county
from the county Tipperary. As you ap-
proach the mountain, the height of which
is about 2,700 feet, the ascent appears most
easy on the western side; the northern face
is nearly perpendicular. From the sum-
mit there is a grand view extending in
every direction as far as the eye can reach:
to the north, the celebrated Rock of
Cashel and the Cathedral are distinctly
visible; to the south, the ocean, the old
towns of Dungarvan and Youghal, with
their harbours, and a great extent of sea-
coast may also be observed.

SAD DEATH OF YOUNG
FARMER

Due to C:;Eac Failure
Aggravated by Eposure.

THE INQUEST.

On Monday last Dr. D. T. McCarthy,
Coroner, held an inquest into the circum-
stances surrounding the death of Thomas
Guiry, Lyre East, Ballymacarbery, who
died on Sunday evening after being taken
from the river at Lyre Bridge.

Johanna Guiry said she was a sister of
the deceased and resident with him. She
identified the remains as those of her
brother. He was aged 47 years. He was
a farmer, unmarried and resided with wit-
ness at Lyre East, Ballymacarbery. She
last saw her brother alive about 8 p.m. on
Sunday. He suffered from delusions and
was particularly bad the week preceding
his death. He left the house on Sunday to
go to a neighbour’s (Brazil) house. Wit~
ness was anxious about him and followed
him, but did not see him alive again. She

next saw him about 7.30 p.m. and he was
then dead. His clothes were wet. Her
" brother suffered from bad hegith and was
often depressed. He never threatened to
take his life.

James Prendergast deposed he was a
farmer and lived at Lyre West. When
cycling home by Lyre Bridge about 6.30
p.m. he heard a man shouting from the
river. Witness went down to the river
and saw a man kneeling in the middle of
the river in about two feet of water. Wit~
ness went in and pulled the man on to a
rock on-the bank. He was them alive, but
did not answer witness. He was breath-
ing at the time and moving his hands,
Witness then went for assistance to get
him up from the bank.

Dr. P. Mullaney, Seskinane, said he ex-
amined the remains of the deceased Thos.
Guiry on Monday, 27th. He formed the
opinion that the cause of death was Car-
dial Failure aggravated by cold and ex-
posure due to immersion in the water.
Witness previously treated deceased for
some Years past for heart failure.

A verdict in accordanee with evidence

was returned.

The Committee were agsked to take
steps to secure from iations that are
not in operation the return of any milk-
testing equipment supplied through the
Committee, or the payment of any amounts
due thereon, in sccordance with the con-
ditions under which grants are made in
this connection.

PREMIUM BULLS.

A communication from the Department
regarding Premium Bulls transmitted a list
of Spring Shows and Sales at which appli-
cants selected by the Committees of Agri-
culture may purchase premium bulls un-
dor the regulations of the Cattle Breeding
Scheme, 1940, Attention was drawn to
the terms of the Clause 10 (4) (a) of the
Scheme which read as follows :

The Committee shall have regard to the
need for securing the location of an ade-
quate number of bulls of the shorthorn (in-
cluding Dairy Shorthorn) breed, and shall
take such special steps as they may deem
most effective for this purpose. In making
selection of applicants for the first year
premiums compliance with the following
condition will be required:—

The Committee shall see that up to the
date (inclusive) of any meeting at which
such applicants are selected at least two-
ffths of the applicants selected have been
selected t0 keep bulls of the Shorthorn
(including Dairy Shorthorn) breed; but in
carrying out this requirement the Commit-
tee must also see that of the $otal number
of pren.ium bulls of all ages to stand in the
county in 1940, the proportion of Short-
horn (including Dairy Shorthorn) bulls
must not be less than the corresponding
proportion in the year 1930,

The Minister reserves the right to refuse
to sanction the selection of applicants by
the Committee unless the foregoing condi-
tion has been strictly complied with.”

As the number of Pedigree Dairy Bulls
entered for inspection at the approved
Spring Sales may not be sufficient to meet
the demand for animals of this type, some
of the applicents selected by the Commit-
tee shouid allow applicants to purchase
either non-pedigree Dairy Bulls or beef
sherthorns, in the event of pedigree Dairy
Balls not being available. The Depart-
ment should be notified of any decision ar-
tived at by the Committee in this matter,
and where the option is granted, the alter-
native breeds should be indicated. 1t
should be clearly understood that save in
very emceptional circumstances the Depart-
mant canmot undertake to purchase bulls
on behalf of applicants selected by the
Committee. Such persons should there-
fore, be encouraged in all cases to attend
the sales themselves and make their own
pelection of suitable animals.

