county roads, The total amount
passed for county roads for current
year was £36,880, which, if r ted
qur r, will not leave s ent
Tor ary maintenace work on
those roads.

Many of the county roads are of
very great importance and the re-
marks above relating to main roads
apply equally. For several years
past the amounts available for main-
tenance of coumty roads have been
entirely inadequate and the result is
general deterioration. A number of
very important roads are included
for steam rolling. All these have
reached the stage where ordinary re-
pair is of little use. I draw your
gspecial attention to three in par-
ticular—Ballyduff Station road, Cap-
poquin Bridge to Tourin, Coolnagour
Road.

SAD TRAGEDY AT ARDMORE

At the Hospital, Dungarvan, last
week, Dr. D. T. McCarthy, Coroner,
West Waterford, held an inquest into
the circumstances surrounding the
death of Nicholas Mansfield, aged 4

years

Ardmore, said that she ide ed the
remains as those of her son, Nicholas,
who was four years old.

“On January 9th,"” she said, “I left
my home at about 1.30 pm. When
leaving, Nicholas and n, a youn-
ger child, were in an outside office,
and a baby wae in sed in the kitchen.
I wag only ten minutes away and
when I came back I found Nicholas
in bed suffering from burns. He was
attended by Patrick Roche, a neigh-
bour. There was some paraffin oil
in a tin on a shelf in the kitchen.
When I came back I found & chair
under the shelf and the oil can was
missing. The oil can was found in
the out-office where the fire octurred.
There was strasw in outoffice,
which was burned. I do pot know
where they got the matches, There
was no. fire in the kitchen.”

Patrick Roche, Ballyalina, Ard-
more, said he resided close to the
Mansfields’ house. About 1.30 p.m,
on January 9th, he noticed smoke
coming from an outoffice attached to
Mansfields' Cottage. “I went to the
door.of she outoffice,” witness con-
tinued, “the fire was dying down
.and ] heard moaning inside. I
rushed in, caught the eldest boy,
Nicholss, and took him out. I left
him outside the door. He appeared
to have fainted. I rushed in then
for the younger boy, Declan. They
both appeared to have been burned.”

Continuing, witness said that their
clathes were not burned but their
faces, hands and feet were. Witness

witness’s opinion he died fsom shock
and toxaemia due to the burns des-
cribed, i

The Coroner said that it was a
very regrettable and shocking tra-
gedy and to the bereaved family of
the young boy he extended his
deepest sympathy.

Superintendent P. (O’Mahony,
Dungarvan, who represented the
authorities, and Dr. Casey joined in
the expression of sympathy.

A verdict in accordance with the
medical evidence was returned.

The younger brother, Declan, who
also suffered severe burns, is still in
the District Hospital. His condition,
it is stated, is much improved. .

INQUEST ON DUNGARVAN MAN

Dr. D. T. McCarthy, Coroner, held
an inquest at the Courthouse, Dun-
garvan, on last Saturday, into the
circumstances surrounding the death
of Patrick O'Brien, Shandon, Dun-
garvan, ]

Mrs. Nora Kirby, Shandon, daugh-
ter of deceased, said she attended
him on that day, Jan. 13th. On
Thursday, January:11th, the deceased
appeared weak and witness prepared
him for the doctor. While arranging

him in the bed he slipped out and his

head struck the ground. He was 76
years, married, and and old-age pen-
sioner.

Dr. M. A. Casey said that when he
attended the deceased on January
11th, at about 4.30 pm., he was un-
conscious and had a large contusion
over his left frontal bone. He be-
came more deeply unconscious and
remained so unfil he died. Im wit-
ness’s opinion, the cause of death
was intracranial heemorrhage due to
an accidental fall on the head.

Following a vote of sympathy with
the relatives a verdict in accordance
\tmth eéhe medical evidence was re-
urned. '

“The Local Appointments Com-
mission was set up to take over one
of the principal responsibilities of
local bodies on the ground that when
appointments were in their hands
corruptmm favouritiém and ineffi-
ciency ruled. In order that this
reason may continue to have validity
it must be established not merely
that local councils remain untrust-
worthy but that the Appointments
Commlssmn system is entirely satis-
factory.

- 'I'here should be some fixed rile
about the requirement of a know-
ledge of Irish so that this may not be
insisted on in some cases and waived

' in others.”

“There is one defect in the Local

Appointments Commission system .

for which g remedy is difficult to find.
Since examinhtions and interviews
are generaly held in Dublin, the sys-
tem gives to candidates resident there
a great advantage and proportion-
ately handicaps thoss resident in the
country. Dublin residents can attend
for interview before selection boards
at little inconvenience; furthermore,
as the personnel of these boards is

. mainly drawn from Dublin, city can-
| didates are better known both

soclally and professionally to the

-members of the boards.”
