driver of the dorry and the owners
of the lorry were joimtly charged, at
the suit of Supt. P. O'Mahony, with
offences under the Road Traffic Act.

Mr. A. R. Farre!ll (Messrs. Farrell
and Mul‘l‘lhr-t')'_ Salrs) u;‘-po}rpd for
both defendants.

The charges agiinst the defen-
dants were:—Driving in a manner
dangerous to the public; uzing a de-
fective foot brake., and not having
the two fromt lights of the lorry
lighted. A further summons of hay«
ng a defective battery was with-
drawn

It will be recalled that at the sit-
ting of the Court last M;xrch the Ju.u
tice refused informations against

Patrick Coady, who was, as alleged,
charged with the manslaughter of
John Begley.

The Justice said that from the evi-
dence before him on the previous
oceasion he was satisfied that there
was no dangerous driving on the
part of the driver of the lorry, and
he would dismiss that charge. The
Justice referred to his decision at
that Court and pointed out that he
had said that from the evidence the
driver of the lorry was more to his
own side of the road ‘than the de-
ceased. He had been driving the
trap without any light and the
colour of the trap, the pony and the
clothes he was wearing were black.
There was no evidence of any ex-
cessive driving on the part of the
lorry driver and the accident was
due to the fact that the unfortunate
man had no light on his trap.

Regarding the summons for hav-
ilg a defective footbrake, Sergeant
Gaffney, Public Services Vehicle In-
spector. said he examined the lorry
on Dec. 18 and found the foot brake
(hydraulic system) was defective
and was incapable of slopping the
vehicle. The hand brake was normal
and the rest of the lorry was per
feect. Witness agreed with Mr. Far-
rell that it was difficult to get the
parts for brakes at that time.

Mr. Farrell said that it was very
difficult to get washers for the
brake. He had a witness in Court
to give evidence, if necessary, that
he could not get the washer for
them.

Having heard both Mr Farrel] and
Inspector McGonigal in their inter-
pretation of the relevant sections of
the Act, the Justice said he always
held the owners of a vehicle were al-
ways responsible and not the driver.
Imposing a fine of £5 for having a
defective brake, he said he was tak-
g into account the difficulty
of getlinz the parts for the brake.
He was satisfied that if the Co-op.
Creamery had got them they would
have put them in. The Justice then
reiterated his statement at the pre-
vious court, saying he believed that
even f the brakes were in good con-
dition the acrident would have
occurred. He. did not blame the
driver of the lorry for what he did.
He imposed a fine of 5/- for not hav-
ing the second front lamp lighting
and allowed 8.- expenses.

Mr. Farrell said the Co-op.
Creamery would not like it to go out
that they were using a lorry in that
cond.ition. He wanted it to be made
clear that the lorry had been taken
oft the road and two months after it
had Ybeen put into proper condition.

It is with deep regret that we
announce the death of Mr. John
Dwyer, Mitchel  Street, Dungarvan,
which occurred 'on Friday night of
last week, at the early age of 26
years.

Meeting at Tallew.

Immediately after the Conserva-
tors’ meeting the Blackwater
Hatchery Comipittee met in the De-
vonshire Arms Hotel, Tallow, on
Thursday. Major R. G. Annesley,
chairman, presided. Those present
were:—Miss G. Montgomery, Major
E. P. Maxwell, Major R. Pennefather,
Captain R.. Holyroyd-Smyth, Messrs.
W. O'Neill, G. Fitzgerald, Inspector
J. P. Kenny and Mr. Joseph Power,
Hon. Secretary.
~ The minutes of the previous meet-
Ing were read and adopted.

The Hon. Secretary stated that
subseriptions were very slew and the
credit balance in bank to. date was
£81 1s. 4d. -

The Department of Fisheries wrote
regarding the importation of salmon
ova from Scotland, stating that they
were not aware of any sources of
supply being available and that the
Minister would only be able to ap-
prove of such importation in ad-
vance pending receipt of information
on the following details;:—(1) Name
and address of the firm from which
It was intended to seek such sup-
plies. (2) A certificate from that
firm that furoncolsis had not been
detected in the firm's hatchery for
any time during the past three years.
Further, should importation be ar-
ranged, certain special precautions,

| including disinfection of the ova be-

fore placing them in the hatchery,
should be carried out.

After a lengthy discussion. Major
Pennefather stated that a friend of
his in Scotland resided near the
River Tay and he would communi-
cate with him regarding the possibi-
lity of getting a supply of ova, and if
procurable, he would get a quotation
for a quantity from filty to one
hundred thousand.

