I COURSED AND
TRACKED

GOOD DEMAND FOR
GREHOUNDS.

T[HE first sale of the season at
Shelbourne Park last week
showed a keen demand at good prices
for any kind of useful trackers, and
readers of my anticle towards the end
of last season will remember that it
forecast this improvement in trade.
Most English tracks are at present
low both in quality and quantity
of trackers. From information to
hand we can look forward to good
sales for the coming season, and the
keen tracker will meet a ready mar-
ket and that will be a relief to some
of our breeders. For the past year
it was almost impossible to make
breeding pay, and as I have pointed
out on mumerous occasions, _the
breeding and feeding of dogs is a
costly business at the present time.
Increased demand and better prices
will help to compensate the men who
at all costs are trying to maintain
the high standard of our trackers by
breeding them the right way, le.
using good dems and sires and, giv-
ing up the mass production idea. It
has been proved that it costs the same
to feed a good one as a bad one. So
the sooner we cut out the rubbish
the better and try to produce better
stock. Several readers have a
my opinion regarding the difference
in track speed and coursing speed,
so I can do no better than reproduce
an extract from one of my earlier
articles last season.

READERS will be surprised to
learn {hat a first-class track dog
is not always a flier. In many cases
he (or she) would not win a moder-
ate Duffer Stake on tne coursing
field. There is no comparison be-
tween track pace and coursing pace
as has been proved over and over
again. - I have seen the famous Mick
the Miller among others beaten 1n
very moderate company on the cour-
sing fleld. What really makes a good
tracker is track sense, ie., finding the
shortest way around. The real fast
dog is in most cases a wide runner,
caused by going into the bends too
fast, with the result that in order to
get around he has to slow up or rum
wide. and the result is the loss of
several lengths, weheras the slower
dog by cute railing and clever run-
ning ceartis to the onlooker to be
flying. When we take into considera-
tion that a dog capable of going
around the 525 yards distance In 30
seconds is covering I3 yards per
second, it is easy to understand how
the wide runner could be at least a
second faster (174 yards or lengths)
and yet get beaten. Of course
tracks are measured on the rails, so
there is no necessity to point out that
the wide runner covers more exina
ground at the four bends than the
174 extra yards, and, therefore, 'n
order to beat a much slower dog who
is a good railer, a wide runner would
want to be at least 18 yards (lengths)
faster. This would mean covering
525 yards in 28.96 -seconds assuming
that the race was won in 30 ::;e00n<is.
I may add that the subject is more

GOD IS THE CREATOR OF

God has willed that mankind
should be male and female and that
between the two sexes there should
be that mysterious attraction which
we call Jove. By this union of man
and woman God means to ensure
the continuily of the human race
and to secure to the married pair
the joy, help and courage they need
to carry out God's' creative pur-

Tne grand pageant of Creation,
with which the Book of Genesis
opens, does not)trouble to tell us
{nat God created the animals and
and plonts “male and female”;
but it does record God's command
tc them: “Increase and multiply.”
In Chapter 2 God is shown making
the first man out of the same ele-
ments as the rest of the material
creation, so far as his body is con-
cerned. Then the Lord breathes in-
to those elements that soul which
makes man to exist in God's image
and . likeness, because by virtue of
our spiritval soul, we are related
not to the elements of the earth, but
to the Infinite Spirit, God. We read
next that God said: “It is not good
for man to be alone; let us make
nim a help lke unto himself.” Then
God specially made the first Woman
out of Adam's living flesh, while he
was cast in a deep sleep and pre-
sents her to Adam who exclaims:
“Alh this is bone of my bone; flesh
of my flesh; she shall be called
woman, because she was taken out
of man.

