FAST TIMES ON DUBLIN TRACKS
I

UBLIN TRACKS opened on a |
high note this season, and due
to the good weather during February
the surface of the tracks were in

' splendid condition, and very fast

times were recorded. I have never
known faster times at this time of
the year, and by all accounts some
very promising young dogs are show-
ing their paces. in another week or
two the local tracks will be in full
swing, and with a ‘little more enter-
prise shown by the managements
there is no reason why tney should
not have a very good season, as SO
far dogs seem plentitul, and owners
and trainers will always support the
local tracks provided they get a
square deal. I cannot understand
why we can't have night trials for
young dogs before the opening of the
tracks. Surely the racing manage-

ents could arrange a couple of
]rSgt}ii each week, as the Dublin
tratks. do. This would give farmers
and workers who are busy at this
period of the year a chance of trying
their young dogs during their spare
time, and at the same time get them
used to running under the lights.
However, with opposition more pro-
nounced in the mear futre they may
try and facilitate local owners a bit
better, as sales are better this year.
I hope that the people responsible for
the control of the sales are made to
realise their responsibilities both to
sellers and buyers by making sure
the goods they offer are genuine.
They should accept no entry for
fighters, and as far as possible put
the dogs into.irials IN THEIR OWN
CLASS. This latter is very import-
ant. as inexperienced young dogs
have no chance of proving their merit
at sales when put into trials with old
and experienhced trackers. It is quite
an easy matter to grade dogs into
trials, and by doing so the buyer and
seller get a better chance of assessing
the merits of the dogs in which they
are interested. We all know that the
sales now held on the Dublin tracks
are an important source of revenue,
and therefore it is up to the people
in charge to see that their customers,
both buyers and sellers, are protected
as far as possible. During the coming
season I will deal very fully with all
matters regarding the running of
local dogs, and other interesting
items coneerning track racing.

Exhibition of Work at
Scoil Na gCeard.

Among the many items in this in-
teresting display were:—A hydraulic
ram, made with the co-operation of
some of the 2nd year day students,
mostly outside class hours. Material
used was’ entirely scrap material
which had accumulated in the work-
shop.

A wood-turning lathe, 2ft. 3in.
swing and 3ft. 6in. between centres.
Made by a night student. The legs
were taken from an old chafi-cutting
machine. A car gear-box with the
sides cut away was used as a head-
stock. The ends of the gear box were
covered with timber to improve ap-
pearance. A disused car jack fitted
in a shaped wooden block forward
the tailstock. A motor-car wheel fo
which “felows” had been secured by
screws formed the driving wheel. The
wheel was stopped to give three
speeds through a flat belt on to a
stepped cone pulley made of beech
on the head stock. The bed of the
lathe was made of the timber sides of
a bed spring and mounted on the top
inner edges with angle iron which
which had been originally bed sides.
An auxiliary ooulter for a plough.
This is used in conjunction with the
ordinary coulter of the plough. It is
used when ploughing a “bawn” field
with a tough scutch grass surface.
The coulter cuts the grass and this
prevenis the ordinary coulter from
getting choked, thereby saving time
and lightning the load on the horses.
The coulter is spring-loaded so that
it will pass over stones easily with-
out lifting the plough out of the
ground. This coulter was designed
by the student .himself and made
from the leaf of a lorry-spring.

A draught for a horse spring-har-
row, which enables'therharrow to'be
attached to the hydraulic lift of a
tractor. It is made from angle iron
fencing stakes.

A bench drilling machine with
vice. The plate of dnill was origin-
ally part of the top of a range. The
pillar was a hollow motor car drive
shaft. Car connecting rods were also
used in the construction.

A pair of 9ft. entrance gates of
modern design.

JAIL SENTENCE FOR HOUSE-
BREAKING AND LARCENY.

Mr. P. J. Morrissey, solr. (Messrs.
Farrell & Morrissey) made an appli-
cation on behalf of P. O Fiannghusa
for a licence to hold a ceilidhe at Xil-
brien National School. The applica-
tion was granted.

~Mr. Williams, solr., made applica-
tion for two occasional licences—for
St. Patrick’s Day and Easter Sunday
—in respect of Ocean View Hotel,
Clonea, both of which were granted.

Trespass Charges.—Mr. T. Heaphy,
Ballinacourty, summoned the follow-
ing youths for trespass on his field at
Ballinroad on Sunday, February
20th : M. Power, Jun., J. Power, Bal-
linroad; P. Prendergast, do; J. Power,
Cushcam; J. Moloney, T. Moloney,
do; G. Morrissey, Garrynageragh; M.
Walsh, Ballinacourty.

Mr. Farrell, for complainant, said”

Mr. Heaphy was a comparatively
substantial farmer. This particular
field at Ballinroad, which was away
from his farm, was made.a playing
ground by local youths and young
men. Not only had they damaged
the field but they had also damaged
the fences and a water tank in the
field.

Mr. Heaphy, in evidence, said that
on Sunday, February 20th, at about
2.30 p.m., he found defendants hurl-
ing in the field. When they saw him
coming they ran out on the road.
Their bicycles were left inside the
fence. They abused witness on the
public road, and they would not re-
move the bicycles. They had been
trespassing every Sunday for three
months. About two acres of the five-
acre field was red from playing on it.

When the Justice asked the defend-
ants had they any questions to ask,
J. Moloney asked the plaintiff if he
saw him in the field on 20th Feb.

When plaintiff replied in the nega-
tive, the case against this defendant
was dismissed.

The evidence of M1l. Walsh that he
was not in the field that day but on
the public road@ with a hurley was
also accepted, and the case against
him was dismissed.

