SARSFIELDS FAIL IN BID TO
DETHRONE CHAMPIONS.

VEGETABLES.

Admit plenty of air to seed
potatoes now in trays. Heel over
savoy cabbages towards the
north, also broccoli, which are
reaching matunity. Take a
spadeful of soil from the north
side and put it firmly over the
raot.

Protect parsley from frost and
push along with the digging of all
vacant ground.

Lime is best applied to the gar-
den before the new year, and it 1s
not necessary to dig it in too
deeply because it works down-
wards. A good dressing every
third year is distinctly beneficial.

Cover outdoor mushrooms with
straw; also rhubard crowns with
light stable manure.

FRUIT.

Go over all fruits inthe garden
and remove any that show specks
of decay from bruising, which
cannot always be avoided when
gathering.

You can benefit wall fruit trees
by removing the spent soil and
replacing it with good fresh
loam to whieh has been added
a liberal supply of well-decayed
manure,

This is probably the best time
of the year to plant new fruit
trees. Try to get it done while
the weather is good and get on
with it as soon as possible.

You should finish root pruning
as soon as possible and do not
prune newly-planted trees.

The correct time to put on
moth {rapping grease bands is in
October, but there is time still.
All long-stemmed fruit trees pay
for banding, even this late in the
season.

A few egg-laying moths may
have reached the branches by
now, but there are thousands
more to come, and bands on at
once will trap scores by the
spring time before hatching takes
place.

Buy proper grease and paper
for the job and fasten the band
with two ties just below the
lowest branches on the tree and
plaster with grease, not too
thickly between the two ties.

If you use a good brand of
grease, mo 'mcre re-touching is
necessary, and the first applica-
tion is the last.

FLOWERS. \

Wallflowers should be in their
permanent quarters by this time.
Plant them up to their bottom
branches in depth so as to keep
them dwarf and to prevent them
being blown about by the wind
as it is not always wise to press
them too firmly when the ground
is moist.

Dust the foliage of geraniums
whose leaves are spotted with
red with flowers of sulphur after
syringing the foliage very lightly.
See that the sulphur adheres to
the diseased areas.

Repeat the dusting twice a
week till the trouble is checked.

The worst of the affected leaveg
should be cut off and burned, and
if keot down in this way the
flowers will not be affected. Rock
Primulus are looking very snabby
now. You can help them a good
deal by takinz off the decayed
leaves and giving a top-dress-
ing of old potting soil.

The herbeaceous border needs
some attention at this time, so
cut away all dead too growth
end give a light forking over.
iand if necessary a mulch of
well-rotted manure or compost.

Tender growths from the
wocts of delohiniums, cnrysan-
themums and other bplants are
the food the slugs are lnoking
for now. Protect them by an
apolication of soot if possible
once a 'week.

POULTRY HATCHERIES.

The following statement has
been issued by the Government
Information Bureau on behalf of
the Minister for Agriculture:—
Representatives of the poultry

Department of Agriculture to dis-
cuss the question of the price to
be paid for hatching eggs this
season. The hatchery represen-
tatives were informed that it
was the comsidered view of the
Minister for Agriculture that
during the period up to and in-
cluding the 18th April, 1950, the
hatcheries should pay a minimum
basic price of 7/- per dozen for
eggs of 75 per cent. fertility in
the case of Wyandotte and 80 per
cent. in the case of all other
breeds. For eggs of lower fer-
tility a deduction might be made
of 6d. per dozen for each 5§ per
cent. by which the fertility is
below the percentages specified.
It was also made clear that the
basic price suggested was a mini-
mum one and that hatcheries
might in their own interests ar-
range to pay a bonus on eggs of
high fertility. Variation in the
method of computing payment
might be arranged by agreement
between the hatcheries and the
supply farms, provided that such
