Lismore - Cappoquin Water
Supply.—Mr. McNamara, archi-
tect on the above scheme, was
present at the meeting and read
a long and detailed report
thereon its various extensions,
volume of water, etc.

The Charman referreq to the
fact that the building ot houses
in the Lismore and Cappoquin
areas were now nearing comp.e-
tion, and said if those schemes
were ready it would absorb
those men and any other unem-
ployed. Can you tel] me, Mr.
McNamara, how soon in your
opinion will work on the schema
be started?

Mr. McNamara: then outlined
the progress of the scheme since
its inception, and said the plans
for a supply for L.smore and
Cappoquin only were first ‘before
the Department. Then other
extensions were suggested. As
far as his wark in the matter is
concerned., the council can call
for tenders to-morrow. He told
the council that the whole
scheme, including the exten-
sions, will be a very economic
one :

Mr. Campion said he -brought
up the matter of the delay in
the scheme three or four times.
He described as shocking the
condit.ong in Lismore, particu-
larly in the two schools.. He
held the first step the council
should take is to confine the
scheme at present to Lismore
and Cappoquin. He had been
speaking to farmers from the
Tourin area, who asked him if

' possible not to have the extension

brought to Tourin, while he did
not agree with that, he thought
the towns of Lismore. and
Cappoquin should first be ser-
ved.

Chairman—Isn't it true that it
was Mr. Fives, when a mem-
ber, asked for this extension?

‘Mr. McNamara said he can as-
sure the speaker that the exten«
sion will have no effect in delay-
ing the supply to Lismore and
Cappoquin. g

Mr. iCampion 5aid he is de-
1T'ghted to hear this.

Mr. McNamara suggested that
in order to expedite the scheme
the council could ask the Départs
ment for permission to purchase
the pipes, which can then be
supplied at the invoice price to
the contractor.

Mr, Harty said he thought this
an excellent dea, and suggested
that the Manager and County
Engineer should proceed at once
to secure the pipes.

A proposal was - then passed
empowering the County Mana-
ger, if he thinks fit, to order the
pipes in advance for the I/s-
more-Cappoquin or any other
water scheme in contemplation.

Mr, Morrissey asked what has
happened to the Tramore water
scheme which was passed prior
to the Lismore - Cappoquin
scheme. He had no objection to
Lismore and Cappoquin getting
a supply.

Chairman—You can raise that
matter later on.
