Mr. P. R. Power, chairman,
presided at the monthly meeting
of the above on Saturday last.
Other members in attendance
were—Messrs. M1, MeGrath, vice-
chairman; D. Heskn , James
Quirke, J. Fahey, D. Leahy, M.

Mr. J. Conroy, C.A.O.; Messrs.
P. O'Shea, Horticuiturg] Instruc-
tor; D, Walsh and P. Brennan,
Agricultural Instructors, were
also present.

Payment for Lime.—A pay-
ment of £302 10s. was made to
Mr., English, Knocklofty Lime-
works, for Jime supplied in 1950,

Sluice Gateg at Killongford.—
A letter in reply to the com-
mittee’s query on the above
stated the Department had no
responsib lity for the provision,
repair or upkeep of sluice gates,
which is a matter for the Local
Authority.

Mr. Harty suggested that ags
the Department had the Dutch
engineers in Dungarvan for a
few days recently, they should
await a report on the survey
made by them.

This was approved.

Sheep Breeding Scheme.—~The
Depariment wrote approving of
the Committee’s Sheep Breeding
Scheme for which the com-
mittee’s allocation s £600 for
60 premiums of £10 each.

To Mr. McGrath the C.A.Q.
said haf the cost of the scheme
is borne by the Department.

Horse Breeding Scheme.—The
Departmen{ aiso wrote approv-
ing the resolution of the com-
mittee to increase the value of
nominations under the above

| scheme, due to the high cost of

mainti@ining stallions. The new
rate w.ll be £5 for thorougnbreg
and £3 tor half-bred norses.

Fox Destruction Scheme.—The
‘C.A.O. stated hat the money ai-
located tor this scheme &£100
wis now exhausted at g subsidy
ol 5/- on every tox killed that
meant 400 loxes were destroyed.
Belore the advertisement sus-
pending the scheme had time to
appear, a further 80 foxes were
desirced. This involved the
expenaiture of a further £20.

Although not bound to do so
by the terms of the scheme, the
committee decided to pay tnis
sum.

Pig Breeding Scheme.—A lei-
ter {rom the Department on th s
scheme stated that the Minister
was satisfied that in order to se-
cure an adeguate number of
suitable prem um pigs it would be
necessary that the price payable
to breeders for boars supp.ied
tfor location under the scheme
should be stepped up from £22
Paid under the 1951 scheme to
£25 for the 1952 scheme.

The Minister also considered
it desiralte that the major part
of the increase should be borne
by the funds of the Coomumittee
of lAgricuiture rather than by
the selected applicants,

Chairman—Wihat it means is
that we will have to pay £2 and
the apg.icant £1.

Mr. Heskin—We should refer
this letter to the Pigs and Bacon
Board and let them meet the in-
crease. He considers £22 a
reasonable price for g s:x months
old pig. If there was a scarcity
it would be different.

The C.A.O. pointed gut that
those animals are pure-bred.

To Mr, Leahy, the C.AX0. said
there are 40 premium boars in
ihe county.

The C.AO, replying to Mr.

Mr Heskin said that they were
being directed by what he might
say jn a dictatorial order to in-
crease the premiums for boars.

Mr. Heskin said that he would
like very much to have the com-
mittee draw the Department’s
attent.on to this matter and he
would liké to have it investiga-
fed at the earliest possible
moment.

Uranis for Orchards.—Mr. P,
Conroy, C.A.O., suggested an
amendment in the horticulture
scheme in the matter of making
gKrants towards the planting of
orchards, He stated that their
scheme permitted a grant of £12
for the first acre and £10 for
every other acre up to a maxi-
mum of 10 acres.

Mr. P. O'Shea, horticuiture in-

Referring to the ‘board’s deci-
sion at the last meeting to pur-
chase the Peter Street Dispen-
sary premises for £750, Mr. Cul-
len said he thought this would
be a waste of public money.
“That place,” he said, “never
was and never w.l] be 5 dispen-
sary.” It is only a dump. In
fact the roomd there are like
cells. I went through it and you
would want to spend £2,000 for
repairs. The dispensary is no
use, and why should we svend
£750 on it?

Mr. Gallagher said he secon-
ded the proposal that the pre-
mises be purchased, but he pad
in mind that a new dispensary
would be provided in the wes-
tern part of the city. If an al-
ternate gite could be provided
all right. They
would agree that they could not
do much with £750 at the pre-
sent time. They hoped to have
a dispensary at the corner of
Philip Street.

