Enjoyable Outing with Young
Farmers Club.—Upwards of 30

Farmers Club had a very enjoy-
able and instructive outing on
Wednesday of last week when
they visited Ballycotton and in-
spected a- number of farms in
the locality. Their first visit
was to the model farm owned by
1\!‘:-: + H. Roberts, Ballycotton.
which contains 90 acres laid out
on the most modern and up-to-
date method. Looking at the
farm to-day one would find it
hard to believe that seven
years ago it was derelict, being
reclaimed and drained under the
Land Project Scheme and is now
one of the most modernised and
up-to-date holdings in East
Cork. This farm keeps 30 short-
horn milch cows, 20 two-year-
olds and 30 Border Leicester
sheep and grows 10 acres of
beet, 6 acres of barley and 4
acres of oats, In the modern
newly built farm yard, 200 pigs
are fattening and 36 sows are
kept. Water is laid on ond every
modern convenience used re
feeding, which is dry. hence the
work of feeding is carried out in
the minimum of time. The lady
members of the party were
shown over the poulfry depart-
ment where 200 Light Sussex
hens are kept by Mrs. Roberts
and were much impressed at
the excellent arrangements. The
next visit was to Coolmalee
Castle estate owned by Mr. J. R.
Allen. This estate contains up-
wards of 400 acres and a herd of
30 Jersey cows are kept. The
whole holding .is laid out in the
most modern fashion, new grass
seeds, rotational grazing, etc.,
16 acres of beet are grown on
the_flat in rows, sixteen by
13 inches apart. Cultivation is
carried out by a self-powered
cultivator. Later the party
visited Imokilly Orchards, also
the propenty of Mr, J. H. Allen.
The orchards contain over 45
acres of which four acres are
under glass. Here large quan-
tities of tomatoes and cucum-
bers are grown for export and
home consumption. Mushrooms
are also grown on a large scale
in dark houses. The visitors
were entertained by Mr. Allen
while dinner was served at Fos-
sett’s Hotel, Ballycotton, by the
Club, It was a most interesting,
instructive and enjoyable day
and in route homewards the
members visited Garryvoe and
Youghal. The next outing of
the Club will be to Johnstown
Castle, Co. Wexford, on Wednes-
day, August 1st.

G.A.A. RULES

Approval_;f_ Findings
by Central Council

The findings of the Referees’
mmittee, set up by the
Central Council of the G.A.A.
for the purpose of getting uni-
formity of interpretation of
rules have now been approved
by the Council and will be cir-
culated to all counties to be im-
implemented. ‘The Committee
set up by the Council were :
Messrs. M. O™Neill (Wexford):
J. Dunne (Galway); S. Dignan
(Cavan); D. Ryan (Kerry); C.
Murphy (Cork); S. Cahill (Mon-
aghan); M. J. Flaherty (Gal-
way) and J. Flaherty (Offaly),
to examine the situation.

After an exhaustive survey of
the rules they have issued re-
commendations whieh should
bring about a remarkable and
much needed imprcvement.

As might be expected, the
eight who went through the
rules are satistied that all points
of play are sufficiently clarified
in the current issue of the Offi-
cial Guide and their work
mainly was that of “interpre-
ters” of the rules as they stand.

They did not, of course, seek
t0 amend or frame rules, that
being a function of the Congress
~hich can be dealt with only
every three years, and confined
themselves to issue what now
amount to Central Counci] dir-
ectives to all referees through-
out the country.

The definite instruction that
in 14 yards frees in football it is
wrong to put players outside the
14 yds. line but that all players,
except the player taking the
kick, must be outside a 14 yards
radius from the ball until it is
kicked, will be welcomed, the
extinging position having been
very unsatisfactory,

It is of interest to point out
that even team mates must
stand 14 yards away from the
kicker, thus ending the practice
whereby they stood close at
hand and charged in when he
kicked.

