I do not care
wbout the people in Dublin, but
I do think this town is being
treated badly, and it is the
people of the towns who must
stand the official racket from
Government offices and every-
day they spend out of their offi-
ceg they are costing the people
money.

Almost 180 flights w i) be
operated between Dublin and
London alone, of which “Star-
flights” will total 42 at three re-
turn flights each night.

Glasgow, the company’s second
busiest route, wili have 40 flights
per week, 20 more than in June.
On some days, notably July 14th
and 28th, the frequency of flights
on this route will surpass even

Manchester and Liverpool
routes will be augmented by 16
and 20 serviceg per week, respec-
tively, and a da’ly service wii
be provided between Dublin and
Birmingham, with additiona]
flights on certain week-days.

Ap Eye to the Future,

Ve BILL

.Cril'icismﬁo; Fianna
Fail Scheme

On the second stage of tue
Social Weltare Bill in the Dall
on Wednesday,

Mr. T. F. O'Higgins (F.G.) said
that the country had not been
-ntormed by the pretent tempor-
ary Minister for Social Welrare
what plang the present tempor-
aly Government had in regard
to social welfare. When Fianna
Fail had an overall majority and
‘were not depending on “Five
Feathers,” they refused to give
half a million pounds to the old
age penscns. The present Mini-
ster nad opposed .the Social Wel-
fare Scheme for po'itical reasons
and had proposed a Fianna Fail
scheme instead. The country
Was now entitled to know what
had become of the previous
Government’s scheme.

The Government had stopped
something that would have
been beneficial to the workers.
They would never have had this
proposal to increase old age pen-
sions by 2/6 a week from the
Fianna Fail Government .f the
money to cover it had not been
in the financial proposals already
passed by the House.

Mr. J, Hickey (Lab.) said that
when old age pensions were at
a maximum of 5/- 3 week the
recipients could purchage 11b,
butter, 7lbs. bread, 6 pints of
milk, 1lb. sugar, 2 ozs. of tea,
3 lbs. of meat, 1 doz. eggs and 2
pints of stout. These would cost
20/- to-day. How, he asked,
were these pensioners to provide
themselves with clothing, boots
and other essentials w thout de-
Privifig themselves of the neces-
sities of life. He agreed with
the Minister when as a Deputy
he introduced an amendment to
Deputy Norton’s scheme and said
that if an old age pensioner had
£2 per week it would not be tso
much to add a further £1 to that
income. The Labour Party would
back the Government 100 per
cent. if they brought ‘n an
amendment on those lines now.
It wag dishonest for the Minister
to make the statement on March
2nd to the House and now to
come along with the scheme that
‘was embodied in the Social
Security Bill. Was it not time
to stop taking and come down
to realities. He knew of cases
of women coming from England
here to stay with the'r daugh-
ters being refused their English
pensions and having to get home
assistance here. If there was
anything the Minjster could do
in such cases of pensioners trans-
ferring their residence from Eng-
land he should do it. It ghould
be the subject matter of arrange-
ment between the two Govern-
ments. The Minister had chan-
ged f1'e mind about giving pen-
sions at 65 jnstead of 70 years
of age. It ‘was cold compensa-
tion for a man or woman on
reaching 65 to be told they would
bave to go to the Labour Ex-
change to get so much or that
they Would get sickness benefit
if they were ill. It was wrong
to ask people with rheumatism
or other illness to_march every
morning to- the Labour Ex-
changes to sign on. Surely they
could do something better than
that for their old people.

Mr. T. A. Kyne (Lab.) said
that the Bill was long overdue.
Because of the increased cost of
¥ving, an increase in the rate
of pensiong was an urgent neces-
sity, and Deputies needed no pat
on the back or any fine tributes
from old age pensioners for offer-
ing them this modicum of gene-
rosity.

Mr. M. J. Corry (F.F.) said he
was glad that the Bill had been
brouzht in separately and apart
from ‘the Soc'al Security Bi'l,
which would take months tg get
through the House. It was not
Dart of the Social Security Rill
as introduced by the Jlast Gov-
ernment, but was brought in as
'dn amendment to the Bill by the
previoup Government and as a
orice for the support of certain

Oven.—(1) Cook as much as
Dossible in the oven at one time.

(3) Avoid opening even
decor except when really neces-
sary. (4) Arrange even shelves
in correct position before heat-
ing up the oven. (5) When pos-
sible turn off oven swtich 15
minutes before meal is served.

(8} Turn “off” main
switch when finished cooking.

PRICE OF MILK

Speaking at a meeting of the
Creamery Milk Supply Associ-
ation, at Bridgetown, Co. Clare,
Mr. John Feely. Vice-Chairman
National Executive, said the As-
sociation would not feel satis-
fied until they received 1/9 per
gallon for milk. The one snag
they were up against, however,
was the fact that each time milk
was increased by one penny a
gallon, butter would have to be
increased by twopence a pound,
and that would be hard on the
600,000 people living in Dublin.
