The Estimate’s Committee had
recommenided a rate of 39/7.62
in the £, an increase of 163d on
last yearls -figure. It was,
pointed ont by the Co. Manager
that of thnis 103}d., thne sum
of fivepenice had already been
spent last year on work which
had not been provided for in
the estimates but which was
requested by members during
the year and approved by them.

This dggtually meant, he said,
that last year's rate was not 38s.
and 9d. but 39/2 in the £ He
would bg prepared to accept a
rate of tle same amount for the
coming §ear and would make
every possible effort to work
within it.

However, followinig over three
hours discussion, the meeting
rejected the three figures placed
before them 39/7.62; 38/9
and finally 39/2 in the £.

Mr. J. Quirke stated that they

Manager : I cannot accept that

Chairman : I have been trying
to do that since I came here
When I first came I tried io ge*
the council to sell them to the
tenants for a tenner apiece.

CUT WHAT ?

Ald. Tom Kyne pointed oot
that if the council intended
cutting down on the ({figure
recommended by the estimates
committee, the Manager should
be told where he could make
the cut. He stated that every
time when they cut the estimate
in the past without telling the
Manager where to cut down
they found that insftead of 4n
allowance of £1 a week, the
disabled people in the county
were getting 15/-. The Manager
was forced to take such action
as he did not have enough
money. Ald. Kyne stated that
he would rather be honest about
the whole matter and tell the
Manager where to cut the
estimate.

Mr. Walsh suggestérl that they
cut their cXSibution to the
IT.A. which “would save a far-
thing.

_ In reply -to Senator = Butler,
the Manager statefl ihat by
dealing with the estimates early
this year and by getting out
the demands much ear‘ier, the
Council would save at least
£2,000 on interest on an
overdraft. This saving was being
taken into account in the estim-
ates,

Senator Butler, who was re-
sponsible for making such a
suggestion last year, stated that
he was glad L see that such a
step had been laken. It was one
that would greatly hepefit their
finances.

HONEYMOON FOR LIFE

Mr. MI. Harty referred to the
Vocational Education and the
Libaries demands stating that
they were much higher than
that of the County Committee
of Agriculture. “It would seem”
he said, that people were right
when they said to me that tc
get on to the staff of Waterferd
Co. Council was to have a
honeymoon for the rest of
your life”.

Mr. HR. Dowd stated "that

they were in a very difficult
position. The eyes of the county
were on them. Before the rates
were struck various services
were bei:nz asked for and when
striking the rates, the councill-
ors were asked to reduce rate.
They could not have it beth
ways. Main complaints seemed
to come from the farmers. The
nation had embarked on a
national scheme for  better
health and industry, on the
land and in the town. The
scheme was costing money but
all sections were deriving very
considerable benefit out of it.
Mr. Dowd stated that while it
might not be so much a ease cf
the farmer finding the rates %no
high, it was a case of his in-
ability to pay thnem which was
due to the poor prices he was
getting for his produce, througn
various reasons. The farmer
was blaming the Co. Council
entirely when the fault did not
rest on them_ at all. It was
mainly“a matter for the Goveri-
ment of the country and the
solution rested with the farniers
themselves. If the Goverment
was doing its duty, the farmers
and every other section of the
community would have the
ability to pay their rates.

Depi. Should Guarantee Loans — Colr. Dowd

“The Dept. of Agriculture |
should guaraniee these loans.
Thev should, at least, have this
faith in the small farmers of
Ireland by guaranteeing the
loans provided by a credit
scheme that has the approval
of the Depariment”.

This was stated by Mr. H.R.
Dowd at a meeting of Waterford
County Committee of Agricult—
ure in Dungarvan on Saturday
last when a resolution to this
effect was passed unanimously.

Before the committee was the
new credit scheme for farmers,
which is to be operated through
the Credit Corporation. It will
cater for farmers under £50
valuation. Total ampunt of credit
avallable will be £10 for each
pound of valuation up to a max
imum of £250. It will be repay-
#ble over five years at a rate
of six per cent. Farmers will
have 10 have sureties.

Mr. Dowd stated that it would
be virtually impossible for the
small farmer who was struggling
along to get satisfactory sureties.
The t should guarante
the loan for them. They had
done s0 in the past and he
sincerely hoped that whatever

There were many
young men who did not have the
capital needed to develop their
way of life; they were good
workers prepared to work hard
bul they were being deprived of
the opportunity. Because he
was just struggling along, it was
not easy to find a guarantor and
because he could not find one,
bhe could not raise the loan of
the required capital and because
he could not do so, he was not
able to avail of the opportunities
that came his way.

ALL WRONG

Mr. Heskin stated he knew a
man with £128,000 in the
bank who applied for a Dept.
of Agriculture loan and got it
without any difficulty simply
because, as he had told them,
“he did not wish to upset his
financial arrangements”. And I
should point out said Mr Heskin
that this man was not an Irish
national at all. Yet, the small
farmer in his own country with
the capital needed so badly
is unable to raise it on loan
because he cannot find a guarant
because he cannot find a guar-
antor.

Waterford County Committee
of Agriculture decided to appoint
a temporary instructor while
they were waiting for the
appointment of a permanent
man.

Recently some fish-
ermen especially on the lower
quay found large holes in their
nets which necessitated a delay
in making repairs and as a re-
sult of dilligent inquiries it was
found out that the damage
was being done by young child-
ren, especially after nightfall. In
an interview with a local net
fisherman, he stated that on sev-
eral occasions he had to repri-
mand children to keep away
from the nets but without avail,
and as he says, it is not so bad
when the holes are detected be-
fore going flshing, but in the
dark they would escape notice
and the result would be the loss
of salmon, going through the
nets. Fishermen have quite en-
ough to contend with in their
arduous work without having to
stand guard over their nets dur-
ing week-ends. Parents would be
well advised to keep their child-
ren from interfering with nets,
and for their own safety to keep
them off the quays. Otherwise
they may find themselves liable
for damages which is the only
other remedy. Nets are indeed
a very costly item when one
single net of fifty yards without
being oiled or mounted costs
from 75/- to 86/-.
