Dishorning of Calves

Farmers are again reminded
of the advisibility of dishorning
all calves, especially those which
are not intended for breeding
purposes. Hornless cattle are
worth more per head than
horned animals as they require
less space, are less liable to in-
jury, are more ecasily trans-
injury, are more easily trans-
ported and tend to thrive
better.

A simple and eifective
method of dishorning is by
means of caustic potash applied
to the horn buds of calves two
to seven days old;! the most
satisfactory results are obtained
if the calves are treated when
three days old. Full particulars
are given in the Department’s
Leaflet No. 23, copies of which
may be obtained free of charge
from the Secretary, Department
of Agriculture, Dublin.

It is illegal to dishorn any
head of cattle over -one month |
old unless the animal during the
whole of the operation is under
an anaesthetic. Any person

valuable bull. To such the 1o!-
hints may be useful.

Bull calves intended for
are generally well and
carefully fed from birth untii
they are sold in the spring at a
sale or a show. At their new
homes the feeding is usually
quite different from that to
which they are accustomed. In
some cases the food given may
not be guite suitable, while in
others the bull may even be
turned out on grass to forage
for himself. In either case«the
animal usually fails away in
conditioN’ or gets a serious
check in growth from which he
is a long time recovering; his
constitution is thereby weak-
ened and his usefulness im-
paired.

Considering that the bull is
half the herd and that so much
of the result of the season's
breeding upon him, he should
be treated more liberally and re-
ceive mere attention than is
given to the ordinary stock on
the farm and’h' he is to beget
strong healthy well developed
calves, and give a return for the
money invested in him.

Pasture herbage makes a com-
plete diet for the bull provided
that in virtue of the natural fer-
tility of the soil or the applica-
tion of fertilisers, the herbage
suffers from no deficiency
Other green foods are almost
equally as good for the purpose
and should be supplied when
the animal is not on pasture. In
winter an allowance o f gool
quality hay and roots together
with 4 to 6 pounds of concen-
trates per day usually suffices,
but a supplement of cabbage or
kale or silage or green Italiaa
rye grass adds considerably 1o
the value of the diet by promo-
ting health, vigour and fertility.
Good quality silage may con-
stitute a large proportion of t.Ee
diet of the bull. When green
[eeding, either ensiled or fresh
forms an appreciable part of the
daily ration -the constitution f
the concentrate mixture is ngt
a matter "of great important
provided of course the foods are
g0od and wholespme, In the ab-
sence of green material a couple
of pounds of £f“;‘g._mgal per
day makes a very ir portant con-
tribution to the diet in that
the grass meal provides the au-
tritive ingredients originally pra-
sent in the green herbage.

Where the diet consists of hay,
root and concentrates / suit-
able mixture of concentrates is
made of rolled oats Sparts, bran
Ipart and oilcake Ipart, In
that case the addltion_)i} the m
meal mixture of a mineral sup-
plement at the rate of 11b. to
the hundredweight of mixture is
advocated. Alump of rock should
be placed in the feeding box for
the bull to lick at when h de-
sires.

The overfeeding of a buyll ren-
ders him lethargic and excess-
ively heavy. Underfeeding on
the other hand is equally undes-
irable. Best results are obtained
where the bull is maintained in
reasonably good and active cond
ition.

It it is intended to bring out
the bull in good condition after
his first season to compete fog
a premium as a two year old, the
quantity of meal! mixture given
may be increased to from 7to
lb. per day. It is a bad practiee
to give the animal more at one
time than he is able to clean
up. Any food left from a pre
vious meal should be removed
and not be a]lowedlto mix with
the fresh food. It is important
that the bull should at all times
have free access to clean, fresh
water. Where this is not pos-
sible he should be offered water

Macra na Tuatha
Sugar Beet
Competition

Most of the records and cost-
ings examined frem these young
boys were better than I could
get from adult farmers in our
Macra na Feirme Branch 13
years ago. This is a great ad-
vance. It is most encouraging to
see the education of rural Irish
youth at long last being given
this impetus towards practical
farming.

