~Having reviewed the evidence
at length, the Justice commented
that MeCarthy's reaction to
Q'Sullivan’s demand on that
Sunday morning was not that of
a man who had paid the £150 in
his (Justice’s) opinion. At the
same time he was quite saisfied
that defendant had no intention
whatever of cheating the plain-
tiff. On the evidence he was
forced to the conclusion that
O'Sullivan had not got the bal-
ance of his transaction and the
fact of his having held the
ticket was in his favour, as'if
defendant was careless in not
looking for it after the ftrans-
action, he could be cqually care-
less regarding ihe meney trans-
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cree for the full amount claimé i
with costs and expenses.

THE WATERLOO CUP
AND MASTER McGRATH

IT is doubtful if, since 1869,

|
there has been born in Ireland !

a child, male or female, who
who has not grown up with
the knowledge of some slory
or hearsay that had to do with

Master MeGrath the greyhound ;
who became a nationdl hero.

Practically every Irishman
and woman are fond of sport
and takes the very greatest in-
terest in the international affairs
that concern steeplechasing and
greyhound coursing, particul-
arly the greatest events in the
world, the Grand National and
the Waterloco Cup. Probably .no
sport has a longer and cieaner
record than that of coursing. The
modern pastime of greyhound
racing gives much pleasure and
excitement but hardly the wil-
der thrill that open coursing
excites.

The Waterloo Cup is gener-
ally run off in February at Alt-
car outside Liverpool and not
far from the famous steeple-
chase course of Aintree. This
Cup, the blue riband of coursing,
was founded in 1836 by a
Liverpool Hotel keeper.

The estate at Altcar, owned
by Lord Seften who established
the English Coursing Club in
1825 was chosen as the venue.
The event in 1836 was only
an eight dog stake; the follow-
ing year it was increased to 16
in 1838 to to 32 and in 1857
to 64, as it remains to date, so
that it is now exactly 100 years

lovely micadow, as {lat as a bil-
liard table practically locked to-
gether, Babs head cshowed a
little in frent but in coming to
a cross drain MeGrath cleared
it with Babs’ head at his tail.
A wild Irish cheer greeted his
effort. A similar incident oc-
curred before they reached the
hare when MeGrath left about
a yard of daylight between the
two. On reaching the hare he
increased his lead a little reached
out for his game, missed, came
around again for a second point,
missed again, let in Bab which
gained two strong points and
placed herself for a third and
maybe a win. MecGrath had now
scored two points for the turn
and one for the second (tolal
three). Bab had two points up
and would have scored iwo more
had she managed to kill," but
MeGrath, the great dog that he
was, would not be denied and
showing a tremendous burst of
speed flew past her as ii <he
was standing and went on to
kill thus winning this most mem-
orable course of all time by 7
points to 2.

The Irish crowd, particularly
the near connections £ the dcg,
went wild with delight aid Mr,
Galway hammered his top hat
to pieces with his walking stick.

MceGrath was now a world
champion with an ‘unbeaten
record, after winning 37 courses
courses against the world's best.
Again in 1870 McGrath went
to Altcar, but went out in his
first course; it was said a t the
time some bookmaker who stood
to lose thousands of pounds if

since sixty four of the world’s
best greyhounds raced over
these famous meadows.

Now to get back to Master
McGrath and give a few inter-
esting details of his history. He
was whelped in 1866 at Col-
ligan Lodge, about three miles
outside Dungarvan. Colligan was
the residence of the late James
Galway who was land agent for
the Earl of Dartrey.. Mr. Gal-
way was an ardent lover of
greyhounds . McGrath’'s dam
was Lady Sarah, the pro-
perty of Mr. Galway and his
sire Dervock, the dam was a
small black bitch and the sire a
very big red and white. McGrath
was the smallest of the litter of
seven whelps, —three dogs and
four bitches. Many coursing
men think that McGrath had no
descendants but this is incorrect.
Such famous greyhounds as Red
Gauntlet, Hop Jack, Speyfontein,
Harmonican and Clunagh Fidd-
ler are all descendants of his.

Master MecGrath was called
after the kennell boy who had
charge of him as a puppy. It
would appear that very little
was thought of the Master as a
puppy probably owing to his
small size as he weighed only
54 Ibs. An old resident of Colli-
gan used to tell a story manmy
years ago of the Master’s {first
trial.It appears that one day
Lord Lurgan and Mr. Galway
were trying two good dogs near
Colligan. They slipped them to
a stag of a hare which beat
them after a long course.. Young
McGrath was sitting on a wall
watching the course and holding
the Master with a handkierchiet.
Mr. Galway asked him what
did he think of the course and
he replied that it was a good
course but looking at the Master
he said “if this fellow hacd been
after the hare he would have
killed him.” They put McGrath
in for the next course with a
very good dog and Master
beat him pointless bringing off
a great kill.

