Mr. Gerald Adams, late Works
Manager of Messrs. Guinness,
who was responsible for design-
ing the trophy and for all the
preliminary work in making it
a reality saw his dream come
frue and it was handed over
to' those behind the staging of
Ireland’s Festival of National
Music. *

Mr. Patrick McDonagh, who
succeeded Mr. Adams as Works
Manager, was present represent-
ing Messrs. Guinness and stated
in a well worded speech that
this departure was something
completely new for Guinness.
They had never before presented
a trophy for competition and this
occasgion was to be accepted as a
gesture of good will from Ire-
land’'s largest firm to Ireland’s
culture and especially to Ire-
land's traditional music and the
playing of the harp.

Blight is one of those crop Flea& ChCOll Na hElr eann

diseases which will always be
with us. We can protect the
potato crop from being ravaged
by it but we can scarcely cver
hope to be able to ecliminate it.
We rarely, in fact, suceed in
getting good control on this
disease. Those tubers which
have such poor flavour and
which show brown or rusty

spots in the flesh are really
blight infected. The disease is
thus propagated by the crop
seed year after year,

IMPORTANCE OF EARLY
SPRAYING
To neglect the spraying of a
potato crop is folly in the ex-

treme. Whether in garden or
field, such a crop could be re-

Jduced almost overnight to an

evil smelling and rotten mass of
foliage. Such extreme cases are
rare fortunately. However, un-
less the young foliage is pro-
tected now by a film of spray
it will not be possible to do so
later on when the full canopy
of leaves has been produced.

. THE SPRAY MIXTURE

The preparation of the spray
must be done properly to en-
sure adequate results. Take a 40-
gallon wooden barrel and put
35 gallons of water into it. Dis-
solve 8 Ibs. of pure bluestone in
the water. Next dissolve 10 1bs,
of clean washing soda in 2 or 3
gallons of water, Add the wash-
ing soda solution to the other
solution slowly and with con-
stant stirring. Add sufficient
water to make up 40 gallons of
spray mixture, The mixture
should then be applied to the
crop without delay using a
spraying machine which is in
really good order. Two to three
barrels of, spray will cover a
statute acres according to the
amount of tops in the erop.

OTHER TYPE SPRAY
MIXTURES

For a first $praying, half of
the above quantities of blue
stoneand washing soda (4 lbs. to
5 lbs. respectively in 40 gallans
of water) suffices well en-ugh,
provided the foliage is ade-
quately covered.

There are proprietary mix-
tures easily available. which
have the advantage of saving a
{1l ‘Tma in preparation. These

give good enough results as al.

rule if applied often enough and
if the season is a dry one. The
bluestone-washing soda spray is
however a better job, espem]ly
if a second and third spraying is
given at 2 to 3 weeks intervals,

CULTIVATIONS

The final earthing up of the
drills is a protection to the
tubers. Bring the soil up to
form a sharp topped ridge for
main creps. °

Caused by thread-like worms
present in the smaller air pas-
sages of the lungs.

Large numbers of eggs, laid hy
the female worms in the lungs,
are coughed up into the throat,
swallowed and reach the intes-
tines where the young worms
hatch out. These minute young
worms are then passe d out in
the droppings from which they
;_get on to the grass and are
ipicked up by grazing animals
and get into the intestines. From
here they make their way into
the blood stream and are car-
ried back to the lungs where
they become mature and fem-
ales begin egg-laying. Thus the
life cycle is completed.

l

soft watery swelling may ap-
pear under the lower jaw. The
gums and the skin inside the
eye-lids become pale and in ad-
vanced cases, a yellow colour.
This chronic pining extends
through the winter and spring,
and death frequently results
in untreated cases. The condition
can be cbnfirmed by examination
of the liver of a dead animal.
When heavily infested the liver
becomes very hard and can only
be cut through wijth difficulty.

