Men on the quayside put to
sea in one of the hoats tied up
there. The boy was seen quite
clearly being swept away. He
remained afloat for a consider-
‘able distance but went down
right in the centre of the quay.

Mr. Kevin Dowling, a clerical
officer employed by Waterford
County Council, in Dungarvan,
stated in evidence that the office
where he works overlooks the
harbour. While at work on Tues-
day he heard that a young boy
was drowning and he rushed out
of the office and over the nearby
Abbeyside Bridge to the scene of
the trouble. “As I ran.” he stated
“I took off my. coat and shoes.
When I climbed over the chain-
railings I saw the body floatling
in the water below. I gol down
the embankment and jumped in.
I sswwvam to it and I could see i
swirling around on top of the
water. I got to within 5 yards of
it but the boy floated away too
fast for me and went out of my
range. I am not a very good
swimmer and was not able to
go on further. I had to try to
get back.

Body in arms

Mr. Pats Organ, T. J. Murphy
i Plzce, Abbeyside, gave evidence
of having taken part in the
search and dragging operations,
He stated that having searched
around the harbour for about an
hour and a half he went home
for his dinner and on returning
he decided to take a walk along
by the shore at Abbeyside on

At a point between the Cunni-
gar and the Abbeyside Point he
saw the “little white thing” bob-
bing up and down in the water
which was going with the tide.
Eventually it came in nearer the
shore until it was about 15 yards
away. Witness stated he waded
ou: and found it to be the body
of the little boy. Witness then
signalled the other boats search-
ing and holding the body in his
arms took it in the boat across
the harbour to the morgue.

Dr. P. O’Connell, M.O., Dun-
garvan, stated that on Tuesday
last he was called to examine the
body of Peadar Foley affer it
had been taken from the sea,
Witness found it to be that of a
well-nourished child of about
7 years of age. The only exter-
nal warks were some scratches
on the face. Witness formed the
opinion that death was caused
by asphyxia due to drowning.

DROWNING TRAGEDY IN DUNGARVAR

THE tragic story that marked the ending of three little boys’ fishing expedition on

the first day of their summer holidays was told at an.inquest held in the Court-
house, Dungarvan, on Wednesday into the circumstances surrounding the death of
71 years old Peader Foley, son of Mr. and Mrs. Philip Foley, Mountain Villas, who fell
into the harbour on Tuesday and was swept to his death by the currents.

THE FOUNTAIN OF KNOCKLUCAS

WATER FOR COUNTY’S
FORGOTTEN STRIP

WO years ago, Walerford
Council agreed to erect two
fountains which would pro-
vide 2 regular and convenient
water supply to the 72 people
living in the Knocklucas area of
Clonmel . .. an area that is
within the boundary of Water-
ford.

Materials were delivered to
the sites for the job and agree-
ment was reached with Clonmel
Corporation to supply the water
at a rate of 2/6 per 1,000 gallons.
But the fountains were never
erected and the people of Knock-
lucas remained without water,

They had to travel almost half
a mile for their daily needs and
these could only be secured in a
well that was not safe because of
the fact that horses and cattle
were using it. In the summer
months, the well dried up and
water was strictly rationed in
each of the 22 houses at Knock-
lucas.

But the people concerned took
a firm stanﬁi last week. They
were determined to prove to
Waterford Co. Council that their
case was one that cried out for
urgent attention. They ap-
pointed a deputation to go be-
fore a meeting of the Ca. Council
in Dungarvan. Led by Mr. P,
Ryan, they presented their case
aided by their local Councillor,
Mr. John Fahey.

The state of affairs in the
district was really deplorable,
said Mr. Fahey, and something
would have to be done to fulfil
the promise made to the people
in June, 1955, when the Council
agreed to provide the fountains
at a cost of £400.

Members of the Council
wanted to know where the
money would be found now.
Having agreed to provide it two
years ago the Council turned
their backs on that agreement on
the day of the estimates and
failed to make provision for the
money.

