COW KILLED AT
COLLIGAN

Inspector O’Donovan, deputis-
ing for Supt. Flanigan, prose-
cuted Malachy Cullagh, Abbey
Road, Thurles, under Section 51
of the Road Traffic Act.

The case was a sequel to an
accident at Knocknamulee Cross,
Colligan, at 7 p.m. on June 17,
when a lorry driven by the de-
fendant carrying 8 tons 6cwts.
of turf collided with one of a
number of cows, the property of
Mr. Pierce Brett, Crough, and
driven by his 11 year old son,
Bernard, as a result of which the
cow was killed outright,

Garda Burns, Cappagh, said
he was at the scene at 7.25 p.m.
He found a shorthorn cow dead
on the Dungarvan side of
Knocknamullee Cross. A large
stone was dislodged from the
fence. Witness produced a sketch
of the section of roadway. They
lorry was 60 yard away from the
cow. There was no skid or brake
marks on the road. Defendant
said hé braked as hard as he
could. Witness travelled in the
lorry with defendant and at an
estimated speed of 25 m.p.h.
(there was no speedometer) the
driver took 50 yard to pull up.

The Justice convicted the de-
fendant (who was not present
nor professionally represented)
under Section 51 of the Road
Traffic Act (for dangerous dri-
ving) and fined him £3. For us-
ing the lorry with defective
brakes he imposed a fine of £1,
with 35/- expenses.

NOXIOUS WEEDS

Owners and occupiers of land
are again reminded that thistle,
bookalawn (ragwort) and dock,
which rob land of plant food and
reduce crop yields, should be
destroyed. Cutting or pulling of
the weeds should be carried out
before they reach the stage
when seeds can develop and be
blown about to infest neighbour-
ing lands. Failure to destroy such
weeds Is an offence ' rendering
the person responsible liable to
prosecution without warning.

Immediately after the booka-
lawn or ragwort has been pulled
or cut it should be collected and
burned, as it may cause poison-
ing of stock.

But times changed and the
last of the family that occupied
Dromaig: for 700 years, Mr.
James Henry Ion Villiers-Stuart,
and his wife, Emily Constance,
left for Galway last February.
High rates forced them to close
the doors of~the big house and
to-day, il is for sale together
with the 2,000 acves of land sur-
rounding it.

With Co, Councillor Charles
Curran who has launched a cam-
paign to save Villierstown from
extinction, I visited the area and
met many of the people whose
future was never so insecure.

“THE FORGOTTON VILLAGE”

Terry Mernin, a young fisher-
man, was on his way down to
the pier when we met him. With
his brother Jimmy and the Lewis
brother Jack and Joe, he was
hoping their nels would yield a
fair haul that afternoon.

“The {ishing has pbeen poor,”
he said, “it was only last week
that we had our first break of
the season and now we have all
that is left of this month to
make up for the losses of the
past five years. It's impossible,
of course, but that is the posi-
tion. When the fishing season
closes we have nothing to turn
to. We might make something
picking blackberries.”

“The men of Villierstown never
get a job on the|ropds. Why the
Co. Council ignores them, no one
knows. There is no work to be
got on the land around here.
Either we face unemployment
until the fishing season comes
round again or we emigrate. We
get no chance. The Government
seems to have forgotten Villiers-
tewn exists. Ours is certainly the
forgotten village.”

Mr. Connery was closing his
school-doors when I called. His
50 boys and girls were making
their way homeward. “Look at
them,” he said, “all they can
look forward to is the emigrant
ship. That is all. There is no
hope for them here. We are edu-

cating them for export.”
“A TRAGEDY THAT NEED

NOT BE.”

Mr. Connery has been Villiers-
town's schoolmaster for 32 years.
He can recall when it was a
thriving community. “But that
was when Dromana House was
prosperous and most of the vil-
lagers worked on the estate.
Now, there is nothing to keep
them employed and few of my
past-pupils are around. They
are scattered around the world.
Every year sees more and more
go. Here, you can see the real
tragedy of emigration, a tragedy
that need not be.”

