Mr. C. Dempsey, Chairman of

It is soft
bodied, earth coloured, legless
and sluggish and on an average
about i-inch long and }-inch

thick. Like the wireworm it is
a pest of cereals following lea. It
shelters during

tive during soft warm weather.
The younger the erop the great-
er is the damage done by this
pest. Leather-Jacket grubs can
effectively destroyed by
broadcasting a damped mixture
of 1 Ib. Paris Green and 25 1b.
bran per statute acre. Paris
Green, which contains arsenic. is
very poisonous to humans and
animals and great care should be
taken in using and storing it.

An alternative to this mixture

is a bait made up with B.H.C.
(Benzine hexachloride). 1 1b. of
50% B.H.C. powder mixed with
25 1b. of bran, damped and
broadcast, is effective for about
one statute acre.

Root Belwerm.—In rrecent years
cereal root eelworm has been
identified as the cause of cer-
tain cereal crop failures. These
crops made poor progress and
were pale in colour even on fer-
tile soils. In some instances the
whole crop was affected and in
others the damage was apparent
in patches of various sizes.

The eelworms, which live in
the soil, are too small to be seen
with the naked eye. They hatch
out in the spring and infest the
roots of the crop. By the end of
May the crop shows the symp-
toms of the attack. The growth
is stunted and the leaf colour is
pale with brick red tints. The
pest can live in the soil for an
indefinite period feeding on the
roots of cereals and grasses.
Oats appears to be more suscep-
tible to damage than other
cereals.

There is no simple remedy.
The only counter measures is a
good rotation of crops.

Frit Fly. — The larvae of the
frit fly may sometimes cause
serious damage to oat crop by
destroying the central shoot of
the plant. Plants affected by this
pest will show the central shoot
yellow and sickly-looking while
the remaining Jeaves appear
green and healthy. Once the oat
plant reaches the 5-leaf stage it
becomes highly resistant to frit
fly. Early sowing is the best
control measure as the plants
are then likely to reach the re-
sistant stage before early May
when the fly becomes active.

DISEASES

The principal diseases are Leaf
Stripe. Black Stem Rust and
Crcwn Rust. "Blast” is the term

F
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used to describe the presence of
white underdeveleped spikelets
-in the ear or head. “Blast” is not
classed as a disease. It has been
observed frequently, to be associ-
ated with adverse conditions
such as excessive cold or heat
or drought.

Leaf Spot or Leaf Stripe, —
Leaf Spot or Leaf Stripe is the
most serious of the oat diseases
in this country. It causes death
of scedlings before they come
above the ground. striping or
death of the leaves of young
plants and spotting of the older
leaves leading to seed infection,
The discase¢ is seed borne and
the use of ane of the modern
seed dressings provides effective
control, These dressings also

Smut of oats.

Black Stem Rust is of fairly
frequent occurrence in some
parts of the country — particul-
arly where common barberry is
prevalent,

Crown Rust is of mcre general
occurrence. It is not wusually
severe, but late sown crops ire-
quently  suffer. Potato oats is
mere “susceptible to the disease
than the other varieties . com-
monly grown.

Grey Speck.—In high lime
soils and in some soils of a
peaty nature a disease called
Grey Speck is commonly found,
This e ‘due to a shortage of
Managangse in the plant and
can be corrected by spraying the
crop in the early stages of the
disease with 100 gallons of 1%
Manganese Sulphate solution per
acre.

VARIETIES OF SPRING OATS

A large number of varieties
of spring oats are in cultivation'
in thisc ountry.

In judging the merits ol vari-
elies due regard is given to the
fact that the most valuable
varieties are not necessarily
those which produce high yields
in favourable seasons, but
rather those which. in unfavour-
able seasons, produce good yields
of grain and straw in other
words the most valuable vari-
eties are those which do well
year in and year out.

still popular variety. It was
rajsed by the Svolgf Plant
Breeding Station in Sweden. It
gives grain of excellent quality
and it is adapted to, a wide
range of conditions but it is best
grown on soils of medium fer-
tility. On fertile soils it does
not Meld as well or stand as
well as varieties like Glasnevin
Triumph or Sun II. °

Glasnevin Triumph. . — This
variety was bred by the Plant
Breeding Department ...of Uni-
versity College, Dublin. from a
cross between Ardri and Glas-
nevin Success. It has relatively
strong straw and is suitable for
cultivation on soils of all but the
very highest fertility. It is one of
the most prolific of the varieties
in cultivation in this country. In
trials carried out by the in-
structors in agriculture it gave
yields equal to Sun II and bet-
ter than Victory, Star, Bonstar,
Glasnevin Success 10. Maldwin
and Milford.:

Sun II.—Bred at the Svalof
Plant Breeding Station in Swe-
den from a cross between Star
and Eagle, this is a very prolific
variety which is suitable for
soils of high fertility. It has
slightly shorter and somewhat
stronger straw than Glasnevin
Triumph. It is also somewhat
earlier in ripening.

Blenda is a sister variety of
Sun II, having been bred at
Svalof from the same cross. Star
x Eagle. It is earlier but other-
wise like Sun IIL

Aberstwyth §.84.,—Bred at the
Welsh Plant Breeding Station
from a cross between Victory
and Red Algerian, this variety
has very strong straw and good
yielding ability. It is however,
very late Pipening and would
need to be sown early. It would
not suit late districts.

Pendek.—This is a new Dutch
varicty [rom a cross between
Flamingsgold and Binder. It has
very sirong straw resistant to
lodging and is suitable for soils
of high fertility. In recent trials
on the Department’s farms it
gave very good yields and with-
stood lodging but the straw
broke down badly shortly after
ripening.

Rex.—This is a new Danish
variety bred from a cross be-
tween Binder and Eagle. It has
a strong straw. It did well in
trials on the Department’s farms
in 1955 but further testing
would be necessary before it
could be recommended for cul-
tivation in this country.

Potato. — This well-known
variety is suited for cultivatiop
on light or medium soils. It is
extensively grown . in the West
of Ireland and in Counties
Donegal, Cavan and Monaghan,
It tillers well and produces a
high yield of Grain and straw.
The grain is small. thin-husked
and of excellent quality. Owing
to its hardiness and great tiller-
ing capacity. it 'is an excellent
