HIGHEST EVER

AY class enrolment at 149 was the
highest ever recorded at Dungarvan,
being an increase of 17 on the previous

year.

Despite an outbreak of influenza

in the first term, the average attendance
was good, stated Mr. Denis Cullinan,

C.E.O., in his annual

report to Waterford

Vocational Education Committee.

Night classes enrolments at
287 showed a decrease of 3 on
the previous yecar. The resig-

tcacher in January, 1958, caused
a certain amount of dislocation
in the Commerce section.

A permanent whole-time
teacher of Commerce was ap-
pointed at the July meeting to
fill the vacancy by the resigna-
tion of Miss M. Ryan. The
special five night course in fish
ccoking was most  successful
with an average attendance of
60 housewives,

The beatBuilding course was
mosl successful and succeeded in
creating a general interest in
boatbuilding in the area. An
18°-6" elinker-built boat with
dropped keel was constructed by
the class and turned out a very
gocd job. The smaller boats
were built by students towards

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THE

The proper feeding of the pig
is one of the most important fac-
tors contributing to the success-
ful production of pork and ba-
con. The health of the animal
and its rate of growth and of fat-
tening depend largely. on the
food consumed, while the char-
actor of the food given to the
pig determines to some extent
the type of the finished animal
and influnces the quality of the
resulting bacon.

Obviously, therefore, a suffi-
ciency of food does no fulfil all
the requirements of a pig's diet.

The quality of the food is at

| ieast as important as the quan-

tity and the ration must be so
constituted as to include, in the
most economical proporions, the
variety of food constitutents nec-
essary for the purpose of growth
and the formation of tlesh and
fat.

THE SOW.

The feeding of the litile pig

begins while it is still in the
wemb of its mother and here is
evidence ha the health,v igour
and strength of the newly-born
bonham is related to the nutri-
tion of the mother during her
pregnant period. A sow fat at
the time of farrowing has not
necessarily been well nourished
for the purpose in view. Indeed
the litters of fat sows are ofen
disappointing. While carrying
her young the mother pig should
have plenty of exercise, and
abundance of light and green
food. In early pregnancy the
dietary may consist almost en-
tirely of course foods such as
grass and roots, but later these
should be supplemented by an
increasing quantity of meals, the
meal mixture which is suggested
hereafter for young growing pigs
being suitable also for the
sow-in-young. A deficiency, in
the sow’s dietary, of protein,
lime, salt or any of the vitamins
a possibility which may easily
arise in the case of an animal
confined largely to the house and
fed on meals and water, is re-
flected in weakly bonhams which
develop various disorders after
birth. Such a possibility is pre-
vented by giving milk and green
food and by daily exposure to
light.

Milk {rom the cow is a useful
food for the pig, but sow's milk
is still better and too much em-
phasis cannot be laid on the
treatment of the sow so as fic
to induce a heavy and contin-
uous flow of milk for the bon-
hams. Obviously the ecapability
of the sow to produce milk is,
as in the cow, a genetic factor.
but nevertheless, a sow shouid,
by feeding, be prepared, just as
in the case of the dairy cow,
for the heavy strain of subse-
quent lactation.

This preparation shoull begin
early in pregnancy so that at the
time of farrowing she should be
in strong moderately fat condi-
tion. If she has been neg'ected
till the date of farrowing and a
frantic effort is then made 1o
strengthen her condition by in-
creased feeding, the result is di-
gestive disorder which is re-
flected in scouring and mortality
among the bonhams, It is neces-
sary to exercise special care in
the feeding of the sow about the
time of farrowing. The dietary
should be laxative and light fcr
the first few days. Milk alcne
should be fed for a day. Then
bran, and subsequently pollard
may be added. and later a re-
gular meal mixture, with milk
and potatoes, supplied in abund-
ance. A large sow with 10 to 12
bonhams will consume from 10
bs. to 1 stone of meals daily.

SUCKLING PIGS.

For some weeks after birth
bonhams thrive best on the sow’s
milk as the sole diet and it is
therefore important that a suf-
ficient supply of this natural
and best of all foods should be
forthcoming, Milk contains in ad-
dition to water. fat and supar,
proteins, minerals and vitamins,
all of which contribute towsards
the building up of the young
body. In the third week the bon-
ham should be encouraged to
consume supplementary food,
and if the sow is fully and pro-
perly nourished ang is giving a
good flow of milk. any meal mix-
ture which is agreeable to the
little pig, that is, causes no diges-
tive trouble. provides the re-
quirements for rapid and full
growth. "A combination of pol-
lard. bran. barley meal or maize
meal. and ground oats, lcgether
with separated milk mukes a

suitable mixture 1o which beiled

pctatoes may be added. Increas-
ing quantities of this shwuld be
ted in a rvlean trugh, Excess
should always b2 aveided aud
the quantity fed at any time
should not be more than is
readily cleaned up. It is a g.ave
mistake and the cause of much
disorder to give so muca f{cod
that some remains in the trough
hours after feeding, 1f the scw
is a poor milker th2 recessity
for supplying a considerable
amount of milk in the supple-
mentary feeding of the bonham
i¢ clear, Young pigs want plenty
of direct light and to ensure
against any deficiency of iron
they should have thrown into
the corner of the sty a clean sod
of earth at which they inay root
at will. Both the light and the
earth are available to bonhams
which are turned oul !0 & p.:s-
ture paddock daily with the
mother as soon as they are able
to travel. Scouring and diges-
tive disorders in pigs are caused
by a shortage of iron, by feed-
ing from dirty troughs, by eut-
ing stale foods or because of a
dirty condition of the sty, The
most frequent cause of scouring
in young bonhams. however, is
cold housing conditions. The rest-
ing and sleeping quarters shouid
be comfortably warm and the
floor should he of wood or
otherwise so constructed that the
bonham’s body in contact with
it should not *.e chivied, 11 the

anaemia and scour develop no
matter what other rrecautions
are taken.

