TURKEY MARKETING

It is not too early to cast our
minds forward to the marketing
of turkeys during the Christmas
season. The production and
marketing of turkeys has been
rightly considereq the preroga-
tive of the farmer’s wife, and
we must say that during the
past few years she has not re-
ceived “a fair crack of the
whip."

The N.F.A. carried out a
special  investigation of the
system of transport and market-
ing for Irish turkeys in Britain,
and the report in question in-
dicated that transport facilities.
handling and marketing did not
allow for a top price quality
bird to be placed on the market.
and as a resull, the low stan-
dard price reverted to the pro-
ducer who was not responsible
for these inadequacies

The N.F.A. Poultry Committce
presented its recommendations
on the marketing of poultry and
turkeys in particular to the Ad-
visory Committee on the Mar-
keting of Agricultural Produce.
We understand that the report
from this Committee is now in
the hands of the Government,
and in view of the importance
of its  implications being
examined and recommendations,
where suitable, being imple-
mented, it is considered essen-
tial that immediate discussions
be held between the producer
representatives and the Minister
and officials of the Department
of Agriculture,

We have received information
lo the effect that the contract to
supply the American Forces in
Britain  with turkeys for
Thanksgiving Day has again
been secured by a well-known
[rish exporting firm. 2

This wil|l be of benefit insofar
as that it will supply a market
outlet for advanced birds on or
about the first week in Septem-
ber, and since we have always
been laced with the difficulty of
a surplus of turkeys immediately
prior to Christmas. the avail-
ability of this market in the
early scason should do much to
relieve the problem of a surplus
at Christmas and also of over-
weight birds at that season.

Home-Produced Food

for Broilers

An experiment carried out at
Athenry Agricultural College by
Department of Agriculture staff
showed that broiler producers
who have home-grown cereals
and seperated milk available
could use these as ingredients in
the birds’ finishing ration and
thug probably reduce production
costs.

The finishing ration used suc-
cessfully in the experiment con-
tained 85% of home grown
‘cereals. mainly wheat, with
Scparated malk given ad lib. The
ration worked out cheaper than
the specialised ration wusually
fed to broilers, It was fed durinh
tl}c last four wecks before the
birds were killed.

'The birds on
ifnilk _li'ini}shing ration each con-
sumed about-hall a pour 1SS
'fl‘de than those on !]h(- :?mh:nbl
(,11(_.-1. Their intake of separated
milk worked out at about a gal-
l‘{_m. per bird over the 4 week
llmshmg period and their food
conversion rate was slightly bet-
ler_!han those on the specialised
ra!lon. Although the birds in
this experiment were pure White
Rocks, which are yellow-fleshed.,
ihf,- finishing ration which con-
tained separated milk had the
eifect of producing  white-
fleshed carcases which are more
acceptable to the market,

The experiment indicates that,
though it may not be practicable
for producers to make up their
own broiler ration for the full
growng  period, home-grown
cereals with a balancer meal,
plus skim milk adq lib, can be
used for the last four weeks to
finish the birds for market, Pro-
ducers who wish to follow this
suggestion are advised to consult
their poultry instructors before-

Clearance Area. I appreciate
that the eradication of Bovine
T.B. in dairying distriets poses
special problems for herdowners
the major one of course being
the difficulty and high cost of
getting replacements for reactor
~ows, The position of the dairy-
ing counties has been under
close examination in my De-
partment for some time past and
I have now decided to introduce
new arrangements for these
counties which I hope will have
the full support of <all herd
owners. The new arrangements
will operate for a period of
three years commencing on the
Ist October next and will apply
to the Counties of Cork, Kerry,
Kilkenny, Limerick. Tipperary
and  Waterford. The main
features of the new arrange-
ments are as follows :—
During the three year period
herdowners in the six counties
mentioned whose applications
have been approved by the De-
partment, will be paid a head-
age grant of £15 on each cow
reactor which they dispose of to
a licensed canning factory, The
animal may be sent direct to
the cannery or sold to the can-
ner’s agent at a fair or mart or
at the herdowner’s premises.
The grant will be additional to
whatever price the cannery pays
for the reactor.

In addition to the headage
grant, if the herd gets a clear
test within three years from the
1st October the Department will
pay a bonus rate of

(a) £8 for each cow reactor
on  which headage grant was
paid;
(b)
herd
fost,
which ever the herdowner pre-
lers.

