OATS IMPORTED INTO

DONEGAL

The N.F.A. have as yet re-
ceived no explanation regard-
ing the import of foreign oats
into Co. Donegal. The matter,
however, is on the agenda of the
National Executive’s meeting
this week. °

Towards the end of last week
numerous reports reached Head-

dicating that large amounts of
foreign oats were coming into
the county. This wag particular-
ly serious situation because
the Donegal oats harvest was
just underway and the influx of
this oats is alleged to have re-
sulted in a drop of about 9/- per
barrell for native oats.

On enquiry to the Department
of Agriculture, assurance was
given to the N.F.A. that no
licences had been issued since
the end of June, but further in-
vestigations in Donega] revealed
a very different situation. It
was ascertained that last month
(August) approximately 1,000
tons of oats had passed. through
border points into the county.
Some, if not all, of this oats had
been taken off two boats, the
“Cardina” and the “Arta,” which
came into the Port of Derry in
mid-August. Further enquiry to
the Department of Agriculture
revealed that there was a possi-
bility that the oats had been im-
ported under licences given by
the Department earlier in the
summer,

Whatever the explanation, it is
clear that the importation of
this oats has had a very detri-
mental effect on the trade for
the home-grown product.

A full report on the situation
will be given at the National
Executive mieeting of the N.F.A.
where future action on behalf of
the Donegal farmers by the As-
sociation will be determined.

N.F.A. REGIONAL

CONVENTIONS

While the actual venues of the
1959 N.F.A. Regional Conven-
tions have not yet been decided
on, it can be taken that five or
more of these Conventions will
be held in various parts of the
country as usual in the late
Autumn and early Winter of
this year. We would, therefore,
llike to take this opportunity of
impressing on members and far-
mers generally that these Con-
ventions do provide the opport-
unity for a frank discussion on
agricultural policy by farmers.
They are organised to ascertain
the‘ views of members on the
various facets of agriculture and
to shape the policy of the N.F.A.
accordingly. They are held at a
time of the year when most
farmers can afford to spend a
day away from home, and we be-
lieve that attendance at one of
these conventions can be both
rewarding and informative,

We have often hearq farmers
complain that agricultural policy
in this country is formulated at,
and on occasions dictated from,
the top, Since this may be true,
no farmer should miss the op-
portunity of attending his Re-
gional Convention and putting
forward his views on any aspect
ol agriculture, It is within such
a democratic structure that it is
possible to shape and maintain
a  pratical policy for farming
and this can néver be achieved
without the active and whole-
hearted participation of farmers
as policy-makers.

When the venues are finally
decided on, members will be no-
tified through ' their Branch
Secretaries and by advertise-
ments in” the Provincial press.
This can be a crucial year for
Irish farmers, because never be-
fore have we been in the posi-
tion of having to make such im-
portant decisions with regard to
our export markets and the
place that our country will take
in Europe.

We look forward, therefore, to
large attendances when our Re-
gional Conventions ‘come around,
IRISH T.V.

Now that we are really going
to have a Television Station in

the Republic, we should con-
sider how best this new medium
can benefit agriculture, With
T.V. we have the means of more
broadly dissiminating knowledge
and information about farming
and thereby assisting a greater
understanding between the far-

'mers and other sections of the

community Television has been
used extensively in Britain and
other countries to give special
programmes from farms, marts,
etc,, and has done much towards
informing the genera] public on
farming problems and condi-
tions.

More important still we hope
that it will provide for candid
public discussions on aspects of
agricultural policy. We would
envisage that if there was a
difference of opinion between
the N.F.A. and the Department
on any matter it would be dis-
cussed on T.V. and each side
would have the opportunity of
pufting forward its point of
view, It would then remain for

-| the viewing public to decide the

merits of the respective pro-
posals. This is the approach
that leads eventually to a
better general understanding of

the various problems that con-|

front the Nation, and if T.V.
can contribute towards such an
understanding and eventual
general co-operation, then it will
serve a very good purpose in-
deed. )

Since the announcement of the
new method of disposal there
has been a steady stream of ap-
plications to the local offices of
the Department from farmers
who wish {o sell reactors to the
canneries, Circular letters have
been sent to all the farmers in
the six counties who are taking
part in the B.T.E. Scheme,
giving full details of what it is
necessary to do under the new
arrangement, These letters have
stressed the necessity for giving

has taken delivery of the reactor
cow the farmer will be given a
receipt on a pink docket which
he must complete and forward
to the district office as his
claim for the £15 grant. The
grant cannot be paid unless this
docket is received in the district
office.

Ag, an incentive to farmers to
clearr out their reactors as
quickly as possible the Depart-
ment is also offering a bonus
payment to any farmer in the
six counties mentioned who has
a clear herd test within three
years from October 1st, This
will be made in either two ways
according to the farmer’s wishes,
He can elect to be paid £8 for
each reactor cow he has sold to
a licensed cannery and on which
he has collected the £15 grant,
or he can take £4 in respect of
each cow in his herd at the time
of the clear test, provided in
both cases that the clear test is
achieveq within the three years.
