In view of the recent publicity
regarding deaths in pigs, stated
to have been fed on a diet con-
taining meat and bone meal of
high oil content which had turn-
ed rancid, it is desirable to
clarify the position in regard to
the use of meat and bone meal
as an animal feeding stuff.

Meat and bone meal of high
oi] content is a valuable feeding
stuff when used in the fresh
state, but deteriorates rather
quickly and, if included i
rations stored over a period, is
liable to bring about a Vitamin
E, deficiency which may prove
fatal to animals fed on such
rations.

As compound feeding stuffs
manufactured for sale have t_o be
stored for fairly long periods,
it is a condition of licences

Near Cappoquin and east of
the Blackwater is the parish and
townland of Affane. The place
takes its name from two Irish

PURCHASE OF
REACTORS

A delegation from the Irish
canning industry had dis-
cussions on 20th instant with re-
presentatives of the Department

of the new scheme for the pur-
chase of reactor cows in the
dairying areas in the South,
The new scheme for the South
was announced in July last to
come into operation on Ist
October. It was introduced in
recognition of the fact that the
eradication of bovine T.B. posed
greater problems for the in-
dividual farmer in the South
than elsewhere and to meet the
criticism that farmers would be
better off under a system which
enabled them to market their
cows themselves rather than
through the Department of
Agriculture. The new scheme
provided for a payment from the
Department to the farmer of a

market price plus an additional
bonuf of £8 per reactor re-
mgved fo be paid to farmers
getting a clear herd within a
period of three years from Ist
October,

In the six counties concerned
about 1,600 cows were sold to

the Department during the whole
of August, At the beginning of
September a notice was issued
stating that applications to the
Department to take up cows un-
der the old scheme could not be
considered after 16th September.
The applications made in the
period from 1st to 16th Septem-
ber added up to a total of 11,800
cows, the purchase and disposal

and a Squash Rackets player,

of which has put a tremondous
strain on the Department and on
the canning firms which held
the contracts for those areas, so
much so, that these canners
were asked and agreed to extend
the contracts which expired on
30th September for a few weeks
to clear all the animals offered
to the Department,

The representatives of the cann-
ing industry denied that their
agents had combined to force
down the price of cows against
farmers and they stated emphat-
ically that there had not been
and would not be any discrimin-
ation in their buying of scheme
cows as against others of com-
parable quality,

The delegation state d that
canning firms outside the dairy-
ing areas and some firms within
those areag are open to take in
further supplies of cows but
they held the view that cows
were not being offered in suffi-
cent numbers to justify the at-
tendance of their buyers at some
fairs and markets in the counties
concerned.

They also pointed out that there
had been a fall in world market
prices for manufacturing beef
which must be reflected in the
prices ruling in this country for
COWS,
