AN EYE TO THE

PAST

LISMORE
CASTLE

(CONTINUED)

If anybody who lived in
1750 saw the present castle of
Lismore. he would hardly re-
cognise it, For one thing no
bridge led 1o the water’s edge
and the old building itself was
half in ruins, Two wings of it
were in some kind of repair,
but the rest stood roolless and
bare.

In course of time all this
was to change. The Earls of
Cork (mentioned last week))
and their heirs the Earls of
Burlington, took little interest
in the historic building, but
the place came into the hands
of the Dukes of Devonshire at
the end of the 18th century.

The Duke of Devonshire built
the present fine bridge across
the Blackwater and in 1812 he
began to restore the tumble-
down castle. In the course of
the work an old door-way was
found which had bheen blocked
up, and, to their amazement.
they discovered hidden there
an ancient manuscript and a
beautiful  Bishop’s crosier.
They had found the Book of
Lismore—a collection of old
Irish literature and a crosier of
exquitite workmanship which
enclosed a wooden staff which
may have been the original
crosier of St. Carthage. the
founder of Lismore.

The restored castle, which
we see to-day is a fine and im-
posing edifice, but it is toe or-
namental a structure to with-
stand the sieges and forays
that the original fortress
weathered.

Among the interesting people
who lived in Lismore castle,
one is Robert Boyle, the
famous scientist whose name is
associated with the discovery
of an important law in Physics.

He was son of the great Earl \

of Cork, and brother of the
man who defended the castle
so valiantly in 1641,

That then is some of the
story of Lismore Castle. Its
tall turrets and graceful lines.
set in a setting of sylvan
beauty, help to make the
Blackwater the “Irish Rhine,”
as it is sometimes called.

INCREASED RATE
FOR EDUCATION

County Waterford Vocational
Education Committee un-
animously adopted a rate of
8.4d, in the £ as their demand
on the County Counci] for the
services of the financial year
commencing st of April next.

At the monthly meeting, the
C.E.Q. submitted for the com-
C.E.O. submitted the Estimates
for the coming year which
showed an increase of 0.9d. in
the £ over last year. As a re-
sult of the Government’s recent
award to teachers, following
arbitration, he said that an in-
crease in the rate was neces-
sary to cover the amiount of
the award and it would also
make provision for an extra
teacher from next September.

Members considered a com-
parative table showing the
rates in force in other counties,

Mr. Kyne : “At 7.5d. in the
£ we are the lowest in the
whole of Ireland, and will stiil
be the lowest even at the pro-
posed rate of 8.4d.”

The C.E.O. said that they had
neither loan nor overdraft ac-
commodation as a burden on
them. Instead of expending
money on the erection of
schools as had been -done else-
where, they had provided port-
able schools to serve various
areas of the county. They had
hired - buildings for -classes in
other districts, and had heen
very conservative in regard to
buildings.

Mr. Keane: “We have 7.5d. at
the moment and are asking the
Council for 8.4d, As we must
pay the increase to our teach-
ers. and as we have a demand
for a woodwork teacher for the
cast of the county I propose
that we adopt 8.4d. in the £.”

This was seconded by Ald.
T. Kyne, T.D.

Mr, C. Curran said that he
did not like to make cuts in
cducational services, but they
would have to consider sub-
stantial increases in other ser-
vices.

Mr, Keane: “Education is a
most essential service in the

country and especially in this

county, where, in addition to
the other classes, you have
special night classes for farm-
ers, which helps to improve
their education.”

Mr, O’Hara: “We have a
good record—no loans and no
overdraft.”

Mr. T. O Faolain said that
they had built no new schools
and it might be said that things
were lying dormant. The in-
crease looked for was small
and the Committee had not
been a big burden on the
rates.

Mr. Keane: “If we do have to |

get an overdraff we will be in
debt like the County Council.

DEATH OF FAMOUS ABBOT
OF MOUNT MELLERAY

We regret to record the death
of Right Rev. Dom Celsus
QO'Connell, O.CS.0.. Abbot
Emeritus and for 24 years, un-
ti! his retirement in 1957, Lord
Abbot of Mount Melleray Ab-
bey, Cappoquin. He was 77 at
the time of his death on Friday
last. When Lord Abbot of
Mount Melleray, the late Dom
Celsus was responsible for the
present great Cistercian
Church on the slopes of the
Knockmealdown Mountains, At
the Abbey centenary in August
1933, Cardinal McRory laid the
foundation stone of the Abbey
Church. Dom Celsus also saw
the return of the monks to Mel-
lifont, Co. Louth. and was pre-
sent as Abbot in retirement at
the laying of the foundation
stone for their new church at
Collon, in July 1957, by Car-
dinal D’Alton,

The late Dom Celsus played
an impressive part in the de-
velopment of Mount Melleray
to its present eminence, and
during his time as Lord Abbot
he established three new
[oundations. two in Ireland
and one in New Zealand.

It was in Mount Melleray
that he began his religious life
when he joined the Cistercian
Order as a novice in 1901, He
was on the teaching staff of
Melleray for a long period. and
also served for a time as Prior.
e has seven relatives in re-
ligion,

The remains were removed
on Friday evening from Cork
to Mount Melleray. and follow-
ing Requiem Office and High
Mass on Monday. interment
took place in the Monks Ceme-
tery at Melleray.
