TW0 BURNING QUESTIONS
At the moment, Irish farmers
face two burning questions.
one is the question of regional
water supplies and' the second
is reduced price for wheat. Re-
garding the first question, it
might not be any harm to re-
peat once more, the stand
taken to date by the Nationdl
Farmers’ Association.  This
stand has given rise to misun-
derstanding in some quarters
and unfortunately has been
misinterpreted by others.

N.F.A. has noted with pleas-
ure, the Minister's statement
that.to achieve this end, he
will enccurage regional, group
and private enterprise schemes
since he believes there is room
for- all three types. Unfortun-
ately, we have not yet had a
clear indication from the Min-
ister of how the cost af all
these schemes is to be shared.
Present indications are that
those who have ploneered — hy
providing themselves with wa-
ter at no cost to the rates,
either as individuals or as
members of a co-operative
group, will now have to con-
tribute through the rates to the
cost of regional schemes. We
believe that in the National in-
terest, the Minister must im-
mediately clarify this point.

There aee three ways by
whirh water can be laid on to
a farm. Each way has obvious
merits, depending on particular
circumstances. As an indjvi-
dual. the farmer can do the job
himself or get someone else to
do it. It beccmes a private
teche mes&

supply. He bears the initial
cost and the maintenance cost.
Almoest invariably, he will be
a progressive type,-prepared to
spend where necessary, much
more than the £100 which is
matched with the grant. This
sort of person is valuabl in any
rural community and we must
see to it that his initiative is
not penalised.

Secondly, water may be ob-
tained under a voluntary group
scheme. Here a group of people
come together to provide a
communal .supply. This system
has much to recomend it. Be-
sides the community spirit it
engenders, it has the happy
knack of overeoming difficul-
which could prove too great for
an individual. Furthermore, in
the cases- we know of, it has
succeeded in making water
available at an exceptionally
lew cost to the individuals con-
cerned.

are elready faced with a de-
creasing income on all sides” s
the immediate reaction of the
National Grain Committee of
the National Farmers' Associa-
tion to the Government an-
nouncement this evening, re-
garding wheat prices for the
1861 crop, -

Removing the Parliamentary
language, the Government
statement merely says that
there will be a reduction in the
price of wheat for 1961,

The Coffimittee asks the
Government how this statement
can be réconciled with the
Taoiseach's repeated statements
to the effect that farm income
must be maintained.

The Committee is emphatic
in re-iterating its demand made
on the occasion of a deputation
from the Grain Committee to
the Department of Agricullure,
on Monday of this week and
now made to the Govéernment.
N.F.A. demands that the price
of higher quality wheat be in-
creased to compensate the
other grades, so that the over-
all incaome to the farmer from
the crcp will not be reduced.
On the basis of figures supplied
to us by the Department of
Agriculture over a recent four
year period, twenty-five per
cent of wheat delivered to mills
will come within this category.

[Aftet due deliberation, the
Grain Committee is cbliged to-
assume thal the Government,
under the new arrangement, is
giving, at the farmers’ expense,
a present cf one quaster of
theie wheat (on average year)
‘o the millers at considerably
reduced prices.

" BARBED WIRE

The N.F.A. National Indus-
trial & Transport Committee
have, among other things, car-
ried out an investigation into
the merits or otherwise, of Irish
barbed wire, compared with
that from other countries, It
would appear that the tensile
strength is probably as good as
any imported material. Com-
plaints with reference to
“fracturing” are being follow-
ed up. In most other ways, the
Irish article was comparable to _
the imported one, with one im
portant difference. The amount
of zinc used here is less than
that demanded by British and
sgntinental standards. This as-
pect of the manufacture is to
be taken up by thé Committee
with the manufacturers.

INTERESTING ITEMS

Tractors.—A recent study of
tractor use was cafried out,
which showed that the annual
uge of tractors was about 800
hours less than it was 10 years
earlier. The reasons for this
would seem to be the increased
number of tractors and the in- *
crease In average horsepower.
which means that tractor capa-
city has Increased faster than
the work-load to be handled by
traciors.:

In America there are more
than 43 million tractors in use -
on American [ams. In other
words, about §rds of American
farms have tractors.

To-day's tractor is mare
powerful, lighter, more versa-
tile and easier to handle than
‘he older models, It is reckoned
in Ameica that the modern
tractor does much more fork
than those of twenty years ago
and furthermore that its aver-
age service life is from 16 to 20
years, a8 against 12 years
roughly in 1840,

Rice for Livestock. — More
“ice is baing eaten in Germany
han ever before. Most of the
imports are from Burma, China
and the United States. The
most Interesting point about
this Increase is the very notice-
able rise in the use of rice for
livestock feeding.

Fishing. — The Government

>f Ghana is helping fo build
:annery, an edible fish-meal
plant, and a large freezing
plant. The latter will be mainly
for "tuna for export. The
country’s ‘yearly catch s
worth more than £2 million
and yet the imports.in fish is
gtill around £2§ million.
* Wheat—World wheat pro-
duction for 1960 is estimated at
8,500 million bushels. About
2,000 million of this is produced
in North America: about 1,305
million bushels in Weftern
Eurape; 595 million in Eastern
Surope and around 2,000
nillion bushels in Asia.

Because of the large wheat
harvest by British farmers in
1858, about 31 million bushels
less were imported in to Eng-
land in 1960 than in 1950.
Nevertheless, Canada, by sup-
plying more than half of all fm-
ports, remained the biggest
supplier, Australia was second
and the United States third.

Wool “An’ Saits—It seems
that exceptionally high prices
are being paid for Russian
wool by native textile mills in
recent years. Its effect is clear-
ly seen in high priced clothing.
Men's suits most between £75
and £170—in other words, a
