Now
he (Mr. Brougham) contended, that where there
was a remedy, which there was in this country, by
which a party could procureadivorce, not a uicte-
lo malrimonii, but & mensa ot (hero, that way
sufficient to_shew, that marriage was not an indis-
soluble contract, but that a divorce « vinculo
snatrimonii might be obtaived, were thero a come
petent court for granting sucha remedy. 1t was
not his object to consume the time of the Court by
a display of anprofitable learning on points which
were immaterial to the main question for their Lord-
ships’ consideration ; but he should at once address
himself to that formidable feature in the case, which
he knew would be relied on by his Lenrved Friend
on the otber side, and which he must meet, or fail
in what he had now to contend for. lle took the
propositiou on the other side to be shortly this, that
marriage being. Ly the law of England, an indis-
rolable contract, parties who had ouce contracted
it could not go iuto another country, where it was
dissolulle, nud arail themselves of tha law of that
conntry to break the indissoluble relation to each
other which they had contracted in Eoglund. He
(Mr. Brougham), howerer, should prove that marri-
age did not now exist rs an indissoluble contract in
Langland, aund that divorce a vinculo mualrimonii
was compient by the law of Scottand. Aud sty
he contended that there ¥as mo authority, either in
the shape of & decision, of a dicfum, or othervise,
for saying that marriage, in lts nature and esence,
was & contract indissoluble in England, atthough he
ogreed that there was no Court in Englandin which
that remely could be obtained.  Theugh some ju-
risdictions did exist, which dedlt with the relations
botween husband and wife, aud though those juris-
dictions wer e prohibited from dissolving the marciage,

and in the time of Henry ghe Eighth an auxicty was
shewn, not only that ma Tinge should be considered
a dissoluble contract, but that means of obtaining the
remedy of divoree should be afforded. In proof of
this, he referred to a treatise entitoted ¢ Refor-
matio Lezum Eeclesiasticaram,” p. 47, and to
Baro's Eeclesiastical Law, where, under various
proposeil Canous. it was considerm]; whether any
remedy should be given, and how itshould be apph-
ed. In the course of this time, there were two au-
thorities on this paint, which shewed, though theju-
teation expressed in the canons was neree carritd
into effect, that a remedy was thén applied by our
Courts.

{0 be found in the old cascs, that it was only {rom
the impediments which the canen lnw threw in the
way, that justice had been denied in such cases
throughout. In proof of this, he referred to what
was stated by Bishop Cousins in Rous’s aase, in
1666 ; to the Duke of Norfolk's case, in 1699.
1700,. which was prioted by itsell ina small quarto
volame, and would also be found in the State Tri-
als; andto Lord Macclesficld's case, in which Bish-
op Burnet gives his opinion against those canons.
Mr. ljreughamalso took the liberty tostate, if there
waeany thing indissoluble in the nature of the mar-
riage contract-—such, for instaunce, os arose from
(he circamstanee of its being resnided in the nature
of & sacrament—Darliament could not interfere to
e effect of dissolving it.  On that principle, it
would be one of those cases with which no homan
power could deal.  To interfere with it would be,
ns itwere, o pass a law whith was to bind after
Parlinments : it could not be meddled with, because
it was of a higher nature than other buman cases.
So this, too, be contended, gare sanction to what
he (Mr. Brougham) had alrendy stated ns to the nn-
ture of the contract of marriagze. Parliament, by
discolving such contracts, shewed that it cansidered
them asnot iv their safare indissoluble.  3dly. Oo.
this poiot hemust admit, that, thovgh such contracts
were ot in their nature indissolable, still the law-
of kingland afordead 10 remedy to a person asking
redress for the siolation of this contract. Thig,
howct!’r,“hp:squilml, was hy no meansa proof
of the indiasolubility of the contmct.  Thero were
many wrongs for which no wemedy existed: there
were many rights, (oo, which permons might have
by Statute, or mtcommon law, which they might,
nevertheless, be prevented from enforcing.  The
Statute of Limitatious, far instance, preclnled a
persoa from recorering after 6 vears, not because
the risht did not exist, but because it was then uns
derslood to be barred.  Lhere were eveo tribuuals
where a party might recorer a debt after it was struck
at by the Statute of Liwmitations—as for instavce, in
a claim for a debt before the Commissioners of Bank -
rupt.  In a recent case, too, in Chaacery, Lord
Fidon, where a creditor bad a tien, had allowed him
to retain it for a debt cantracted more thap six years
before, though, if there had beco nofien, the party
wouald have beea barred from suing, in consequence
of the Uebt hasing been doe more than six yesrs.
So far, therefore, from this want of reedy being
fnconsistent with the argument he (Mr. Brough-

GOTTENBURGH MAIL.

