Head-quarters,. Maontreal, QOctober 21, 1K12.

My Lorp—I have the satisfaction of reporting
to your Lordship, that his Majesty's forces, aided
by the militin and Indians stationed on the Niagara
frontier, have completely repelled n second attempt
of the enemy to invade Upper Cavada 5 and that a
victory has been gained which has left in our pos-
session nine hundred of the American army, and
their Commander, Brigadier-Generl Wadsworth,
who surrendered himself on the field of battle to
Major-General Sheaffe.  His Majesty and  the
country have to deplore the Joss of anable and mokt
galtant otficer in Major-General Brock, who fell

aationed at Queenstown, were wounded, bravely
contending, at the head of their men, against supe-
riar oumbers ; but [ am glad to haveitin my pow-
er to ndd, that Captain Dennls fortunately wasable
to keep the field, though with pain and dimculty B
and Captain Williams's wound is not likety to de-
prive me long of his services.

I am particularly indebted to Captaia Tolcroft,
of the Reyal Artiltery, for his judicious and skilful
co-operation with the guns and howitzers under his
immediate soperintendauce, the wellsdirected fire
from which contributed materially to the fortunate
result of theday.

Captain Derenzy, of the 41st regiment, brought
up the reinforeement of that corps from Fort George;
and Captain Bullock led that of the same regiment
from Chipawa ; and under thelr command those
detnchments acquitled themselres insuch A manner
as to sustain the reputation which the 4lst regi-
ment had already acquired in the yicioity of De-
troit. '

Major-Genernl Brock, soon after his arrival at
Queenstown, had sent down orders for batferiog
the American Fort Niagnm: Drigade-Major Frans,
who was leftin charge of Fort George, diracted the
operations against it with so much effect ns to silence
fts fire, and to force the troops to abandon it, and
by his prudent precautions he prevented mischief of
n most serious natare, which otherwise might have
been effected, the enemy having used heated shotin
firing at Fort George. o these services hie was
most effectoally aided by Colonel Claus (who re-

General Brock, whose valuable life was on this oce
casion devotod to his country’s service. Thesa
companies displayad exemplary discipline and spi-
rit, although the Captains of both were wounded,
and succeeded in keeing the enemy In check until
the artirnl of Major-General Sheaffe, with rela-
forcements. '

The disposition of the forces and plan of attack
adopted by Major-General Sheaffe cannot receive
n higher or more just praise tnan by stating, that
nine hundred prisoners of war, under tim commund
of Brigadier-Generat Wadsworth, surrenidered their
arms to & force infrrior in numbers, and without
sustaining any cousitlerable loss on our part.
