Hs aleo atteuds the Qaeen
every morning after breakfast, and reports to her
the state of the afilictsd Moonarch, and then pro-
ceeds to the Princesses, aud other branches of the
Royal Family, who happes to be at Windsor,
with & similar report. lo general her Majesty re-
tarus with Dr. Willis, through the state rooms,
dowp a private stalrcass leading Into the Kiog's
soits of rooms, sppropristed to this purpose ; some-
times she converses with her Royal Hasbeod, and
sometimes not, according to circamstances. The
Quoeep is tha oaly persou who is admitted to this
privilege, except the Madical Genilemeu, and other
aitendants. Incase of Dr. J. Willla’s alrsence, Dr.
R. Wiliis takes bis place. ‘The other Medical Gea-
tlemen take itin rotatioa to be in close attendance.
Two Messengers go from the Secretary of State's
Offics daily, and return to Loadon, as they bave
been accustomed to do for & number of years past.
He who atrives at noon brings so scevant of the
atate of the King's health to the Prince Regent and
the Members of the Quean’s Council.  His Majesty
has never beeu left, since his malady, without one
of the Royal Family being in the Castle, nod a

Aud this last chasge is paid by the Pablic to the
Bank for no other servica than merely that of act-
log as Bankers to the Public!——s secvice which
there can be uo doubt woald be perfurmed for less
than onc-fenth part of the sum uow paid, that is,
less than forty thomsand pounds per aonum, if
transacted by private bavkers; and thoagh there
may be s question as to the propriety of eatrusting
such large syms In the hauds of any private bauk-
ers, no person can coantend, that there ts any reasou
why we shoold pay to the Byuk of Eugland four
Mundred thousand pounds avuually for u service
which privatabackers could afford to perform, and
would most eagecly undertake, for forty thousena
pounds.  Observe, too, that the increase of Bauk
of Euglaod profits, from the increased circylation
of their paper since the Restriction Act pased i
1797, vow exceeds ths rno mcus tum of 5 gepen
Aundred thousand pounds annually.”
