or other disturbers io pasticular counties,

How often, for
iustence, were the Catholics at large implicated in
crimes which applied only to a fow of that body,
and that, too, from the represeutation of persous
affectiog to be historiang and judging of a great bo-
dy of merhiorious men from what happened to come
ander thelr owu immediate absecvation. Bat such
wriers bad since recanted their errors iu couse.
quence of further Infor aation.  TheCatbolic Body
was uow completely vindicated, becsuse lts churac-
ter and loyabty were fully kaomu, aud -btfelex the
geueral chasacters of leetand was knowa, it moold
ot be subject to censare.  The Hoo. Baronet ear-
nestly recomaended the House to exumive lpe stale
of that country, sud to luok to other remedies thun
that which a military [orce was capable of affording,
to remore the grievances of the Prople, to accede
to their just claims, and to begin the 'o.rk of e
dress by repealing the duty opon walt, with » view
to encourage the cultivation of barley, and to im-
puse & protectiog duty vpon the importation of fo-
reigu bulk into thiscountry, with a view to eacou-
rage thie Lrish Trade in that article.

but impressiug the peculiar necessity of aitending 1o
the state of Irelaud, lsom the very severely distress-
ed condiilon of its luhabitants.

Mr. HUSKISSON aninadverted upon the ab-
sence of the majority of the Gentlemen ou the other
eide from the couslderation of this futeresting sub.
ject; but the Ho.ourable Mover, whom be veu-
tured o cail his Honourable Friend, proceeded 1o
o tone of @oderation, which probably did not suit
the taste of these Gentlemen. He (Mro H.) was
aware of the disiress of those to whom the motion
relerred, and their case should receive his most di-
ligeat atlegtion.
