Lord CASTLERIEAGH denled, that he had
ever denominated as clamour the fair and legitimate
discussions v that House, . Bot he atill contended,
that there was a disposition in the Honourable Gen-
tlemen opposite to clamour down the Government,
by assuming that there was no disposition on the
part of Governmeut to folfil its pledge, before any
means were sllowed by whichy In fact, Miuisters
could make kuown their lntentions. It was that
species of conduct of which he complained, and
which he considered to be nothing better than mere
clamour.  With respect to the presant question, he
was perfectly ready to concur with the Honourable
Geotlemnn, that it was ooe of great importauce,
as tending to pul at issue the general principles of
ecanomy by which the Government had regulated ite
proceedings; and though the particular sum iuvolv-
ed in the motion of the Honourable Member was
not of much lmportence, yet itdid, v fact, derive
8 degree of Impartance es (Hustratiog those general
principles.  He hoped, howsver, that the Mem-
bers of that House, while they were discharging
what they cousidered thelr duly to their congtitu-
ents, by endeavouriog to compel the Government
to l(lul)" measures of economy, would not, at the
cume time, 1efuse to Government a fair opportunl-
ty of explaining thelr measures to Parliament, by
wLich alone it coald be determlned whether Miuis-
ter, were disposed to practise 8 due economy, or