Meeting of West Waterford

Branch.

Milk PrOdl.l_;;I'S’ Strike
Debated.

At a meeting of the West Waterford
branch of the Irish Farmers’ Federation on
Saturday, November 95th, at Egan's Hotel,
Dungarvan, there were present Messrs. D.
Conway, Chairman; J. McConville, Hon.
Secretary; T. Flynn, Hon. Treasurer; G.
Heskin, - Aglish, Glencairn; W. McCarthy,
Ballyduff; E. Beresford, Castlequarter; J.
Beresford, Kiladangan; N. Beresford,
Coolnagour; John Lynch, Ballyduff; Wm,
Spratt, Grange; W. Kearney, Gracedieu,
Waterford (East waterford Branch) and
a number of other delegates.

Mr. W. Kearney, the first speaker, said
that a state of war had been declared, and
that their friends in Co. Dublin and the
mid-lands had been attacked in a most un-
fair manner. A national strike had been
declared last Friday to take place on Satur-
day. They had to decide how they could
best help the farmers to win. East Water-
ford was solid behind them.

From their information they gathered
that all the forces of the Executive
Council were to be used against them,

Continuing. Mr. Kearney spoke of the
milk strike, and said that a small farmer,
to his credit. had told the Manager of
Carrigeen Co-Operative Creamery that he
would not scab. There wasn’t g drop of
milk went from Carrigeen to scab on any-
body. He had attended a meeting at which
two young men from Mitchelstown said
they would close down Mitchelstown
creamery if necessary. Were they going
to stand for their churns being labelled and
sent off to Dublin without their consent?
In Wexford recently there wasn't a fair or
a market held since the strike began, and
they hadn’t 98 per cent. of. the people be-
hind them. The had 100 per cent. It had
been decided that the next Carrick-on-Suir
Fair would not be held. That might seem
a hard thing to do, but anything they set
out to do with a will they could do it.

The farmers of Dublin would be beaten
if they allowed their milk to be sent to
Dublin. No Government could take over
their cans. Creamery lorries were not to be
used for taking it, and they should tell
their managers that if the military wanted
it they could come and take it. Their
birthright was being attacked, and they
would have to defend it.

That morning's Press said they had
turned political. If they had, he didn't
know what they were. It seemed to him
they belonged to every shade of politics.

In the Suir Valley they had found only
one man who wasn't against scabbing on
his fellow farmers, If they allowed their
milk to go, could they ever lift their heads
again ?

The supposed monopoly of their fellow-
farmers was taken off them. A pen was
drawn through all the regulations and now
creamery milk would do.

They would like to keep within the law,
but when that law was elastic and kept
going around corners could they keep
within it?

When there was work to be done before,
County Waterford could show how it was
done, and they could do it again.

If the milk strike was lost they would
never get Leinster to rise with them again,
They had been told . by people with stock,
to sell, that it would be an everlasting dis-
grace if a fair was held in Carrick on Mon-
day. They were asked to send about 50
pickets. Talk would not do anything.
They had men out working for them and
picketing. They didn’t want any violence,
they only wanted to close their ranks and
fall in with them. '

The Chairman, Mr. D. Conway, said that
more than the price of milk was
threatened, their very existence was
threatened. The had gone to see Dr, Ryan
and he was more interested in his lunch.
In fact he showed them the door. The
strike was the only weapon left. It
would be a shame to let other men suffer,
and the point was, were they going to help
these men or not ?

Mr. J. McConville, Hon. Secretary, said
if he had had word. he would not have
allowed a gallon of milk to go to their own
creamery.

Mr. Kearney said they hadn't known that
the Emergency Order would come into
force,

The Chairman said their forefathers
went to jail. Some people were afraid of
illegalities, but illegalities were not
always crimes. They were not afraid.

Mr. McConville said he wanted to be sure
of the backing of the greater body of the
farmers who might not be sure of the ob-
ject of the strike,

PICKETS.

Discussing the question of sending pic-
kets to Carrick-on-Suir, Mr. McCarthy,
Ballyduff, said he did not see the necessity
of sending 50 pickets. Wouldn’t 20 be en-
ough?

Mr. G. Heskin said it would be strange
if that number could not go from the
whole of West Waterford.

Mr. Kearney said that Carrick fair was a
large one and was attended by people from
three counties.