Inspector's  Report. — Inspector
Kgnny reported that-towards the
middle of March he liberated 250,000
salmen fry into the following tribu-
taries ‘of the Blackwater River:—
100,000 Upper and Lower Clyda river
near Mourneabbey: 100,000, Bally-
dlough = stream, mnear Lonyfeld's
Bridge; 50,000, Ballygarret stream,
corvenient to the main river. The
fry were in excellent condition and
the best seen for a number of years.
In addition, 30,000 brown trout ova
were hatched out at Bearforrest for
the following ‘clubs :— 10,000 for
Lough Lein Anglers, 10.000 for Mal-
low Club, 5000 for Tourig Club.
4.000 for Carragh Lake Hotel, 2,000
for Fermoy Club and 5,000 for the
Blackwater Hatchery Caimmittee.
As the Devpartment gva for Carragh
Lake and Fermoy Club arrive rather
late, it will be necessary to keep the
hatc_her_v open until the middle ot
April. It will be necessary to spend
a small sum to further improve the
water supplying the hatchery as
some house sewerage is escaping
into it and some new hatching boxes
will be required for the next hatch-
ing 'season.

The report was approved and the
Inspector was instructed to get esti-
mates for the proposed improvement
to the water supply. The new boxes
would be left for later consideration,
The meeting adjourned.

British Desire Closer
Links With Eire.

There is evidence everywhere here
of a strong desire for the cloest rela-
tions between Britain and Eire. The
very close community of interest be-
tween the two countries couid not be
missed by any observer at the Emer-
gency Conference on Eurppean
coreals last week, writes a Press cor-
respondent from London.

At the Conference Britain had a
very strong expert team with its case
well  prepared. While there was
¢ early a sincere desire to aid Europe,
and especially Germany, the British
delegates could never overlook that
fars that thyir own people were on a
compuaratively low diet. One has only
to be over here for a few days to
realise this. For that reason British
M:inisters were very careful not to
attempt to impose big additional
sacrifices on their people. This made
the path of Ireland easier, for Ireiand
enters largely into the British plan to
maintain existing standards. Slender
as the meat ration of 1/2 worth per
person per wetk is, if Britain could

' not be sure of securing about 600,000

cattle a vear {rom Eire. on the hoof
or processed, the cut in the ration
would be very serious. Britain, there-
fore, did nothing which would be cal-
culated to weaken Irish agricultural
economy. She would. on the contrary,
be glad to see it greatly strengthened.

In the lounge at Church House on
Saturday after the Conference had
concluded some British delegates
joined a party in which [ was, Food
was the topic. Everybody in London
now talks food.

Eggs Are Missed.—Eggs are greatly
missed and one of those present ob-
served that it was a pity more could
not be got from Eire. He thought we
were doing poorly compared with pre-
war In great hundreds the exports in
round figures were: 1939, 2,660.000;
1940, 3,196.000; 1941. 2,700.000; 1942,
2,261,000; 1943, 1,637,000; 1944,
1,772,000; 1945, 1,788,000. There has,
therefore, been a bi%drop and there
is evidence to show that total produc-
tion also has fallen, Britain would
greatly appreciate 1940 exports.

It will be some time before Britain
will be in a position to resume norma;
exporis to Ireland. There is such an
unsatisfied demand for commodities
everywhere that it wil! take vears to
fill the gap. One has only to move
about this great city, begrimed, war-
damaged and unkempt, to realisé the
gigantic job whicH requires to be
accomplished. to restore 1938 condi-
tions. '

Sterling Balance—Some more tens

-of milliong of pounds will*have been

added to Eiré's sterling balances be-
fore the tide begins to flow in Ire-
land’'s favour again. Eire's imported
products of all kinds are enormously
in arrear, and, as far as.I could find
out, nothing that tramspired at any
conversations here indicated when
Ireland could expect a steady flow of
the goods »she needs. Beyond em-
phasising that the Irish market was
very much in the mind of the British
Government and manufacturers, and
that they would be most happy to re-
sume pre-war contacts with Irish
merchants, spokesmen in Conference
circles said there would be a further
waiting period, and that meantime
the best way to get results was to
send Britain food to enable her
;vorll{ers to maintain output at a high
evel. -

Glad to Help.—The British Mini-
sters of Agriculture and Food will be
very glad to give Ireland any help
in. their power in the next nine
months to ease the fertilisers prob-
lem, and also to see that agricultural
machinery is not held up for par{s
and replacements. There will be an
active market here for everything
Ireland wants to sell for an indefinite
number of years. The farmers can
seltle down to plan. Prices will be
reasonably good, as they are on the
whole now.

Lesson for Eire.—The Irish delega-
returned to Dublin on Sunday night
In an inte_rview before he left Mr.
szmass said that the lesson of the
Conference for Ireland was the need
to increase, to the very maximum,
production of foodtsuffs, and parti-
cularly wheat. *“We cannot,” he
added, “rely on having our home pro-
duction supplemented by imports of
the extent necessary to meet our full
requirements. I wish every Irish
farmer could have been present at
the Conference and have seen the pic-
ture of the situation as it was re-
veiled there. I know that if they
could have been there every one of
them would decide, no matter what
the difficulty, to make all possible
effort to increase his production of
wheat and other cereals in this year.