By marriage the souls of the bride
and bridegroom are joined and knit
together _more directly and inti-
mately than are their hodies and
that not by any passing aflection of
sense or spirit, but by a deliberate
act of the will of each; and from
this union of souls a sacred an4 in-
violable bond arises. :
The sacred partnership of mar-
riage is constituted both by the will
of God and the will of man. Mar-
riage was instituted by God by
whom are also delermined the ends
for which it was established, the
laws that go¥rn it and the bless-
ings that flow frem i§, while the
bride and bridegroom through the
generous surrender of their owm
persons, cne 1o another for the
whole span of life, become the
authors of each particular marriage
with the blessings and duties an-
nexed thereto by yDiDviDne avab
nexed thereto by Divine Institution.

JESUS CHRIST IS THE CREATOR
OF CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE.

The following faots show us the
high esteem and honour in which
Our Lord held marriage and the
family:—

(a) When the Eternal Son of God
took upon Him more than 1900
years ago a body and soul like ours
and united them to His own Person,
He chose to be born as the child of
a Virgin Mother in a human family.
And Qur Lord lived for 30 years in
the Holy Family at Nazareth. Be-
sides, it was to save a young married

couple from worry and embarrass-:

ment on the occasion of their mar-
irage feast that Our Lord worked
his first public miracle at Cana in
Galilee by the changing of water
into wine. No other miracle would
have so fitly inaugurated the whole
future work of the Son of God. For
He came on earth to sanctify the
whole world and lift it nearer to
God. Not only was God made
man, but Yhrough the Incarnation
man was to be raised up to the
heights of God. Our Blessed Lord
came in part to tell ereation that it
was the creation of God, so that we
might take a nobler view of the
world about us, esteem others more

| because of their divine origin and

have alsd a greater respect for our-
selves. He came to teach each liv-
ing soul that followed Him to see life
nobly because it had been nobly
planned by the Creator. Our bodies
were fashioned by the hands of God
and our minds and sp‘rits dweiling
in our bodies could mould, fashion
and contrcl them after the model
intended by God. He took the things
of earth bread and wine, and made
them forever blessed to us; and He
a5k human love, which can be a
danger, and made of it a blessed
thing. He blessed the love of man and
woman, for He came of a woman and
He was born in a human home. It
was a home because a mother was
there and the mother’s husband St.
Joseph and He, the mother’s child.
The purnose of everything is that
men should be helped by man and
lifted nearer to God. The Son of
Man came on earth not to be waited
on, but to serve and to give His life
a redemption for many. That is
divine love; and human love has to
follow the same road.

We need not wonder then to find
the Lord of life at the marriage feast
of Cana in Galilee. The condescen-
<ion of Jesus is admirable. He ac-
cepts the invitation of the bride and
bridegroom; He sits down at table
with His mother and disciples and
guests; He shows how it is entirely
in keeping with virtue and sanctity
tc participate in family feasts and
domestic joys, and finally to relieve
the embarrassment 2. the bride and
bridegroom, when the wine failed, He
graciously provides a new supply by
changing water into wine. St. John
records the story of the marriage
feast in the following words: “There
was a marriage feast at Cana in
Galilee; and the mother of Jesus was
there. And Jesus himself and His
disciples were also invited to the wed-
ding. And the wine [ailing, the
mother of Jesus said to Him: They
have mo wine. Jesus said to her:
Why dost thou trouble me with that?
My hour is not yet come. And His
mother said to the waiters: Do what-
ever He tells you. And Jesus said
to the waiters: Fill the waterpots with
water. And they filled them up to
the brim. And Jesus said to them:
Draw out now and carry to the chief
steward of the feast. And when the
chief steward had tasted the water
which had now been turned into
wine, he did not know whence it
came. and he called to the bride-
groem and said to him: Every man
at first sets forth good wine, and
when all have well drurk then that
which is worse; but thou has kept
the good wine until now. So in
Cana of Galilee, Jesus began *His
miracles and manifested His glory,
and His disciples believed in him”
(John 2).