The summonses against M. Power
and J. Power, Ballinroad, and G.
Morrissey, Garrynageragh, were ad-
journed to next eourt, because the
defendants were not present.

The three other defendants—P.
Prendergast, T.* Moloney, and™ J.
Power—on giving an undertaking not
to trespass on the land again, were
fined 1/- with 19/- costs, and were
given three months to pay.

Housebreaking & Larceny Charge.
—Inspector Teehan charged two men
—Michael Fitzgerald (alias Power),
formerly of Kilmacthomas but now
of no fixed abode, and Timothy
O'Reilly (a native of Cork city)—
but now of no fixed abode—
with housebreaking and the larceny
of £4 1s. 6d. from Ml Roche, Rath-
lead, Old Parish.

Inspector Teehan said that while
Roche was away from his house on
Saturday evening last, Fitzgerald
went in and took the money, while
O'Reilly kept watch outside. Fitz-
gerald had a long list of charges
against him. He was in jail six times,
while O'Reilly had ftwo charges
against him already.

Soth defendants pleaded guilty.

The Justice imwosed a prison
sentence of three months on each of
the defendants, with the restitution
of the money to the owner.

Danl. English, Burncourt, Clogheen
(cattle dealer), for driving a motor
lorry without being taxed, was fined
£48, mitigated to 5/-, and 2/6 for not
having a rear identification plate.
Charges of having no rear light and
no tax displayed were dismissed
under the P.O.A.

Mr. Farrell, solr., appeared for de-
fendant. and the complainant was
Garda O'Leary, Cappagh.

MILK VENDOR CHARGED.

Garda Deasey, Food and Drugs
Inspector, had a charge against a
local milk vendor under the Food.
and Drugs Act.

Mr. Kenny, who defended. said
there was no auestion of dilution.
The defendant was a substantial
dairy farmer and the deficiency was
found not in butter-fat, but in non-
fatty solids, that is minerals. The
fact that the cattle were substantially
stall-fed-—in this particular instance
an amount of kale was used—and
that eight of the cows were only
calved shortly would cause this de-
ficiency. Tt was the first time in 40
vears that there was a charge against
this firm.

Judge—A very good record.

The P.O.A. was applied.

The husband and
father aas to toil with his head or his
hands; it is the tnought of his wife
and children at home that makes him
brave and patient, and it is his best
reward to be welcomed hu:ine in the
evening by those to whom he is more
than all the world beside.

The mother with all her troubles
never forgets the man, to whom she
gave her heart and she is ready to
cacrifice herself for him and to be-
ijeve in him to the last. Together
the parents walch their children
grow in body and develop in mind
while they thank God for the won-
ders of life and intelligencee. Thus
the Catholic family lives through a
generation till the children whom
God gave them are fathers and
mothers themselves, with a roof of
thein own and God’s designs to carry
out in their turn as their fathers be-
fore them.

I salute you, dear Catholic parents
of the diocese, as the successors of
{1gze fathers and mothers, who in
dark and evil days suffered persecu-
tign for the Faith and at the cost of
whose sacrifices the Catholic religion
has been handed down to us.” Oh,
that age of brave Irish fathers and
valiant mothers! When the voice of
the priest was silenced, the altars
levelled and the schools closed, then
it was that the Catholic home be-
came the inner Church and shrine in
which the Faith was kept alive in
the hearts of the children and trans-
mitted to future generations.

It is vitally necessary also in our
own day that you in turn should be
strong in the Faith, firm in your
moral and religious convictions, de-
termined that your children shall be
inspired to cherish and keep intact
the Faith of our fathers, and that
grace and virtue shall take root and
flourish in those souls efitrusted to
your care.

If I could pemetrate into the se-
crets of your hearts, dear Catholic

parents, and try to discover there the
source and spring of your joy amnd
happiness, I am confident that your
overriding desire is that your chil-
dren should walk straight and up-
right' before God and man; that the
crown of your life is that these chil-
dren, whom you love and who bear
your name. should be honoured as
boys and girls with a high sense of
duty in ali the affairs of life and
especially in the matter of truthful-
ness, honesty chastity, temperance,
reverence, kindness and courtesy.

But if young people walk in wicked
ways, if their lot is with the drun-
kard, the disorderly and the lawless,
if they get a reputation for being
fedse and dishonest, then they bring
shame and honour on their homes,
and grief and disappointment to the
hearts of their parents.

A visitor to Ireland wrote recently:
“To go no further than Catholiq Ire-
land, what most strikes the intelligent
observer is the atmosphere of rever-
ence for all that is pure and noble.
It illumines the brow of the little
barefooted boy on the mountain-side
and adds new glory to the grey hairs
of vgnerable men and women. Mere

Tallow Born Paster’'s Golden
Jubilee.—In the parish of St. Stanis-
laus, Maspeth, Long Island, New
York, Very Rev. James J. Bennetf,
Rector of the parish, celebrated the
Golden Jubilee of his ordination to
the priesthood recently. A special
jubilee week’s programme opened
with Solemn High Mass of thanks-
giving at St. Stanislaus Church,
which was celebrated by Rev, J. J.
Bennett. The sermon was preached
by Rev. E. Lodge Curran, Ph.D.
Rev. Fr.. Bennett was born in Con-
vent Street, Tallow, in 1888, being
son of the late Edward and Mary
Bennett, receiving nis early educa-
tion in his native town. Later the
entire family emigrated to America,
where they settled in the diocese of
Brooklyn. It was with much joy the
parents saw both their sons raised
to the priesthood, Joseph in 1889 and
nine years later James. After his
ordination Rev. Fr.