Mr. Browne said he had made
the original proposal and had
great confidence in the engineer,
who in his report recommended
that the premises be bought for
£750, which is a smal] amount
for the present building. The
build'ng is prebably a dump as
it has to cater for such a lot of
people. The same thing would
probably happen if they built
a new dispenzary in the centre of
ihe ciiv to rdieve the congestion
at Peter Street. “I do not
think,”he said, "“Lhat the pecple
in Peter Street wil] like to travei
to the top of the towpn when it
has been stated officially that
the Peter Street D spensary ig in
003 repain’’ ilv

Mr, Kenneally said that the
building was worth much more
than £750, but not suitable ag a
dispensary. It was the view in
Waterford that the iocation in
Poler Street is not suitable at
ail. It is a good business pro-
position to purchase the pre-
mises.

Mr. Kyne sa'd that the build-
ing could te uscq as offices for
officials and would be ideal for
people jn that area wha receive
home agssistance. £750 cseemed
a ridiculously ‘ow sum.

Mr. Kepneally—It is in a very

ad part of the city.

The County Manager said that
from the business point alons
and spart from itg suitahility as
a d szensary, the building was
worth  buying. “You would
not.” he said, *bvild g labaur-
er’s cottage for £750.”

DEATH OF FORMER WELL-

KNOWN FOOTBALLER,

Following- the tragic discovery
of the body of John Begley, aged
76 years, O'Connell Street, Dun-
Barvan. lying at the foot of g
flight of stairs in his home on

ednesday morning, an inquest
Was held by the Deputy Cqroner,
Mr, T. C. Will ams, solr., in the
Cour}-house, Dungarvan, that
evening,

Supt. P. O’Mahony represented
ihe Garda. Authorities.

Miss Catherine Beg.ey. Mitchel
Street, stated in evi ence that
ghe was a first cousin of the de-
ceased, John Begley, who lived
alcne in O’Connell Sireet, and
Who wag by occupation a shoe-
maker. She said that she calied
to his house on Tuesday evening
about 4 o'clock and he was then
m his wusual good health and
made no complaint of any kind.
He was a man of temperate
habits. She left his house
about 15 minutes later and on
Wednesday morning at about
10.30 she again called. but on
this cccasion found ' the door
cosed. She got Andrew Sand-
ford. who lives nearby, to open
the door for her with his key.
The two of them went in as they
thought it strange that the door
shoud be closed at that hour.
They found the deceased at the
foot of the stairs lying on his
back ‘n a hunched position wita
his head at the bottom of the
stairs. Hz2 was undressed and he
appeared to be dead. She iden-
tified the bedy as that of John
Begley.

Michsel Connery, Thomas's
Terrace. stated that he knew the
dececsed for many years and he
had :as! seen him alive at about
7.15 p.m. the night before. He

'es then mending a shoe in his
workshop in O’Connell Street
and sppeared to be in his usual
gocd h2alth,

Andrew Sandford. in evidence,
caid that he knew the late John
Begley very well and last saw
2im alive between 6.30 and 7
o'clock the night before when he
was going for milk. On Wed-
nesday morning he was called

| Ly Catherine Begley, who_asked
{him if he had seen John Begey

that morning and he told her he
had not. She then decided to
wait a while as on finding the
door closed she felt that he may
have gone down the street for
some messages. After about
half an hour she decided to call
and see ‘Mr. Ml. Curran, hargd-
ware merchant, O'Connel] Street,
to find out if he had caled there.
Mr. Curran told her that the de-
ceased had not been down_to
him at all that morning. Re-
turning to h's house witness had
Andrew Sandford open the door
with his key and they both en-

tered.
Sandford

Continuing, Mr.

stated that with Miss Begléy he

found the deceased lying at the
foot of the stairs apparently
dead. He immediately informegd
the Garda. : )

In reply to the Coroner, wit-
ness stated that decéased was a
widower with three members of
h's family in the US.A.