A somewhat similar position
existed' in huriing, some re-
ferees putting 'attacking players
outside the 21 yards line when
a free was being taken from the
mark. Now the Sub-Com-
miftee clears the air by stating
that the referee must not put
players outside the 21 and add
that all that is necessary is to
have rule 147 complied with.

The relevant part of the rule
states : “In al] free pucks, in-
cluding the 70 yards puck, no
player shall stand nearer than
21 yards wuntil the ball is
pucked.”

Charging the Goalkeeper,

Another very important in~
struction is that frontal attack
on a goalkeeper who is in pos-
session is not permissible, and
the Committee goes further by
<iarifying frontal attack as foi-
lows ; *‘shouldering goalkeeper
m the chest or rushing (bund-
ing him over the goal-line, or,
generally speaking, charging
him from the front in any man-
ner which would not be per-
missible against a player oui-
field.” 3

Several full-backs will have
to mend their ways with the an-
nouncement that they commit a
foul when they obstruct a for-
ward by “pressing the hurley
against his back or chest to pre-
vent him from moving goal-
wards.”

Other recommendations of
the Sub-Committee are as fol-
lows :—

Football.

The ball, in all cases must be
toed from the ground.

(1) The practice of lifting the
ball with the knees (melee) is
not permissible,

(ii) The practice of lifting
with the hands a rolling bail is
not permissible.

In the kick-out the ball may
be xicked from any point in the
parallelogram.

Kick in from sideline is to be
taken in all cases at point where
ball goes over the line.

In hand-to-toe run it is per-
missible to hop the ball once
after each hand-to-toe effort,

A fair shoulder charge against
a player is not a foul irrespec-
tive of whether the player is
knocked to the ground or not,

It was considered necessary to
emphasise that the goalkeeper
should not be penalised for
touching the ball on the ground.

The portion of the rule deal-
ing with this matter states : “The
goalkeeper, within the allel-
ogram, may touch e ball
while on the ground with his
hand, and when himself on the
ground, fist the baill away.”

Two turns by a player are per-
missible provided he does not
overstep.

Speeding Up Games.

Suggestions for speeding up
games are as follows :—

. The two officials looking after
a team are to go on to the pitch
pnl_y when a player of their team
Is Injured—no official shoulg go
on the field at any other time or
for any other purpose,

. Delays and stoppages for in-
Juries are being unnecessarily
extended and must be restricted.

The referee has power to re-
start the game at any time if un-
necessary delay is being caused
by officials attending to an in-
jured- player or players.

Referees should insist on the
ten minutes interval at half-
time being adhered to and to re-
port any infringementg

Keep up with the play—to
succeed in this a referee should
satisfy himself that he ig physi-
cally fit.

Insist that free-kicks, free
pucks, etc., are taken without
delay. Whege delays in kicking
out, etfc., are deliberate, referees
sg<))uld penalise under Rule 105

It states : “Caution player for
forbidden tactics and send him
to the line on repetition of of-
fence.”

. Shouid a player be injured, in-
f1st on play being resumed with
minimum delay—not to exceed
iwo minutes under any circum-
stances.

Do not hold up the game by
whistling petlty infringements
when same do not impede the
course of the game,

Always keep the game going
by prompt decisions,

Other Decisions.
Recommendations of a general
nature are :—

That referees be appointed by
a small Committee independert
of the competing teams. The
suggested Committee to consist
of Chairman, Secretary, Treas-
urer and two others; and that
this system be adopted by every
council and committee of the
Assoclation.

That young referees should
be encouraged and given ample
opportunities and that the man-
rer in which referees generally
were being discouraged and in-
terfered with by the officers and
officials in charge of provincial,
county and club teams, both on
the field of play and after the
games should be effectively
stopped.

All Committees and Councils
should insist on referees being
properly togged, and a supply of
outfi¢ for this purpose should be
kept.

Referees may alter a decision
of the linesman, but not the
afreed decision of the goal um-
pires.

Charging of goalie when he is
not in possession {0 be severely
and consistenly penalised.

Pushing in the back and pull-
ing to be carefully watched and
consistenly checked,