This was stated by Mr. James
MacDwyer, C.E.Q., Co. Kerry
Vocational Education Committee
in his report as one of the
judges in the Macra na Tuatha
Sugar Beet project competition.
The judges were very pleased
with the results in this competi-
tion for which the Irish Sugar
Company is awarding 20 prizes
of £10 each. Forty-nine mem-
bers of Macra na Tuatha with
ages ranging from 13 to 18 from
all over Ireland competed by
growing under contract with the
Irish Sugar Company, plots of
sugar beet ranging from 1 rood
to 1 acre. The Macra na Tuatha
branches were all based in Vo-
cational. Schools and the Ruyral
Science *  Instructors = together
with Agricultural Advisers of
the Sugar Company gave direc-
tion and advice. The comp4titors
grew the beet themselves @n the
land provided by their fathers,

Competitors were judged on
;Records and Accounts, " Plant
Population, Harvesting;, "utilis-
ation of crowns, yield arfd sugar
content. Yields were generally
high, many of them over 16
tons per acre. The records and
accounts submitted were of par-
ticular interest because they in-
dicated how enthusiasically the
competitors engaged in their
project. The accounts were
scrupulously exact and for
these especially the Ruyral
Science Instructors of the Tech-
nical Schools are to be congra-
tulated. Those who did not win
a prize were well rewarded, in
any case, with a good cash re-
turn.

The following extract from a
West of Ireland successful com-
petitor’s records fairly sums up
the reason why he and others
took part in the beet growing
competition : :

(1) There was a chance of
winning a valuable cash prize.

(2) It seemed a good cash
crop and I needed money to help
me start a new project later.

(3) The pulp at reduced prices
to growers appealed to me as I
intended to start a sheep pro-
ject later.

And from anothér West of Ire-
land winner we quote :

“I have now got my cheque
for £30-13-10 which my father ijs
leaving to me. I got eight bags
of pulp. I bought yesterday five
2-year-old wethers for £6. I will
keep them until March when
they should be worth £8 10s.
The pulp will fatten them when
the crowns are eaten.

I had 13/10 left after buying
the sheep and I bought a pipe
and 2 ozs. of tobacco for my
father. This withn the manure
of the sheep and the tops should
compensate him for the 3-acre
of land which was very weedy
when I began to sow the beet.

These prizes are again being
made available by the Irish
Sugar Company for the current
season. Since it is essential to
be a member of Macra na
Tuatha in order to take part,
intending ~ competitors should
write to the Secretary, Macra
na Tuatha, Athy, Ceo. Kildare,
for particulars of registration.

In the meantime they should
ask their beet loading agent or
write to the Manager of _their
nearest Sugar Factory for a con-
tract form. They should also
have a soil test carried out im-
mediately on the ground where
they intend to sow the beet.

Competitors enjoy all the pri-
vileges which includes credit up
to £25 per acre, together, of
course with all the obligations of
beet growers. J

KILROSSANTY'S HOODED
GHOST

Even to-day, older people in
the locality will tell you that
the cave was regarded by their
forefathers with horror as the
tomb of an apostate friar whom
they call Valentine but of whom
very little is known. He was
really an Augustinian and a
member of a well-known county
family of the landholder class.
His name was Wallis which is
the Waterford equivalent of the
Kilkenny Walsh—(Valois or De
Vallis). It is said that he left
the-"'Church to inherit the ex-
tensive lands of his people —
who threatened to disinherit
him if he did not do so.

To-day, many people will re-
call for you the strange story
of the hooded ghost seen on its
journey to Paire an tSeipeil
(Chapel Field) in Englishtown.
And they will tell you that it is
the ghost of Valentine.

The three holy wells in the
0Old Churchyard are sacred re-
spectively to Our Lord, His
Holy Mother. and St. Brigid. It
is only recently, in the month of
February, that the people of
Kilrossanty made their ‘rounds’
of the wells.

Yes, the Old Church ruins in
Kilrossanty are seeped in his-
tory and it would be fitting if
the National Monuments Advi-
sory Committee would lend a
hand to affording the sacred
spot, the recognition it richly
deserves.

They were
disappointed

At the blessing and opening of
the new school at Abbeyside
last Monday miorning, everyone
was happy except the school
children. They had good reason
to feel as they did. By their
transfer from the old building
on that date they lost a free
day.

Tuesday being election day
they would have had no school
had they been in the old build-
ing. '{-Iowever, all that is now
forgotten in the cémfort of
their ' excellent surroundings.
Very Rev. J. Roch‘e, P.P, who
celebrated Mass in the  new
school, performed the blessing
and opening ceremoniesc. It was
indeed a memorable occasion in
the life of the ancient parish.

THE QUESTION — THE
ANSWER.

As a matter of interest, I
should like to mention that on
17th Feb. Very Rev. Fr. Roche,
PP, announced during Mass in
Abbeyside Parish Church that
the new school would be opened
on the morning of Monday,
Feb. 25th. This was the actual
intention at the time. On Friday
evening, Feb. 22nd, the teachers
were still under the impression
that they would be going into
the new school the next week.
However, at the last minute the