He was then put into training
and a few weeks afterwards won
the Visitors’ Cup (1867) at Lur-
gan) beating some of the best
dogs in {raining. He won the
Waterloo Cup, next year, 1868,
beating the greatest dogs of the
time including Belle of Scotland,
Kalastro, Marionette, Brigade,
Lobelia and the world famous
Caqck Robin in the final. Again
in 1869, McGrath had a stiffer
test beating Borealis, Hard Lines
Rudolph, Charming May, Lob-
elia and then went on to beat
the pride of Scotland in thefinal,
the great Bab at the Bowster.
Both finalists had an unbeaten
record as in this final one of
them had to make and lose a
world's record, the excitement
was intense.

The slipper let two hares go
without slipping the dogs; then
came a real stag of a hare and
they were away to a perfect
slip. Both dogs flew down that

MeGrath won had someone
squared to dope McGrath before
his course. McGrath was not
finished yet, as shortly after
he won the Brownlow Cup
which he had won the previous
year. On this occasion he had
the most memorable course that
was ever Seen against a great
dog called Sir William, After
being slipped McGrath followed
another hare going almost the
same direclion; there was a
gap of over thirty yards seper-
ating the two hares when he
suddenly dropped his first sight
and speedily followed Sir Wil-
liam’s hare. In a run of about
200 yards, McGrath made up a
deficit of 30 yards, went by Sir
William in the last couple of
strides and picked up the hare.
It was considered by the judge
to be the most extracrdinary
turn of speed he had ever wit-
nessed. Again to Alicar in
1871 and his third Waterloo
Cup win. McGrath was in the
pink of condition and was
guarded day and night before
coursing. In his third course he
beat Rochester, supposed to be
the fastest dog in the world but
McGrath left him standing and
went on to beat the great Pre-
tender in the final. McGrath was
only 55 Ibs. weight and the
other 66. A well known judge at
that time remarked “McGrath
does not know his speed, he is
a freak of nature.” :

MecGrath was five years old
when he won his third water-
loo as he was born in 1866.
Probably no dog has been so
generally worshipped as was
Master McGrath. At least (wo
meonuments are erected to his
memory. He was the greatest
greyhound in the history of
coursing and coursed in top class
for four seasons, meeting and
‘beating all the champions. To
quote the words of a famous
English coursing writer when
he heard of MeGrath's death :

“The great master of the leash
is no more; the lion-hearted Mec-
Grath is gone. That invincible
greyhound has reached the
bourne from whence there is :0
return, "

The news of his unexpe:ied
demise was received with gon-

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Dungarvan Cow-Testing
Association’s Annual Report

The annual general meeting
was held in Egan’s Hotel. Mr.
Patrick Morrissey, President of
the Association presided.

The Supervisor, giving his an-
nual report, said at the begin-
ning of the year the Association
comprised of 20 members owning
240 cows and at the end of the
year, 20 members owning” 242
cows—of these complete records
are available for 210 cows.

The average yield of milk and
butterfat for completed cows
was 6,625 lbs. milk, 236.49 1bs.
butterfat; average test, 3.57%.
Valuing butterfat at 4/- 1b. and
skim milk, 80% of whole at 3d.
per gallon we find the value of
the produce was £53-19-2 per
cow.

This yield shows an increase
of 361 lbs. milk, and 13.4 lbs.
butter-fat as compared with
average for 1955. The best cow
recorded in the Association was
Mrs. E. F. Denny's pure-bred
Jersey, “Venus,” which in a
lactation of 45 weeks gave a
yield of 9,516 1bs. milk, 532.89
Ibs. butter-fat, 5.06% average
test. Valued at above prices,
£116-1-6. The worst cow re-
corded was a shorthorn type
cow which in a lactation of 28
weeks gave a yield of 2,530 Ibs.
milk, 76.4 lbs. butter fat; aver-
age test, 3.02%, value £17-18-8.