When cutting through a fuky
liver, the knife makes a grating
sound as if cutting through gra-
vel and on squeezing the cut
portion of the liver numbers of
fluke will be seen.

PREVENTION

1 As the fluke cannot live
without its special snail, the
most important step is to get rid
of the snail, which lives in wet
land, by thorough drainage.

PREVENTION
Avoid overstocking or
crowding of pastures. Feed
young cattle in winter giving
the weaker ones, crushed oats
roots and good hay. Beware of
calf-paddocks which have been
used for years. It is best to keep
calves up to at least 12 months
of age on new grass grown from
seeds. Practice rotational graz-
ing if possible, Do not graze

fested with both types of worms.

The chief symptom of hoose is
the typical husky cough, fol-
lowed in severe cases by pneu-
monia. Pining  is also noticed,
but this is mainly caused by the
stomach worms which lowed the
animals’ powers of resistance to
combat the lung worms.

If untreated, death may fol-
low or the condition may be-
come chronic and continue over
the winter. Calves are the chief
victims, though in severe out-
breaks, cattle of all ages may
become affected.

PREVENTION

The prevention of hoose is
the same as for stomach worms
As these two worms almost al-
ways go together, the farmer
who takes .the

with the cleanings as this
spreads the snails and may make
matters worse. Ducks and plover
are invaluable in reducing the
snail population.

This mud snail is very small,
with a pointed shell and varies
from a quarter to a half-inch in
length. It is very often found in
the mud around a pond or in a
wet patch of land. It is des-
troyed by blue stone which may
be applied to fluky pastures in
ane of two ways :

(a) By spraying the pasture
with a solution containing 8lb.
of blue stone in every 40 gallons
of water and using 100 to. 120
gallons of this solution per acre.

(b) By broadcasting by hand
a mixture of one part finely
powdered blue stone in four
parts of sand at the rate of 28
Ib. of blue stone per acre.

Either of the above applica-
tions is best carried out in June

GENERAL ADVICE
WORM DISEASES
These probably cause more loss
than any other disease. The in-
direct loss due to their effect on
the condition and milk yields of
animals which survive is more
serjous than the immediate loss|w
caused by the death of an in-
fected animal. Do not wait until
animals show signs of disease.
If the instructions given in
this leaflet, together with the
advice given by a veterinary
surgeon, are carried out there
should be little or no losses
from these diseases. Any far-
mer who takes the steps recom-
mended will be amply repaid.

as cattle. Horses should be al-
lowed to graze on cattle pas-
tures as they are not affected
by these cattle worms and will
kill off any they may swallow.
Similarly, cattle are not affected
by horse worms, so one helps the
other. Keep the land well
drained, as dry pastures are less
likely to become heavily infested.
Worms may also be picked up
in watering ponds. If possible
cattle should not be allowed to
contaminate the water.

It cannet be recommended
too stromgly that all young
cattle between the ages of
three and eighteen months be
given suitable doses of Phend-
thiazine once a month, from
Jume te .October inclusive, and
that all other cattle including
cows over this age be dosed
twice a year, one dose in Aug-
ust and the second dose a
moenth later.

Cattle will do better and cows
will milk better after treatment.
TREATMENT

If through neglect to take
steps to prevent disease, symp-
toms are noted and the diag-
nozis is confirmed, remove the
affecled animals from the pas-
ture and treat them with Pheno-
thiazine at fortnightly i ntervals
until they have recovered. Dur-
ing treatment allow exira feed-
ing, When treating wecak or un-
dersized cattle do not give the

will by doing so also keep down

TREATMENT

The most important thing to
do if caftle get hoose is to take
all the steps recommended in the
treatment for stomach worms.
As well as this, injections of
special drugs by a veterinary
surgeon are very helpful. With
hoose, the housing and good
feeding with milk, erushed oats
or meal, hay and roots are
most important. If cattle do not
respond to treatment, or if
they develop pneumonia, veter-
inary advice should be sought
immediately.