Mr, J. Flynn stated he would

tary estirnate mainly because the
Council did not have the cour-
age to face up to meeting their
strongly oppose any supplemen-
supplementary estimates of last
year, Instead of providing an ad-
ditional 6d. in the £ on the
rates to meet overexpenditure,
the members took the easy way
out by putting the amount on to
the “already huge overdraft.”

Then came another difficulty.
The County Engineer (Mr. J. Or-
monde B.E,) pointed out that
it had now been found that
there was not enough water pres-
sure in the Knocklucas area to
supply two fountains. Only one
could be erected. This would re-
duce the cost to £280 but it
would not meet the needs of the
people concerned. The fountain
would be erected at one end of
Knocklucas and as the area was
rather scattered, it woould not
suit those living at the other end.
Neverheless with the limited
pressure of water available,
there was nothing the Council
could do.

Members of the deputation did
not take kindly t o this state-
ment and for a considerable
period they argued among them-
selves. Finally, it was agreed
“that half a loaf was better than
none” and they expressed their
willingness to “make the best of
it.”

Mr. J. Ormonde T.D., said that
water was a vifal necessity to
these people. They had estab-
lished a strong case and as the
Council had previously agreed to
give them the water, the least
they should do now was to live
up to that agreement by provid-
ing the money however
they did so.

The matter went to a votc.
Twelve members voted that the
money be provided by supple-
mentary estimate. Nine voted
against it. With this decision
comes the end of a four years
old campaign and the next
couuple of weeks will see the
erection of “The PFountain of
Knocklucas” and a regular
supply of water in the “forgot-
ten strip of County Waterford.”

RECONSTRUCTION
SCHEME
MOVED

A new scheme to ‘encourage
the reconstruction of houses in
the town of Dungarvan, was
moved by Ald. Tom. Kyne T.D,,
Chairman at Friday night's
meeting of the Urban Council.

A notice of motion was
handed in by the Chairman to
the effect that at next meeting of
the Council on the 12th July, he
will move that the sum of
£1,000 be made available for the
payment of reconstruction grants
in accordance with the provi-
sions of Section 12 of the Hous-
ing Amendment Acts, 1954 —
“such grants to be made. avail-
able in addition to the State
grants available and on a pro-
rata basis thereto with a maxi-
mum of £80 for those who
qualify for the maximum State
Grant of £120. The grants to be
made available for such work
commenced on or after the 1st
July, 1957 and' completed before
the 31st March, 1958.”

Commenting on the new
scheme, the Chairman stated
that it would meet the type of
reconsiruction that they were
anxious to encourage. There
were many people who would
be only too glad to improve their
living conditions if they could
meet the cost. This scheme
would greatly help them. For
the person who qualified for the
State Grant of £120, the Coun-
cil would pay a grant of £80—
which would make a total grant
of £200. This was a worthwihle
object irom the Council’s point
of view as well as from the
house-owner,

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Call to Abolish Revaluation System for 15 years

THE detrimental effects of revaluation

were the subject of lively and interest-
ing debate at the annual meeting of Water-
ford County Council in Dungarvan on
Monday when on a vote of 12 to 7 a resolu-
tion was carried recommending [the aboli-
tion of revaluation of property following
improvements for a period of the next 15

years.

Before the meeting was 2
letter from the General Council
of County Councils which
sought the views of indivdual
councils on the foHowing resol-
ution : “Since inclusion in the
annual revaluation list normally
involves a revaluation of the
the whole premises as a . unit,
this Council is of the opinion
the Valuation Acts should be
amended to enable a seperate
valuation to be made (prefer-
ably on a fixed percentage
basis of the cost) of additions,
extensions, structural alter-
ations or improvements and
that such seperate valuation be
added to the existing valuation

. the total to be the new
revised valuation for rating
purposes.”