An industry would end the
drift. Men like Jack Lewis would
not have to leave the old home.
He is preparing to sail to Amer-
fca with his wife Kathleen and
three. sons. Jack will tell you
that Villierstown offers no hope
of survival. “I'm 26 years work-
ing on and off, never anything
that I could call secure and I'm
just as badly off to-day as I was

when I started.” And on August

I met fourteen cf the sixteen
fishermen of Villierstown. I
sailed in their craft and I zaw
their plight. All were unanimous
in stating that without an indus-
try soon, Villierstown would ba
lost. Already it is dying. There
is no social life in’the Village.
Their football team is gone, their
Local Defence Force unit cculd
not carry on. The residents live
in apathy.

ONLY THE MEMORIES
REMAIN

One of the very few employed
in Villierstown is Tommy Mor-
rissey. He works for the Govern-
ment Forestry Dept. Tommy can
remember seeing forty men em-
ployed in Dromana. He can re-
call when his village was a lively
spot, when there was a fine
sportsfield on which many a
great game drew the crowds from
all over West Waterford. But
there is no hurling or football
match to be seen in Villierstown
today ... and no playing
pitch. Only the memaries of their
great football team remains.

The school-boys play their
games. “But”, as Tommy said,
“tomorrow or so they too will
be scattered across the world.”

On the pier, Councillor Curran
and I heard men like James
Bailey say that for six months
last year they did not earn a
penny and got no financial help
whatsoever. “I was with the
Land Commission for sometime
last year,” said Michael Morris-
sey. “The year before I didn’t
get a.tap of work.”

Tommy Mernin is considered
lucky. He is getting £3 a week
from a farmer when he is not
fishing.

“NOT EVEN A HOPE” ..

Declan Morrissey remarked

“It seems people outside Villiers-
town think the fishermen of this
place are millionaires when they

see them make 2 few pounds
but there is no telk of the six
mecnths of the year when we
can't get a day's work, Fishing
is like backinz horses where we
are concerned. It would be all
right if we had a jeb we could
furn to when the fisning season
had closed but we haven't even
a hope of one.”

Fishermen Michael Foley, John
Smith and Laurence Cotter
pointed out that salmon fishing
was being exploited by some
buyers. “Take for instance this
newspaper cutting, “one of them
said as he handed it to me, It
carried a report to the effect
that on the English market sal-
mon was felching 18/6 a lb.

“That might be rare. we agree
but a reasonably good price is
paid for salmon on the markets
vet all we are getting here is
2/10 a lb. for peal and 5/1 a 1b.
for salmon. We know the price
should be much better but what
can we do. The buyers can sling
anything to the fishermen and
the fishermen have to be satis-
fied. If we kick up what hap-
penh to our salmon. We can
sling them back into the river.
We need organisation and we

COUNTY WATERFORD SHEEP
DIFPING REGULATIONS, ...
1957

The Council of the County of
Waterford, being the Local Au-
thority under the Diseases of
Animals (Ireland) Acts, 1894 to
1954, for the Administrative
County of Waterford acting
through and by the Waterford
County Manager, do hereby, for
the purposes specified in art-
icle 22 of the Sheep Dipping Or-
der, 1937 and in pursuance of
paid Order, make the follow-
ing regulations, that is to say:

1. Al sheep in the Adminis-
trative Area of County Water-
ford required to be dipped un-
der the Sheep Dipping Order,
1947, shall be .caused to be
dipped by the owner or person
in charge thereof at such times
and at such dipping Stations as
may be specified in 2 Notice
signed by an Inspector of the
Waterford County Council, and
served by post or otherwise on
the owner or person in charge
of the sheep referred to in the
Notice. It shall not be a com-
pliance of these regulations to
dip sheep at any other times or
places save those as prescribed
in the hotice above referred to.