WEANLINGS.

Weaning is a critical time in
a bonham's life, because of the
withholding of the mother’s
milk. When separated milk is
available there need be no set-
back at weaning, however. It
has been shown that a serious
check to growth ai this stage
depresses the grading of the ul-
timate fat carcase, a fact which
will be referred to later. Lin-

‘tinuous progress of the weésued

bonham is ensured by abund-
ance of light, 3 or 4 pints of milk
daily, some green feeding anl &
supply of suitable meal mixture,
A suitable meal mixture is made
up by mixing one part of bran
with three parts each of pullard,
ground oats and maize meal.
Barley may be used instead of
the maize if a little green feed-
ing is available. Boiled potatoes
may of course, be added to this
mixture to any extent desirable.
Separated milk is the most suit-
able food for the purpase of
supplying protein at this cizge
of thd animal's growth. When
separated milk is not available,
meat meal or {ish mea: serves
as a satisfactory substitute. Milk
and meat or fish mea! aie bcth
rich in minerals and when a
fair proportion of one or cther
is being fed it is not necessary
to supply any extra minerals.
The optimum quantity of either
meal in the dietary of a wean
ling pig is 12% and in the case
of a meat meal ration a Jlitle
salt should be included. The
following mixture would be suit-
able—3 cwt. each of pollard,
ground oats and barley maize or
maize meal, | ewt. bran, 1 cwt.
meat meal, § stone ~ommon zalt,
In the absence ¢f fresh preen
food the for:guing nea! mix-
ture should include } ewl, of
high quality grass meal. Ycung
pigs make favourable progress
when their dietary includes a
certain amount of bulky mater-
ial. hence the inclusion of bran.
Coarse pollard, roots or pota-
toes and green material—pas-
ture or other green crop—serve
a similar purpose to bran in the
absence of which one or more
of the -foods mentioned should
be included in the dietary, Bulky
foods maintain the lower put of
the animal in a distended condi-
tion and render the facces soft
and bulky. If the faeces of the
young pig are small and dense,
it may be taken that tne [hod is
incorrect and more bulk and sue-
culence are required. Dne ctler
requisite for the successfui pro-
gress of weanling pigs is a sup-
ply of Vitamin D, This i; ierth-
coming from airect lictt ¢r frem
cod liver ou--i pt. to each rwt.
of meals—or from me of the
powder forms of the vitamin en
the market (50.006 units of vita-
min D per ewt. cf :neals).

NO STORE PERIOD

Young store pig. iarive rn a
suitable ration even when entire-
ly confined to the house. It is
important, however, thal the
piggery should be well ligh* i
or that the pigs have access to
an open yard. because sunlight
has a very beneficial influence
on the utilisation of fond in the
body. Young pigs are sometimes
allowed aecess to a  pasiuce
daily or they may he kept these
entirely for several weeks befrre
going intc the fattening house.
Il the ration fed is bad:; hol-
anced and ‘a1, supply aly the
essentials reguived, grose may
form a useful supplement. Ih
any eventl. sunshine and exer-
cise on a pasture ficld streng-
then the constitution of the niﬁ
for the ultimate vurpese of pro-
ducing pork. Given suitable hous-
ing and proper dieting, young
pigs grow and thrive in confine-
ment{ but perhaps the best pras-
tice is to allow them un grass

daily for six to cight wecks at-

ter weaning, after which time
they may be entirely be con-
fined to the house and yar«_i.
Young pigs should be kept thri-
ving and their food should ':\ot
be stinted, Care should be taken
hcwever, that at no time are the
pigs given more than they can
readily eat. Except where a large
quantity of potatoes or fodder
beet is fed, each feed given
should be cleaned up within -__m
minutes after feeding. A pig will
consume about 13 lbs of meal
equivalent daily at the age f 8
weeks, after which it shouid re-
ceive in additic::, .. daily [.r
each week of life in excess oi
eight. A twelve weeks vld pig
will consume about 3lbs, amd a
twenly weeks old pig about 5
Ibs. of meal equivalent daily.

In computing the meal equiv-
alent ¢f a mixed diet, 1lb. of
bariey is taken as the standard
unit and is equal approximately
to any of the following : 1 ib.
maize meal, 1 1/5 lb. oats cr
bran, 1 1/10 1b. pollard, 4 1lbs. po-
tatoes, or 6 lbs, (4] pints) of
separated milk.

It is well to emphasise, in con-
nection with the quality cof the
ultimate carcase, the imp-rtance
of preventing anything in the
way of a theck or <f providing
a “store” period during grcwth,
To get a uesirabie carczse the
little pig should re well fed
from the earlics’ stages, getting
plenty of growth producing
foods so as to build up a well-
fleshed body. If the bonham is
“stored” for some m:nths cn a
meagre allowance ¢nd then put
on to a fattcning diet the  ecult
will be a very {at carcase carry-
ing a small proportion of lean.
A set-back alter weuiing should
therefore, be avoided. A liberal
allowance of the proper foud
mixture at all times is what is
required and if there is to be
any limitation ju the allowance,
let this take place towards the
end of fattening rather thar at
an earlier stage