£4 for each cow in the
at the date of the clear

The herdowner who wishes to
availl of these benefits will be
required to submit an applica-
tion to the B.T.E, District Of-
lice in which, if his herd has al-
ready been tested, he will have
to show the tattoo marks of the
¢ow reactors in the herd. The
Department wll accept liability
for these reactors plus those
which turn up at later tests but
not for any reactors which the
farmers might buy in,

A point to note is that the
herdowner must himself sel] the
reactor to the canning factory
or ils agent either at home or
at a fair or mart. The present
arrangements wherby the De-
partment purchases will, there-
fore, terminate from the 1st
October next in the six counties
mentioned. They will, however,
continue to operate in {hese
counties unti] the 1st October
and in the remainder of the
country after that date,

The new scheme is voluntary
but herd owners who do not
avail of it will not be eligible
for further free testing.

The Department will indem-
nify the canneries against loss
in respect of any meat con-
demned, so that farmers who
send cows forward to the can-
neries at published prices need
not worry about the possibility
ol the carcase being condemned.
They will be paid in full,

Reactors disposed of other-
wise than to a licensed canning
factory or reactors sold to a
cannery before approval is ob-
taned from the Department will
not qualify for headage grant.

As from the introduction of
thy new arrangements, all cows
[ailing to pass a test under the
Bovine Tuberculosis Eradicaca-
tion Scheme will be branded by
means of a diamondshaped hole
punched in the left ear.

These are the main headings
of the new arrangements. The
details are at present being
worked out in the Department
and when they have been
finalised a letter will be issued
to every herdowner in the six
counties concerned, who has al-
ready joined in the Bovine Tu-
berculosis Eradication Scheme,
explaining the arrangements
fully and telling him what he
must do. Herdowners who are
not already in the Scheme but
wish to come in so as to avajl
of the new benefits must write
to their B.T.E, District Office
which will send them full par-

hand.

With reference to the second
condition—T.B. Free—there has
been plenty said and written
about T.B. during the past two
years. The net result, however,
in terms of fully accredited
cattle has been a dismal failure.
Whether farmers realise it or
not compulsion is on our door-
step—Economic compulsion that
is,

Every [armer in Britain today
wants }'Lllly accredited cattle, He
may on occasion have to take
“14 Day Test Cattle.” The pro-
gressive farmers are all ultestcd_
and after ten or twelve years
regimentation ol i es iin g,
isolating and disinfection, 1In
order to gel their stock {free,
they do not intend to risk the
re-infection of their farms. by
the introduction of Irish 14 Day
Test Cattle” which at least have
n  rather doubtful reputation.
Nor do they want to isolate such
cattle for 60 days and go to the
trouble and cost of a further
T.B. in wheh if one animal goes
down he will have to keep the
balance in isolation for a further
60 days. A farmer will only _du
al]l thig if he can buy at a price
that will cover his trouble, costs
and losses. :
There is little point now in
recriminations or in trying to
apportion the blame fgr the
apathy and lack of foresight of
those whom one would have ex-
pected to give encouragement
and a lead in this connection.
The farmers themselves are b_e-
ginning to.realise that they will
have to make up the leaway

themselves, and if they are to
cattle

they must exert them-
sclves and by their own efforts,
get down to the job of testing
and all it implies and at once.
The lull in trade at present
would seem to be the right mo-
ment to get busy and while
prices are comparatively low,
build up a pool of twice tested
and accredited cattle, Make no
mistake, that even if the British
Government allows 14 day test
cattle in for five more years, the
British farmer does not want
them, and will only accept them
as a must and at a bad price.
After the first of March next
and indeed long before then the
shuiters will be down against all
but “14 cday tested” and accre-
dited cattle.

The third condition—Price.—
Very few, if any, of the s.tore
cattle exported to Britain since
the beginning of this year will
leave any profit to the pur-
chaser. The price paid early in
the season was not an economic
one for the purchaser, and those
who got caught then will not re-
turn for the same medicine.