REPORT TRHOM TlIii.D-MARSIHAL EUTUROW, DATED
AT THE TILLAGE OF LETASCHEYKA, OCT, 19,
As he bad received intelligence that the corps of
Murat, of 50,000 mon, was on the river Tsher-
nishna, at a suthctent distance from the other forces
of the enemy, to enable him to act agninst the sid
corpt—our army advanced from Tarushina to the
Nara in several columns, which were followed by
our right wing on the following night. Al these
teoops crossed the Nara, under the command of Ge-
neral Bennigsen, whilst the remainder of our army
followed his movements by the main read. Before
day-break these troops had reached the appointed
place, together with the 24, 3d, and dth corps of-
infantry ; they passed, In the same order, throogh
n forest, from which they rushed upon the enemy.
The Coswacks, under the command of Count Orlof
Denisof, who had almost torned the enemy’s left
wing, and were reinforced by several corps of caral-
ry, under General Muller, with the'2d, 3d, and
Ath corps of infantry, fell upon the ungosrded ene-
my with such impetoosity, that the latter could not
maiatain hiv position for any length of time, but
very soon betook Iimself to light ; our light troops
pursued him with srtillery, hesvy cavaley, 2nd in-
fantry, as far ns the borough of Woronow. The
etemy’s lose, on that day, was 1000 prisoners, and
about 2570 Lilled, a standard of hofour belonging
to a reginent of cuirasslers, and 38 pieces of can-
non, 0 ammuuition waggons, and the whole bag-
gage of the enemy, including that of the King of
Naples, taken.  Our Joss of only 300 men is en-
hanced by that of the brave lieateaant.General
Bagowat, who fcll at the begloning of the battle.—
Gieueral Beanigsen also receired a slight wound
from a shat, which, howerer, did not prevent him
from continuing in the command, even uatil the
pursvit.

At tiiiy moment we receive intelligence, thata
regziment of Cossachy has taken AU prisoners with
General Parn. Kutasow also writes, with his own
hand, that this victory was distinguished by the
steadiness und regularity of our troops. Those who
have witnessed it compareit (o a well-directed man-
@uvre on the parade.

REPORT FROM NAJOR-GENERAL 1L,0WAISKA (4T1),
DATYD MOsCOw, ocT. 22.

Ou this day General Baron Wingingerode gave
orders to his van, under Ilowniska, to advance from
Nikolsk upon Moscow. The whole corps follow-
ed under the command of Major-Genera! Beuken-
dorff.

Baron Winzingerode attacked the enemy’s out-
posts In the city with great impetuosity, aud com-
pelled them to retreat ; bot tn pursuing the euemy
to the Rremlin, General Winzingerodo separated
from his corps, and bastened forward to persuade
the hostile Commander to cease a useless firing,
which coold not hlnder us from taking the town.
This temerity was the cause that this bruve nnd es-
teemed General, together with the Captain of caral.
ry, Narishkin, were suddenly seized by a detach-
ment of the enemy, which suffered thetn to come,
quile near, without peying ny attention to the
white bandkerchlefs which they waved as flags of®
truce, aud thus they were taken prisoners. Heretip-
on Howaiska pursued the dispositions which - the
General had previously directed ; (ook the Krem-
lin, and the whole city, in which the enemy loft his
hospitals and a great quantity of ammunition.

Since T wrote to your Dordshipapen the 26th, |
have hed an opportauity of secing the enemy’s whole
army. a3 they placed themselres apposite to us on
the Pisuerga, yesterday.

The bridge of Tordesillas was de-
stroyed on the enewy’s approach to that town, on
the evening of the 28th, and I had sent ordera to the
regiment of Brunswick Oels to take poston its ruins,
in such manner as to prevent the esemy from repair-
ing the bridge. T had the mortification, however,
of lenruing, on the night of the 29th, that this re-
giment had been obliged to abandon its post, and as
[ had scen the enemy’s whole army in march towards
Tordesillas ou that evening, it whs obvious that no
time was to be lost. I therefore marched the army
atanearly hour yesterday morning to their left, and
posted the troops on the heights between Rueda and
Tordesillag, immediately oppesite, and near the
bridge of ‘Tordesillas.  We found the hridge negrly
repaired on our artieal, but the enemy had made no
attempt to pass it, and they have now no large as-
sembly of troops in this ueighbourhood.