Mr. McConville said it would be hard to
get anybody to go in certain parts of the
county. They had no loyalty to anybody.
Half the county was rotten.

At this point it was decided to transact
the remaining business in camera.

APPLE DRINK

Chief Supt. Duffv. *“During the last
season,” he said, it has come to our
knowledge that a number of registered
athletes having a craving for competing at
flapper meetings just for the sake of se-
curing some shoddy prize. The athletes
who do that are not conscious of the con-
sequences that accrue from their action.
They, firstly, put their own athletic status
in jeopardy and, secondly, they tend to
undermine the authority of the N.A.C.A.
—an Association which is endeavouring to
regulate sports fixtures in the interests of
the athletes themselves. I do think that if
any such instances come to our notice in
future the Board should take very drastic
measures against the athletes concerned.
Outside Boards are complaining that we
have no control over athletes, and I shall
insist that we deal severely with such
offenders in future.”

In the course of his Presidental Address,
Chief Supt. Dufly said:—" The lack of
public suppor{ seems to be one aspect
which is a serious handicap to the develop-
ment of athletics in this county. I feel that
the people of the County do not enthuse
as much about athletics, or even hurling
or Gaelic football. as they doin other
places, It seems that the bulk of the youth
nowadays, especially in cities and towns,
appear to spend their leisure hours in
summer in gaming booths, and such like
places, at seaside resorts. rather than en-
joying outdoor sports such as athletics.
The Munster Council was good enough to
allot us an inter-County contest, which was
held at Dungarvan, but in spite of the fact
that the event was staged under excellent
arrangements, the attendance was not as
attractive as one would find in other
countries at similar events. That slackness
on the part of the public is a difficult thing
for the County Board to remedy, as is the
problem of trying to educate the public to
support such important pastimes.”

The speakers made some
very determined speeches emphasising that
they would hold out to the last until the
Government yieided to the farmers on the
question of Fixity of Tenure and until the
price of -cattle, etc., was obtained, not as
tixed by the Government but in the open
markets in Dublin. One speaker said that
whatever the farmers would have to face
in this campaign they were out to fight
the isue to the last. Mr. W. Kearney in
his speech, said that as long as he could
stand mo one would take  his
tarm from him. What they had done in
Carrick-on-Suir, he said, they would
do at Kilmacthomas fair on Tuesday,
and at Waterford fair on Monday and
they might have to consider the guestion
of holding up the ports.

“We lost on the last dance; paying
mﬁsicia.ns and getting this awful rugged
fibor waxed, and, then, all the girls said,
their shoes were ruined after it. And,
don't mention a concert—since that picture
house was opened in Carrick, nobody wants
local talent—if there is such a commodity
to be found here!”

Eileen Connolly's pretty face was gloomy.

Clashnasmut school required such a lot
t& make it, even, reasonably comfortable.
It was a contrast to the Dublin Convent
classrooms, where she had taught for the
six vears since she had left the training
college. She pitied the children huddled
together in these long, backless desks; el-
bowing each other; breathing each other’s
breath, and trying to get educated!

Suddenly her eyes brightened. The
dimples came and went in her soft cheeks.

was packed with the strangest conglomer-
ation of articles. There were ricketty
chairs, one legged, two legged, three
legged, and a few quadrupeds. There
were tables, round, square and rect-
angular.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

If the smell of the original contents of a
bottle persists after the bottle has been
washed out, fill the bottle with cold water
to which a table spoonful of mustard has
been added. Shake vigorously and allow
to stand for several hours. Rinse out with
cold water and the smell will have disap-
peared.

When the hands are stained with motor
or cycle grease, pour a little paraffin oil
on to them, rub well, especially round the
nails, then soap well, keeping as dry as
possible. Wash finally in warm water and
the hands will become quite clean and soft.

Bring up the colours of a dull and
faded carpet with potato water. Scrape
some potatoes finely, pour hot water over
them, allow to stand, strain off the water,
and using a piece of clean flannel, rub the
carpet with the strained potato water.

Save all oddments of soap, put into a
saucepan with a little water, and heat over
the fire until the soap is soft. Stir in
powdered whiting until the mixture is
fairly  stiff. When cold this is
an excellent paste for cleaning porcelain
baths, sinks, aluminium and paintwork,
and is very kind to the hands.

An inexpensive table decoration can be
grown from several grape-fruit pips
planted in a pot of sandy soil. If the pips
are kept well watered they will soon show
little green shoots, and in two or three
months you will have a tall plant bearing
many green berries. The berries can be
painted in bright colours and look char-

ming.