‘It will be the task of Dr. Ryan and

myself to endeavour to. secure that
result by making the position as
widely known as possible, and I trust
the Press will co-operate fully in this
task. Not only is the maximum pro-
duction of foodstuffs in 1946 a work
of national defence as urgent and im-
portant as any undertaken during the
war, but, if achieved, it will enable

Ireland to contribute to the relief of -

the world situation by reducing, if
not altogether eliminating, the need
to 1mport food which is so much
needed elsewhere. The world's food
problems will not end with the next
harvest. A situation almost equally
serious will arise again in 1947,” con-
cluded the Minister,

_Help at Harvest. A call to mobi-
lise all available farm labour and
volunteers to bring in this year’s har
vest and carry out autumn sowings
was the first resolution passed at the
concluding session of the Emergency
Conference on European cereals in
London on Saturday. The resolution
suggested that within the general
Economic and Reparations policies
which had been established, various
control authorities in enemy coun-
tries should give priority to the pro-
duction for the export of agricultural
requisites gnd coal. The Conference
requesied the Agricultural Sub-Com-
mittee of the Emergency Economic
Council for Europe to recommend to
the Combined Food Board as soon as
possible a basis for determining the
*agreed” number of livestock.

Mr. Daly, B.E—The people of
Youghal are deeply grateful for all
the Nursing Association and the
Jubilee Nurse have done.

Mr. Broderick—They may absorb
the Jubilee Nurses, all of whom are
highly trained. !

Town Clerk—Under the old scheme

this council -gave a grani ot £12) a
year and the Government reimbur-
sed the council to the extent of half
that amount_ ie., £60. Under the
new scheme the health service will be
under the control of the State and
will be supported by the State, so
that the scheme wil] not have to de-
pend for its support on voluntary
subscriptions.

Mr. Broderick—I would be very
sorry to lose the present nursing ser-
vice, IL could not have been better
The new system could not be better
than the present one. A voluntary
service is always beller than any
other class of service. All we can
do is to register our protest against
the withdrawal of the grants.

Mr, Daly, B.E—We all agree whole-
heartedly that the preseny service is
most efficient.

Chairman—Will the nurse be as
as well paid under the new system?
Mr. Daly, B.E—Probably yes.

Finally it was decided to ask the
Department that the grants be con-
tinued where the Nursing Associa-
tion is concerned, and the council
asked the Town Clerk to thank the
Nursing Association for all it has
done for the poor since its advent to
Youghal.

Mr N. O'Dwyer. B.E., furnished
the result of his float survey, which
the Clerk read.

Mr., Broderick—What is the new
sewerage scheme going to cost?

Town Clerk—About £45,000.

Mr. Broderick—How in the name
of goodness can Youghal pay for such
a scheme?

Mr. Daly, B.E—You will have to
do the essential portions of the
scheme in sections.

Mr. Broderick—Such a scheme may
be all right for Dublin where 1d. in
the £ yields a considerable sum, but
in Youghal where 1d. would yield
only about £46 it is a different mat-
ter.

Mr. L Daly—I understand that
each member of the U.D.C. agreed on
a new scheme 20 years ago, which
was similar to the.present scheme,
but when the matter was brought
forward they turned it down., We
must look after the health of the
pcople, We cannot be brought back
to the state of affairs that existed 20
years ago. What is wrong with the
scheme? '

Mr. Broderick—It is too expensive,

Mr. Daly—If the town is done in
sections it will not be too expensive.

Mr. Daly, B.E —Very many of the
sections shown on the plans need not
be tarried out, and if there were two
or three outfalls, say, one at Green’s
Quay, one in the centre of the town,
and one further cut, it would serve
the purpose.

Chairman—The whele Jot is going
to be brought out at Paxis Strand
and I do not think this is right. I
would like to see multiple outfalls,
as after ali we must look after the
chidren of the town and why should
the discharge of the town be at South
Abbey? Mr., O’Dwyer stated he
would like to have an interview with
us, so 1 propose we ask him down to
Youghal.

Mr, Daly—We are preparing plans
for new buildings and we should ad-
mit that the new sewerage is neces-
sary. I understood from Mr.
O'Dwyer that there would be two or
three outfalls if the council will
agree,

Mr. Broderick—I do not think you
will have any trouble with the
scheme, but I am afraid the town

" could not bear the cost.

It was finally decided to request
the Manager to ask Mr, O’'Dwyer to
Youghal for a further interview

At the finish of his float survey re-
port, Mr. O’'Dwyer said—*“1 wish to
express my gratitude to your chair-
man, your council and yourself for
the facilities afforded to me and to
members of my staff during our stay
in Youghal in connection with the
surveys referred to. I am alsp much
indebted 1o Mr. Dunne, harbour-
master, who devoted many houfs and
great energy and enthusiasm to the
harbour survey and float testing ana
who furnished detailed information
in comnection with tides, winds and
currents, much. of which was not
otherwise available.”

Arising out of the reading of 4 let-
ter from L.G. Department re housing
sites and lay-outs, the council agreed
with the Manager's opinion as to how
the houses should be faced.