(b) At the very beginning of the
human race, God instituted marriage
as a free contract between two
human wills, the will of a man and
the will of a woman, bromising 10
live together till one or the ether
dies. But now Catholic doctrine
teaches us that Our Lord raised
Christian marriage into somethin?
essentially: higher than ever it

And not only is there given Sanctify-
ing Grace with a rigni to actual
graces during the whole of their mar-
ried life about to begin and towards
c1‘se‘1y t_owards meeting the peculiar
difficulties and exigencies of the mar-
ried life again to begin and towards
making the marrjed life livable and
successful to the end. The Catholic
‘home is built on the foundatlion of
human love, and Jesus Christ gave
the 'bride and bridegroom a sacra-
ment to cnable them to keep love's
fire unguencned to the very end, not-
withstanding the inconstancy of the
human heart.

_St. Paul in his letter to the Ephe-
sians says that there ought to be
mutual love, reverence, sacrifice and
respect between husband and wife,
and the remarkable reason given by
the Apostle why this ideal relation-
snip should be realised, is as fol-
lows: “Look at Christ,” St. Paul says.
“‘As we all know, He is the Head of
the Church and saves the whole body
and to Christ the Church is subject.”
The Apostle then continues: ‘‘Hus-
bands, love your wives as Christ
loved the Church and gave himself
for her sake and He set be-
fore himself the Church to he most
glorious, having no spot nor wrinkle
nor any such thing, but so that she
should be holy and flawless. Even
£0 should men love their wives as
their own bodies; he who loves his
wife, loves himself; no one ever hated
his own body, but he fosters it and
chernishes it even as Christ does for
the Church. Amnd let women be sub-
ject to their husbands as to the Lord,
And that is why a man shall leave

hind his father and his mother, and
cleave closely to his wife and they
shall be the two of them one flesh.
The mystery here is great, I am
speaking in regard of Christ and the
Church." (Ephes. 5-21).

Christian Marriage is then in St.
Pagl"s gyes so wonderful that the
Union between husband and wife is
to be compared to the Union between
Christ and the Church and to be
modelled upon this Union.

The Apostle continues: “Children,
obey your parents, for that is your
duty.” ‘“ And you, fathers, do not
rouse your children to resentment
but bring them up in the discipline
gng correction of the Lord.” (Ephes.

WATERFORD CO. COMMITTEE OF
AGRICULTURE REPORT.

The Waterford Co. Committee of
Agriculture Report for 1948 makes
interesting and instructive reading
for farmers. It reviews every phase
of agriculture and gives useful ad-
vice and helpful suggestions to all
who derive their livelihood from the
land. It also contains informative
articles for horticulturalists and bee-
keepers and has a wealth of useful
hints for poultrykeepers.

Referring 1o cow-testing it says:—
The systematic recording of milk
yields has made considerable pro-
gress in the principal dairying coun-
tries, notably in New. Zealand, Den-
mark and the US.A. Iis value as a
guide to breeding for improved milk
production and to efficient feeding
and management is recognised by all

ive herd owners. In this
country farmers have at their dis-
posal a cheap and convenient way of
testing their cows through member-
ship of a Cow-Testing Association
ope under the Depantment's
Scheme (No. 20) for the Registration
of Dairy Cows. AH that each mem-
ber of an associatiomr has to do is to
weigh and record the yield of each
cow in his herd on one day a week.
The Supervisor of the Association
calculates from these records the lac-
tation yield of the animals and he
also tests the milk peniodically for
butter-fiat content. The information
thus available to the farmer enables
him to eleot the worth-while cows for
future breeding and to build up a fit-
able herd by weeding out the cows
which do not pay for their keep.

Cows, owned by members of as-
sociations which reach a prescribed
standard asto quantity and quality of
milk and which are of good confor-
mation and type are eligible for re-
gistration in the Department’s Regis-
ter of Graded (Non-Pedigree) Dairy
Cows. 50 such cows wewe registered
in 1948. "