Dr, M. K. Cusack, Dungarvan,
giving medica; evidence, stated
that he saw the body of Jo_hn
Begley on ‘Wednesday morning
at about noon. It was lying at
the foot of the stairs in the home
of the deceased in Q'Connell
Street and it was apparent that
deceased had fallen down the
stairs. His head was the lowest
part of the body and his legs
were uppermost. The head was
acutely angled sidewayg towards
the lett by reason of having had
a victent contact with a cup-
board at the foot of the stairs.
“On removng the body from
this position,” stated Dr. Cusack,
“I found that there was a frac-
ture of the spin in the neck
region. The body was cold and
rifor mortis was present. In
my opinion the fracture of the
neck would have been sufficieat
in itself to cause instantaneous
death. Why he fell down the
etairs might have been caused
by a heart attack or he could
have sglipped. The deceaseq was
under witness's care some
months ago, and whie his heart
wag not too good, there was
nothing there to suggest that he
wculd get a heart attack or that
this might happen.” Continuing,
Dr. Cusack said that he would
suggest that deceased got a heatt

atiack and feX down the stairs.
Apart from a bump on the fore-
head. there were no other exter-
nal marks of violence on the
body and that could nave been
caused by the fall.

Refurning his verdict, the
Coroner stated that ke was satis-
fied that deceased had met his
aeath as a result of g heart at-
tack or slip which causaed him to
fall down the stairs sustain'ng
a fractured spine. Mr. Wiliiams
extended his sincere sympathy
to the relatives of the late John
Beg.ey.

NOXIOUS WEEDS ACT.

The following statement has
been issued by the Government
Information Bureau on behalf
of the Department of Agricu.-
ture.— -

Under the Noxious Weeds Act,
1938, which is in force in every
county, occupiers, owners oar
other persons responsible for
land, are required to keep ther
land clear of thistle, ragwort and
dock. The Minister for Agricul-
ture wishes to impress on all oc-
cupiers of land the serious loss
caused by the spread of these
noxious weeds, especia’ly in pre-
sent circumstances when conser-
vation and improvement of the
productivity of land ‘s of such
vita] importanuce. Any occupier
whose lands are infested b-
noxious weedg will be lable to
prosecution without notice.
Ragwort may be exterminated
by cutting, or, if circumstances
permit, by pulling the plants, If

EXTRAOBDINARY HIGH
- MILK STANDARD.

“I often wonder why some
these prosecutions are broughi
at all,” stated Justice F. J.
MacCabe at Kilmacthomas Dis-
trict Court on Wednesday when
applying the P.A.O. to Jame
Kelly, Ballyshunnock, Kilmac-
thomas. of se.ling milk at Car-
roll's Cross Creamery on May
9th, wanich was defic ent by 0.24
of the minimum amount of milk
fat, which is 3.00.

In this case. Mr. M, M. Halley.
solr., prosecuted, and Dr. D. R.
Counahan, State Scoicitor. ap-
peared for the defendant who
was not called to give evidence,

Garda G. J. Cole, Food and
Drugs Inspector, Kill, stated that
he visited Carroil's Cross Creams-
ery. a branch of the Kilmeaden
Co-operative Creamery, on May
9th, and saw milk, the property
of defendant, being taken in by
the defendant’'s workman, Michl.
Galvin. Witness took 3 samp.e
at 10.10 a.m. and went through
the usual formula. The man-
ager of the creamery was Mr.
Richard Walsh. ‘

Cross-examined by Dr. Couna-
han, Garda Cole agreed that the
deiendant had been thirty vears
sUppiying milk to the creamery
ané he did not hear of any com-
piaint made against him pre-
viously. He alsg agreed that the
defendant, general.y, had a very
high reputation in the milk busi-
ness.

Richard Walsh, creamery man-
ager, said that the defendant had
been del'vering milk to his
creamery for many years. “We.”
he added. “could always expert
a very gooo standard of milk
from the defendant. His mik
has always been of a very high
¢tanuard, and I had never any
grievance against him gr suspi-
cion. Ow1 creamegv carries out
lests and pays according to con-
tent.”

BEST MILK IN CCUNUTY.

in further reply to Dr. Couna-
han, witness agreed that defen-
dont nad some of the best milk
ir. Co. Waterford. and on some
occasions it had gone up to 5.2.
He knew the defendant wa
usng new milking eguinment
for the first time in the month
of Apr | ang May and that wau
accoun: for the deficiency. Th
cows did not give all their milk
to these machines.

Addressing the Justice, Dr
Counchan said that it would be
seent from the particulars from
Mr. Wash that for the past 12
months the defendant’s milk was
of an exiraordinary high stan-
dard.

Apnlving the Probation Act.