Denny’s Jersey ‘‘Venus,” 9,516
lbs. milk, 532.89 lbs, b.fat, aver-
age test, 5.06%, 45 weeks, value,
£116-1-6. 2nd, Mr. William

lbs. milk, 478:60 Ibs. butterfat;
average test, 4.08% in 45 weeks,
value £105-12-15; 3rd, Mrs. E.
F. Denny’s Jersey “Primrose”,
8,701 lbs. milk. 461.15 lbs., but-
terfat; average test, 5.3% in 45
weeks, value £100-18-8. 4th, Mrs.
R. O’Donnell’s half-bregd British
Friesian, 11,747 1bs. milk. 412.31
Ibs. butter-fat, average test, 3.51
p.c. in 45 weeks, value £94-3-3.
5th, Mr. C. Dempsey’s half-bred
British Friesian, “No. 22." 11,238
lIbs. milk, 379.84 Ibs. butter-fat,
average test 3.38 p.c. in 40 weeks
value £87-4-4,

The averages of these 5 cotvs
were 10,234 1bs. milk, 452.96 1bs.
butter-fat, average test, 4.42
per cent, value £100-15-1¢ per
cow. The average lor the five
worst cows was 3,129 lbs, milk,
95.72 1bs. butterfat, average test,
3.05%: value £17-9-2 per cow,

The best herd of 12 cows or
under was Mrs. E. F. Denny’s
herd of 12 cows which gave an
average yield of 7,293 lbs, milk,
330.65 1bs. butterfat, average

test, 4.52%; value £73-6-9 per
cow.

Thl‘ ost D rd was Al
Wm. O'Brien’s herd of 11 eow
completed. Average yield, 8,184
Ibs. milie, 20856 Ibs. butter-faf.
average test, 3.65%; wvalue
£67-16-10 per cow.

The Dbest herd of 12 cows or
over was Alr. John Tierney's
herd of 13 cows. Average’ yield,
8,003 lbs. milk 251.39 1lbs. butter-
;fat, average test, 3.54%, wvalue.
| £57-5-7 per cow. The second
best herd was Mr. Edmond Phe-
lan’s herd of 17cows. Average
yield, 7,149 lbs. milk, 247.37 lbs.
butter-fat, average 3.46%: value.
£56-11-6. g

The third best herd was Mr. C.
Demsey’s herd of 27 cows. Aver-
age yield, 7,187 1bs. milk: 246.46
lbs. butter-fat, average  test
3.42%, value 56-7-11.

To compare those good herds
with the worst herd recorder,
we find that a herd of 16 cows
gave an average yield of 4,992
lbs. milk, 166.95 lbs. butterfat,
average test 3.34%, value
£38-5-9 per cow. If this herd
was stepped up to the same
standard as the hest herd re-
corded it would mean an ir-
crease of income to its farm of
£560 per year, although this
worst herd gave an average

yield of practically 500 gallois
per cow which is as good as th
estimated average for all ho
supplying creameries in
country.

: AVERTFED

At a meeting of the Black-
water of the Blackwater Hatch-
ery Committee under the Chair-
manship of Mr. R. G. Annesley,
Inspecior Woulfe reported that
since last meeting about one-
third of the salmon fry at Mal-
low Hatchery have been re-
leased into the tributaries.

LEAFLET 11
Prevention of White

Scour in Calves

White Scour is a very common
disease.in new-born calves, par-
ticularly during the spring and
early summecr. The majority of
cases occur within the first
fortnight of life. It is seen most
of(tien in calves one to five days
old.

CAUSE OF WHITE SCOUR.

White Scour is caused as a re-
sult of germs being picked up
by the calf in its food or other-
wise. The germs responsible for
the disease may be present nor-
mally on the farm only cau ding
disease in very young calves.
The variety of germ causing the
disease may vary from furm (o
farm.

SYMPTOMS.

In very severe cases the
disease may be so rapid that no
symptoms will be seen and the
calf may be found dying or
dead. In severe cases there will
be complete loss of appetite,
rapid loss of condition, sunken
eye-balls, tucked up abdomen.
scour followed by prostration
and very often death. The usual
symptoms noted are depression,
the calf is less active, is inclined
to lie and is reluctant to feed.
There is a scour which is white
but may be occasionally green
or greenish yellow and is some-
times bloodstained. Calves
which recover from a severe at-
tack are stunted and may re-
main unthrifty for a long period.
As well as the scour symptonis
some calves suffer from disease
of the joints which are tender
and which sometimes break out.
This condition is called -joint-
ill. Pneumonia sometimes oc-
curs.

HYGIENE ' AND HUSBANDRY

The first essential is to give
the calf pure biestings (coles-
trum) as soon as it is prepared
to drink. If a bucket is used for
feeding it should be thoroughly
cleansed and scalded immedi-
ately before use. The cow’s teats
and the milker's hands should
be clean when- drawing the
biestings which