Mr. J. Butler stated that as
matters stood in relation to re-
valuation, the position was most
unsatisfactory and was a deter-
rent to pleople who would
otherwise gladly undertake to
improve their homes, farms and
places of busness. He felt they
should adopt the resolution be-
fore them.

Mr D. Heskin said that the
issue before them now was a
very important one and one that
was of keen interest to every
ratepayer not alone in Waterford
but in every county. He agreed
that the resolution as it stood
was sound and appropriate.
Nevertheless, he felt that there
should be some fixed increase

being exercised on the Open

They had known
numerous cases he said, where
having carried out badly
needed improvements to pro-
perty, the owner had his valu-
ation increased by as much as
300 per cent which in turn sent
his rates beyond his reach to
pay. That was all wrong and the
sooner they ended Buch a sys-
tem the better for the country
and the future of those in it.

UP 300%

Mr. Heskin recalled that when
Waterford Corporation had to
carry out certain improvements
to their buildings in order to
comply with Dept. of Health re-
quirtements, their vauation was
increased by 300% or more. 1t
was his opinion that the increase
in valuation should not be more
than a small percentage.

Mr. Wm. Foran said that the
present sysaem was completely
against reconstruction and im-
provemént. If people tried to im-
prove their places whether it be
home, farm or place of business,
their valuation was increased be-
yond all reason. On the other
hand if they allowed their places
to become tumble-down shacks,
of which Ireland already had
more than its share, then the
valuation would be decreased
eventually. The whole approach
was utterly ridiculous, he added,
but because of it they had far
too many dilapidated old shacks
in Ireland, in town and country.
People were being penalised if
they carried out any improve-
ments when they should be given
every possible encouragement.
The whole system was wrong
and the sooner it was revised
the better for all. He held that
the resolution from the General
Council was “far too mild alto-
gether.”

LANDLORD’S SYSTEM

Mr. Ml. Harty stated that the
present valuation system was
nothing more than a continu-
ation of the landlords’ system. I

came along and doubled his rent.

That is what we have to-day,
added Mr. Harty, only under dif-
ferent circumstances. He urged
the Council to take very serious
notice of the position.

Mr. N. Walsh said he believed
that in revaluation, any increase
to be levied should be put on
the owner on a pro-rata basis in
relation to the cost of the work.

Ald. William Kenneslly, T.D,,
said the matter before them was
a very important. People were
being penalised for the rest of
their lives and for the lives of
their children after them. The
whole matter was one for com-
plete review and provided a
burning guestion, not alone in
Waterford but all over the
country.

Mr. R. Keane suggested calling
for the abolition of revaluation
altogether.

Ald. T. Kyne, T.D. said he
would oppose a standstill order
on revaluations because it would
benefit the rroperty owner to
the detriment of the workin
class. =

STANDSTILL ORDER FOR 15
YEARS,

Mr. Butler and others held
that this was not so in fact as
there were many people who had
their own -little homes and not a
great deal more.

Mr. Keane stated that they
should have a standstill order
on revauations for at least a
period of 15 years.

Mr. Foran—This would give a
break to rebuild, to improve
without fear of being penalised
immediately they had their work
done. A lot more reconstruction
work would be done in this
ccuntry but for that system and
a lot more employment would be
provided.

Ald. Kenneally stated that in
remitting rates on improve-
ments, for a period or indefi-
nitely. the Council would be no
worse off than it is at present
where the collection of rates was
concerned.

He was no
great swimmer but that did not
stop him from trying to save the
drowning boy. Kevin Dowling
was gallant,

Little Peadar was on his own.
The fight was between him and
the relentless sea and the water
kept swirling in on him, The
quay-wall looked so big, those
faces so small, so far away. He
was so tired and the water was
lifting him, carrying him onward
—but he was too tired to go.

That was the end of litile
Peadar’s struggle. He was with
us no more. And over those

silent waters, now that the
struggle had ended, the bells of
the Angelus echoed Joud and
clear.

They found his body in the
shadow of the old Abbey three
hours later.