2. All sheep in the Adminis-
trative Area of County Water-
ford shall be dipped under the
supervision of a Dipping Inspec-
tor appoinfed by the County
Manager under the Sheep Dip-
ping Order, 1937, twice yearly
(with an interval of not less
than seven or more than four-
teen days) in the period between
the 1st day of August and the
31st day of October, provided
that in any case in which in-
clement weather renders dip-
ping impossible on the date ap-
pointed, the dipping shall be
carried out on the next day that
the weather is suitable therefor
without any further. notice being
given by the Inspector.

3. A fee of 2d. per sheep in
respect of sheep dipped in the
Comeragh and Knockmealdown
areas and a fec of 4d. per

in the lowland areas—the ex-
pression sheep includes lambs—
shall be paid to the Inspector of
the County Council by the ow-
ner or person in charge at the
time of the dipping of the sheep,
jsave in all cases of dippings un-
[der Article 4, -

4 (a) Where the County
Manager is satisfied that an ow-
ner or person in charge of sheep
in the area to which these re-
gulations apply has in his pos-
session or under his charge a
proper swim tank, he may, sub-
ject to the conditions as he
thinks fit, allow the sheep of
such owner to be dipped in such
swim tank on such dates with-
in the prescribed dipping period
as may be appointed for the pur-
pose by an Inspector of the
County Council. and such dip-
ping shall be deemed tn satisty
the requirements of these re-
gulations, provided (1) the
dip used is a dip approved by
the Minister for Agriculiure,
and (2) tie dipping has been
supervised by and carried out
to the satisfaction of the afore-
sald Inspector.

(b) Any exemption given
under this Article may at any
time be withdrawn by the Co-
Manager, :

(c) Applications for such an
exemption should be addressed
to the Secretary of the County
Council and must be made on or
before the first day of August,

5 Dip approved by the Min-
ister for Agriculture shall be
used in all cases and except
where exemption is granted un-
der Article 4 (a) shall be sup-
plied by the County Council.
The Dip to be supplied by the

proved “Single Dipping” type
Sheep Dip.

6. When ever requireq by an
Inspector of the County Coun-
cil, an owner or person in charge
of sheep in the area to which
these regulations apply shall
accompany the Inspector to the
mountain or place where such
sheep graze, at such time as re-
quired by the Inspector, and
shall collect all the sheep , off
such mountain or place.,

7. An owner or person in
charge of sheep in the area to
which these Rgulations apply
shall comply with all reas nable
requirements of an Inspector of
the County Council as to the
collection and penning ang dip-
ping of sheep in his possession
or under his charge, or on lands
in his occupation apd shall af.- |
ford all reasonable assistance
and facilities that may be re-
quired for the dipping of all
such sheep.

8. No sheep shall be moved
into or exposed for sale at any
fair, market or saleyard, in the
area to which these regulations
relate between the 1st day of
September and the 3lst day of
October, 1957, unless they have
been dipped in accordance with
the Sheep Dipping Orders, 1937
and 1948, after the 3ist day of
July previous and are accom-
panied by a certificate of dip-
ping signed by a Supervisor or
Inspector acting for the Water-
ford County Council or a certifi-
cate signed by a Supervisor or
Inspector appointed for the pur-
pose of Sheep Dipping Orders,

shall be produced by a person

market or salesyard.

9. It shall be sufficient com-
pliance with Regulation 2 of
these Regulations if sheep are
dipped once in the period be-
tween the Ist day of August
and the 31st day of October, in

every year in an approved:

“Single Dipping” type sheep dip
within the meaning of the Sheep
Dipping Order, 1948.

10. Any owner or person in-
charge of sheep in the Adminis-
trative County of Waterford who
fails. to comply with any of
these regulations shall be deem-
ed guilty of an offence against
the Diseases of Animals Act,
1894 to 1954,

These regulations shall apply
to the entire area of the County
of Waterford and shall come in-
to force on the 1st day of Aug-
ust, 1957.