Only cattle which can be
bought at a price that will
eventually leave a profit can
help the cattle trade and put it
on a secure and lasting founda-
tion,

Lastly—avalilibility of supply.
—We cannot hold the grip on
any market if the commodity is

The Iollowing is part of a re-
port by a ftechnical officer of
the Department of Agriculture
who has completed an extensive
study of the poultry industry in
the United States :—

The 4-H (head, heart, hands,
health) Club organisation is
directed to the improvement of
rural life in America and es-
pecially the improvement of
American farm youth. The or-
ganisation is primarily educa-
tional in character. It is believed
that considerable influence can
be exerted through this organis-
ation for better farming and
better living. 4-H clubs exist
throughout the United States
and their mode of organisation
is somewhat similar to that of
Macra na Tuaithe in Ireland.
The members are usually from

{D to 14 years of age and they
bave the guidance of an adult
voluntary leader who takes an
active interest in all the Club’s
activities,

An essential feature of the 4-H
Movement is the self-education
of the members. Towards this

aim, earh member must under—(

take and be responsible for a
groject of his own, The form of
the project is variable and is
suited to the member’s tastes
and to the facilities at his dis-
posal, Thus, u boy may select a
project in dairying. crop hus-
bandry. hog-raising, poultry,
photography, woodwork or in
any one ol severa] enterprises.
Girjs may also choose from a

ability to appreciate the econo-
mic significance of all aspects of
raising broilers. The same is
true in respect of other pouliry
projects.

It 'is considered that the
future of farming van be in-
fluenced to an appreciable de-
gree through the 4-H Club
Movement.

WHITEGATE OIL
REFINERY

The last Press Conference was
held on a foggy day last Novem-
ber, and the last Press Release
was issued on 4th April wheén
the Refinery was nearing com-
pletion, but before it had gone
into production. Since then cer-
tain significant events have oc-
curred and we thought it well to
invite you here once again to
see the completed job,

On 7th April the first tanker—
the “Irish Holly”—was success-
fully berthed at the jetty, and a
small cargo of 1,000 tons of Gas
Oil was discharged from it for
flushing out the plant, This was
followed in quick succession by
the arrival of crude oil tankers
for each of the participating
Companies—Caltex, Esso and
Shell Mex and B.P., with cargoes
varying from 17,000 to 33,000
tons, in order to build up our
crude oil stocks, When these
were considered adequate to
start refining, the main distilla-
tion unit was started up with
“oil in” on the 21st May, The
unit was run at various through-
puts throughout May and June
to put it through its paces, and
marketable products were soon
available,

On the 13st June the first
cargo of Gas Oil was loaded out
on the “Irish Holly,” and since
then some 80 loadings have taken
place representing 80,000 tons of
products.

Owing to the interdependence
of the various units in a refinery
and the greater complexity in-
volved in the manufacture of
some products compared with
others, the various units must be
started up successfully. On the
18th July it was possible to start
up the Catalytic Reforming Unit
for the production of Motor
Spirit or Petrol. By that time the
Unit had been tested, as well as
the furnaces and catalyst re-

actors which form an integra1|

part of it, and an adequate supply
of feed stock for it had been
buil{ up. This feed stock is a
certain type of crude naphtha
which has to be segregated from
the naphtha produced by the
main distillation unit and fed
to the Catalytic Reformer treat-
ment,

GIRL RESCUED
AT HELVICK
HEAD

There was a dramatic rescue
off Helvick Head on Tuesday
night when the local lifeboat
manoeuvred among the treach-
erous rocks to take aboard a
Tramore gir] who was lying un-
conscious at the foot of a clift,
trapped by the incoming tide.
The gir] was Miss Maureen Ho-
ban, daughter of Mr, and Mrs.
Sean Hoban, of Tramore,

It appears that Miss Hoban
and others were on the strand on
the Mine Head side of Helvick
Head when the tide trapped
them. Her companjons managed
to scale the cliff but she had
climbed up two-thirds of the
way when she fell. back to a
ledge at the foot. People on the
top who included' Mrs. Betty
Morrissey, Dungarvan, Mr. and
Mrs. J. O'Sullivan, Dublin, to-
gether with their children
raised the alarm_driving to Hel-
vick Pier, where the hfeboat
was called out,

With Tom Kelly in command,
the lifeboat rushed out the bay
and rounded Helvick Head and
went to the spot some yards off
shore at the scene of the acci-
dent.

Because of the rocks and the
strong south easterly wind
which made the sea choppy, it
could not go in too close but a
small boat went in with Mick
Whelan Michael Tobin, John
Carey, young Brian Morrissey
and Barry O'Sullivan. They
brought the injured girl off the
cliff and out to the small boat
on a stretcher and the lifeboat
then towed the small boat wih
her still aboard to Helvick Pier
where a doctor and ambulance
were waiting as well as the
girl’'s parents.

Happily, she was not seriously
injured but was suffering from
shock. She was taken to Dun-
garvan Hospital.