The Rock is
situatedd about 5 leagues W. by N. from Milford
Haven. [t is at high water spring tides . o 5 feet
abore the lesel of thesea, and the Licht-nuse is
erectex] on the highest part of it Itis fixed on 9
Oak-pillars, 1 in the centre, aod the rest forming
nn octagon. These pillarsare about 30 feet in height,
from the Rock to the House, 2 feet diameter at the
bottom, and from 15 te 16 tachesat thatop. The di-
ameter of the House is 22 feet, divided into 2 Rooms,
nbove which is the Room where the Lautern s fixed.
The pillars, when pot down, weresun': in holes in
the Rock 10 fret deep, which were filled up with
pebbles and melted lead, each hole receiving of the
latter article about 3 tons. In the North Iast
part of the Rock, an excavalion was made, in
which coals, oil, and wet provisions are deposited,
and over which there isa strong trap-door, secared
by iron bars and Dolts fixed in the Rock. Six
months provisions and other necessaries are kept up
whenever an opportunity offers for a supply. On
the S. W. partof the Rock, several pieces of wood,
of equal dimensions with the House-pillars, were
fixed in an oblique direction, for the purposc of
brenking the force of thesea. Thesewere carried
away by the late storm, and by (hem, asis suppos-
ed, oue of the Housc-pillars was broken. At the
same time iu which this accident happened, the sea
broke some of the Glass of the Light-tlouse, and
the men became so alarmed, that they broke the re-
mainder, for the purpose of giving thesen a free pas-
sage thro’ the Lightsreom, and uaderan apprehen-
sion, that the whole of it would otherwise have been
cacried away. The injury gustaived has been so
serious, that the Tiinity House have been under the
necessity of giving volice, that there will be no
[ight shewn on the Rock during the winter.  This
isa circumstance of the greatest moment to naviga-
tion, aond ought to receire every possible publicity.

Croswer, Nov. 21.—On Tuesday night, a most
daring attempt was made by nine of the prisoners
confined in our Gaol to effect their escape, andin
which they were discovered and peevented by the
vigilance and actirity of Mr. Vowell, the (Gaoler.
The prisoners were, with two others (who refased
to jolu in the attempt), confined in a ward on the
second floor of the Gaol. Two of them (confined
in one cell) remorved the partition at the back of
their fire place, and got into the next cell, where
three others were confined, who had the necessary
implements for filing off the locks, by which means
they let themseivesout and liberated the other four.
They then broke a hole in the wall commanicating
with the passace from the water-closet to the yard,
thro® which they got down a height of about thirty
feet, by the assistance of their blankets cat in pieces.
Having gotinto the yard, which isintersected by two
high walte) thay were oblized to work themselves
throngh the ,ww-or, and got on to the eastern .yurd.

From this they intended to get agrininto the sewer,
and wark their way to the river, when they were dis-

V covered at four o'clock in the morning by Mr. Vow-

ell, who had them conducted back 1o a place of se-
curity.  The persons attempting to escape were the
noted Michael Ry¥n, (Sclug) presented asa vaga-
bond ; John Ready, John Morgan, John Doocy,
Wm. Kennedy, John Quarry, and James Clarke—
all under sentence of transportation ; John Hickey,
confined for horse stealing, and Owen Sweeuey, a
deserter. —Clonmel Herald.

On the evening of the 61h instant, as the sloop
Three Friends, of Youghall, Jamex Campbell, mas-
ter, was coming oat of Southampton, she was cap-
tured at the Start Point, by a French privateer, the
Juret, Louis Marencourt, of St. Maloes, Captain.
On finding the cargo consistedd of brick and hoope,
orders were giren to scuttle and sink the sloop,
which were immediately proceaded to be put into ex-
ecution, but on Captain Marencourt percbiving,
among Captain James Campbell's papers, a ceytifi-
cate from his Masonic Jodge, the Frenchman in-
stantly countermanded his orders for sinking the
veesel, entertained him with the utmost hospitality
and gave bim a paper, by which the sloap and cargo
were to be his, and only his—made him pramise
under his haud that he would endenvour to procute
the release of a certain French Captaln, now in
Derimouth prison, which Mr. Campbellis tesalved
on taking the necessary steps towards obtaining.—
T2 erery point of view we cannot sutliciently adntire
‘the humanity and tender feeling of this generoas
Frenchman. 1t was on hearing from Mr. Campbell
that he had a wife and four children depending ou his

cargo, but which, though he has neither inclination
nor right to keep, yet ittakes nothing {rom Captaia’
Marencourt’s goodness, and entitles him to the gras
titude, admiration, and imitation of the Craft. The
number of Mr. Campbeli's Lodge is 273, of Lime-
rick.  He is now unleading the cargo on Charlotte-
quay, inthis city.— Limcrick Advestiser.

sels and the Apents for Lloyd's, by using which, as
the case may require, instead of hoisting the weual
signal of distrese, ships may at once explain their
wants, and receive the requusite assistance from the
Agrents for Lloyd's, to whom these Sigoals are to be
considered as beirg cxelnvively addressed. This plan
was originally sugzested by Mr. J. M. Brackg~-
pony, Agent at Liverpool i submitted to the conei-
deration of the Rider Brethrea of the Trinity House,
and afterwards laid beforc the Lordy Commissioners
of the Admiralty. who have sancticned it with their
approbation, and have been pleased to direct their
Siznal Officers al the different stations on the coast to
repeat these Signals, for the more speedy informa-
tiou of the Agents for Lloyd's. who are instructed
by the Committee an all cases immediately to sead off
the articles required.