CARE OF POULTRY.
BEWARE OF WINTER.

We are now approaching the tricky
period of the year—the season when any-
thing can happen to stock. I always con-
sider that the time from November to the
end of February is the most trying, both
from an egg producing and health stand-
point. After this there is less risk of the
birds developing any serious seasonal
trouble. Good management is a safeguard
against such troubles, but no one can
guarantee a clean bill of health.

During the next few weeks we should
be on the alert for the first signs of colds
amongst the birds. When closing in at
night one can often find out something
about the general health of the flocks. If
colds are prevalent there will be a certain
amount of sneezing and laboured breath-
ing.

An examination of an old bird or two
next morning will probably reveal mucous
around the nostrils and inside the .throat.
In such cases do not wait for further symp-
toms.

To effect a cure it is obviously essential
to find the cause; this may be lack of ven-
tilation, bad housing, avercrowding or cli-
matic conditions. -

OVERCROWDING IS LESS COMMON.

Overcrowding is not common nowadays
because most are aware of the trouble it
brings. Quite recently, however, I came
across a bad case of it, the result being that
many of the birds are now suffering from
colds.

This particular poultry-keeper was an-
xious to keep more pullets this season, and
insted of obtaining extra housing accomo-
dation he placed them amongst the various
flocks, thinking that a few extra birds
would fit in all right. Three lots housed
in another field were not disturbed in this
was, and consequently there is no sign of
colds amongst them.

Egg production among the infected birds
has, incidentally, dropped quite fifty per
cent. - .

Apart from the trouble of"having to trea
the ailing birds, there is a‘possibility of
them going into a deep moult.

In the circumstances it is advisable to
treat the whole flock by placing medicine
in the drinking water first thing in the
‘morning, when there is usually a scramble
for the water vessels. No other drink
must be provided. A simple remedy is to
add just enough potassium permanganate
to the drinking water to turn it pink.

AN EXCELLENT REMEDY,

Another excellent remedy can be made
as follows : Take 3oz. sulphate of copper.
loz. sulphate of iron, 1 quart vinegar. Mix
and store, adding loz. of this to every gallon
of drinking water, using only earthenware
vessels.

Crop-binding is another complaint fre-

gine that hens should work hard for their
living, and to encourage this the grain is
broadcast over the grass run, often in the
same place for several *days.. When this
happens the hens seratch up a lot of the
woolly grass. and in their eagerness to se-
cure the grain some of this material is
picked up with the food. If this is re-
peated for several days crop-binding
follows.
GRASS AS LITTER.

Grass of the natbire I have in mind can
be extremely harmful; and if the birds
must be fed in this manner a fresh spot
should be chosen daily. I have never seen
a crop-bound case when the grain is scat-
tered amongst the leaves, but when dried
grass is used as litter a great risk is en-
tailed.

Exercise: is essential in small backyard
plants or when birds are kept intensively.
but there is no need to make special pro-
vision of it where birds have free range,
and in this case the use of feeding troughs
is advised. This is particularly important
now that the daylight is getting shorter
each day. Trough-fed birds eat the grain
ration faster than those which have to find
the corn in litter. ‘

Late moulting is not uncommon at this
time of the year amongst birds which have
laid all through the autumn. The other
day I came across a group of yearlings
which have only just begun to cast their
teathers. These had access to the stubbles
after harvest, and the shed grain kept them
well supplied for some time. During the
stubbling period they did not moult but
since their removal to home quarters ibe
teathers have begun to fall.

In such cases it is advisable to afford
protection from wet and cold weather until
the new crop of feathers is produced.
realise, however, that this treatment would
be difficult if large numbers of fowls had
to be considered.

It is worth remembering that the addi-
tion of five per cent. of linseed meal to
the ordinary mash ratien is of great asgis~
tance in speeding up feather growth.

THE LATE MOULTERS.

It is often said that the late moullers
are the best layers in the flock, but this is
not always true. At any rate, 100 much
importance should not be placed on this
factor. Trapnesting is the best way of
testing the proot of this statergent.

Neck moulting is common this season
amongst the pullets. Every autumn oné
meets with a few cases, and now and agait
whole flocks 'will moult. The trouble i3
associated with a change in feeding. 10ss of
body weight « or change in environment.
The remedy is more food—make certain
that the birds have full crops before retir-
ing for the night ] H.E_