Mass Miniature
Radiography
Campaign

A Chara,

1 would like vour co-operation
with regard to the forthcoming
visit of the Mass-Miniature
Radiography Unit to the County.
The Unit will be here rom the
29th July, 1957, to the 19th Sep-
wember, 1857,

The object of such a visit is
twofold : firstly the protection
of the individual and secondly
the protection of the public. To
achieve the former we hope to
X-ray every person over the
age of 14 years, in order to
find those with an early lesion
of Tuberculosis, and so enable
them to obtain treatment when
the disease is minimal. To
achieve the latter, we hope that
by providing treatment {for
of those people with a more ad-
vanced disease we shall render
their sputum negative and con-
sequently they will no longer be
+ danger to their family and
neighbours,

It is a well-known ract that
people who know they have
Fuberculosis and who have been
wdvised as to disposal of their
sputum are very much less dan-
gerous as a carrier of infection
than the diagnosed cases who,
nn aware of the fact, may be
iufecting others because of a
positive sputum.

As you well know in the fight
against Tuberculosis, the Auth-
orities are powerless without
the wholehearted help and co-
operation of the public. The
prognosis of the individual case
affected with Tuberculosis has
improved immensely during the
past few years due mainly to
increased number of beds, better
surgical facilities and the new
drugs available; on the other
hand, though we continue to
lind approximately 60 new cases
of Tuberculosis vearly in Co.
Waterford it is disheartening to
have to relate that a large num-
ber of the contacts of these cases
refuse to co-operate in the pre-
vention of this infectious disease.

This they do in many ways,
such as refusal to have a chest
X-ray, or to have their children
Tuberculin Tested and if suit-
able, given the protection of
B.C.G. They refuse to co-operate
in spite of the fact that their
relatives are given free treat-
ment in Ardkeen Chest Hospi-
tal, irrespective of income, and
in certain cases cash allowances,
food vouchers, clothes, bed and
bedding are given free by Local
Authority.

I feel that this refusal to co-
operale in the prevention of
this infectious disease is mainly
due to thoughtlessness on the
part of the people concerned
and, that as they gradually be-
come aware of the preventive
measures provided free of charge
by the Local Authority they will
gradually make more use of
them and so heip to keep them-
«elves, their families and their
neighbours free from tuber-

. “ulosis.

The two services which play
4 mafor role in the prevention
of Tuberculosis are Mass Mini-
ature Radiography and B.C.G.
Priog to 1956 we had a certain
amount of apathy by the public
iowards Tuberculosis and the
wervices provided by the Local
Authorities in combating this
disease. It is gratifying to report
that in 1856 the number of
people volunteering for Chest
X-ray was approximately double
that of other years (i.e., 2,653 in
1954; 2,830 in 1955 and 5,833 in
1956). However, this still only
represents about 12% of the pop-
ulation of the County and in an
rndeavour to increase this num-
ber still further, the Unit will
visit 49 different centres, com-
pared with 26 in 1955,

The following points relating
to MM.R. and Tuberculosis Pre-
vention and treatment are of in-
terest :

|.—Every person of 14 years
of age should have a yearly X-
ray of chest., All X-rays are eon-
lidential, between the patient.
his own doctor, the director of
M.MR. and the County Medi-
cal Officer.

2—~The Chest X-ray gives a
true picture of the state of the
fungs at the time the X-ra; was
laken—it does not guarantee
that because the X-ray was nor-
mal at a given date that one
cannot develop disease subse-
quently, therefore the nece: for
regular periodie X-ray.

3.—Persons should noi wait
until they have symptoms of
chest disease before getting a
chest X-ray. By the time symp-
toms develop the diseas: is no
‘onger minimal. The time for
the chest X-ray is whe: one
feels well. Use the yearly chest
X-ray as a means of keeping
fit.

4—The yearly family X-ray
should be obtained by al. per-
sons in the County. Remember
that with regards to T.B. more
than anything else. Prevention is
better than cure and much less
costly both In lives and money,

5.~It is most important to re-
member that having had the

small X-ray, if one is advised to
have a larger one taken, to see
to it at once—without delay, If
there is disease present, the
quicker it is seen to the better
the result. Delay means exten-

sion of disease, the danger of.

cavitation with the added dan-
ger of positive sputum with con-
sequent risk of infection to
others, one’s family and one's
neighbours.

6.—T.B. is an infectious dis-
ease but it is a preventable dis-
ease if the public would only
avail of the services provided by
the County Council. When diag-
nosed one should avail of the
treatment facilities available. All
diagnostic measures for the de-
tection of Tuberculosis are free,
and all treatment is free.

7.—Because T.B. is an infec-
tious disease it follows that
every case of pulmonary Tuber-
culosis has been infected by the
Tubercle Bacillus, e.g., the small
germ which causes the disease.
A person cannot develop T.B.
unless he is infected by this
germ. He picks up this infection
in the majority of cases from
another person, who, though he
many not realise it is spreading
T.B. germs.

8.—These germs are in the
main excreted in the sputum.
People with T.B. who are care-
less as regards disposal of spu-
tum are a menace to their fami-
lies and neighbours. The person
who, knowing he has Tuber-
culosis is careless in this respect
and who spits and coughs indis-
criminately without due regard
to the grave risk of infecting his
family especially those families
containing infants and very
young children, is acting in a
manner detrimental to himself
and his family in the first in-
stance and secondly in the in-
terests of the general public. The
public are slowly but surely
coming to realise that the pro-
vision of preventive services is
not sufficient if the public do not
avail of them. The oft heard
saying “I’'m all right, there is no
need for me having an X-ray at
my age" is nonsence. Every
person over the age of 14 years
should have a yearly Chest X-
ray.

We appeal for the ca-oper-
ation of all persons so that a
further positive effort may be
made to eradicate this dread
disease from this County. The
necessary facilities to achieve
this end are available—the suc-
cess depends on the active parti-
cipation of every man and
woman.—Mise le meas,

SHEEP SCAB

FIVHIS disease ocmuses serious

losses to Irish farmers.
Sheep affected with sheep scab
lose flesh rapidly, the yield and
quality of the wool are much
diminished and large quantities
of wool ure rendered absolutely
worthless. The presence of the
disease in this country must
tend to injure the reputation of
Irish fat and store sheep and to
reduce the market value of the
healthy lambs.

These evils might be cbviated
if due attention was paid to the
general care and supervision of
the sheep and if proper remedial
treatment was promptly em-
ployed should the disease unfor-
tunately appear.

Sheep scab is a notifiable
disease and when a sheep ex-
hibits the above symptoms, the

owner should at once examine
it. and i he has an suspicion
that scab exists, he should
promptly notify the fact to the

The most reliable and satis-
factory method of treatment is

by dipping the sheep. Sheep

used for dipping is more or less
poisonous, great care should be
taken not to pour any of it into
a pond or stream where animals
drink, or from which water is
drawn for domestic purposes.
Moreover, it is a punishable oi-
fence to allow poisonous liquids
to flow into a river or lake con-
tainng fish,

When the sheep of an infected
flock have been dipped ,it is de-
sirable that they should be re-
moved to a different field from
that which was used before the
dipping; and all pens, hurdles,
gate-posts, stumps or trees and
places against which the diseased
sheep had been accustomed to
rub themselves should be, as far
as practicable, thoroughly
washed with water and disin-

PREVENTION

The precautions to be adopted
for the purpose of guarding
against the introduction of sheep
scab may be indicated in a few
words :

Observation of newly-purchased
sheep, even when the presence
of scab is not detected, cannot be
relied upon as a guarantee of
freedom from the disease, as the
symptoms often remain latent
for long periods. It is therefore
safer to dip all new purchases
and sheep returned from fairs,
markets or sales before allowing
them to mix with the clean flock.

DISAPPOINTING EXIT AT THURLES

WATE‘RFORD’S hopes of supplementing

the already won Munster hurling crown
with a big ball championship were wun-
ceremoniously shattered by provincial king-
pins Cork in a final that never measured up
to popular expectations at Thurles Sports-
field on Sunday last. The game, of which so
much had been expected, peterred out after

a promising opening,

primarily because of

the shortcomings of a Waterford side, the
manner of whose exit from the champion-
ship provided a sad anti-climax to the over-

night fame they had enjoyed as a result of

victory over Kerry in the opening round last

month.

The Deise men were never in the hunt with a chance after

the opening ten minutes. Thereafter
clear-cut in all departments of the arena and their ultimate ad-
vance to the inter-provincial stage a mere formality.

Waterford's fall from grace
was thoroughly disappointing,
But truth to tell, they just had
not the football—ceriainly they
never paraded any comparable
talents — to live with a Cork
fifteen that was not at all fla-
tered by their winning margin.

The losers’ troubles commen-

:| ced at mid-field where Ryan and

Moore were rampant from the
first ball, and in short time the
epidemic, for such it was, had
assailed all sectors of a side that
was hard to reconcile with the
dashing team which had so de-
servedly humbled the might of
Kerry in the preceding engage-
ment

Cork laid the basis of their
second successive championship
triumph in overhead supremacy.
The giant-like Leesiders simply
pulled them out of the clouds,
whereas Waterford, almost with-
out exception, displayed but an
elementary knowledge, and cer-
tainly no real appreciation, of
the most effective weapon in the
big ball game.

Paradoxically, the odd occa-
sion when a Waterford man
deemed it worthwhile to take
“wings” a colleague, more often
than not two or three of them.
accompanied him on his air-hunt-
ing mission and the inevitable
confusion that followed the
leather time amd again rolled
clear to a patiently-waiting Cork-
man.

I have no doubt, however, our
men would have turned in a
much better performance had
they concentrated .all their tal-
ents on the immediate task—to
better Cork by honest, manly
endeavour—the essence of which
a few at least appeared under
considerable misapprehension.

The conduct of more than one
of the winners ‘'was also far
from what it might have been,
and a Cork man claimed the

Cork’s supremacy was

first “blood,” a “feat” that was
accomplished ’ere the game was
many minutes old. All told,
though the incidents were ad-
mittedly isolated, only the tol-
erance of referee Jackie Lyne,
the old Kerry star, prevented a
couple of men from receiving
“marching orders.”

Georgie Whyte, who caught
some great balls in the opening
half, Mick O’Connor, Tom Power
and Micksey Palmer were al-
ways striving in the cause of a
Waterford vietory. Tom Cun-
ningham and Jimmy Power sue-
ceeded in keeping their immedi-
ate opponents off the scoring
list—both Fitzgerald’'s points
came from placed balls—and
Mick Prendergast was a valiant
battler in the last line, Noel
Power was another to occasion-
ally perform with credit while
Jimmy Whyte with ordinary
luck would have claimed two
goals instead of one, which was
stiil more than the entire Cork
attack could muster.

Waterford, utilising a strong
breeze, drew first blood when
Jim Timmons pointed a placed
ball, Almost immediately Cork
levelled per Nial Fitzgerald un-
der similar ecircumstances Gould
ing punched a point in the 12th
minute to give the winners a
lead they mnever after relin-
quished. A Waterford point, for
which Noel Power was respon-
sible was sandwiched in be-
tween like Cork efforts by Dug-
gan, Fitzgerald, Goulding and
Furlong in that order. At the in-
terval Cork led by 0-6 to 0-2
and the result was already a
mere formality.
