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PARIS PAPERS.

Paun, Mancn 21.— Yesterday took place the
exhomation of the remains of the Duke d’Iughien,
from the fosse on the routh slde of the castle of
Vincennes, Au sutheatic tradition indicated the
spot where his executioners had throwu bis body ;
but, for greater regularity, au express investigation
took place on Mouday last, condacted by the Coun-
sellor of State, Laporie Lalanc.  Au artillerist and
8 peasant of the village -of Viucenues gave the most
correct information. The peasant, whose name is
Giison, aged 80, had himself dug the grave; It was
sscertained from him, that the grave was dug two
hours after the acrival of the Priuce, aud by order
of Ilarel, who then commanded the castle of Via-
cenves, The rearches were made in presence of a
Kiug’s Commissioner, and several other persons,
emoug whem we remarked the Count de Resllly,
Peer of France; M. de Betbisy, of the Chamber
of Deputies ; the Vidame de Vasse, the Chevalior
de County, the Chevalier Jaques, the faithful filend
and companion of the illustrious victim ; the Mas-
quis de Pugvert, now Governor of Viucennes, who
had spent 1en years of his life shot up in It; Count
Armaund de Beaumont, Commandant; and many
others, almost all of wbom bad been sufferers from
Bonaparte’s tyrauny. Several surgeons were pre.
sent (o ascertaln the boues that might be throws
up. ‘The first object whick caught attention wasa
boot In tolerable preservation, in which were found
the bones of the leg and foot; the skull was then
found ; the fuce was downwards, one leg had rc-
maived in an almost vertlcal position, aud the arms
were beut towards the back, a rather large stone ap-
peaied to have been desiguedly throwun upon theliead,

PARLIAMENT.

NHIOUSE OF COMMONS—THURSDAY, MARCH e8.

Mr. . DAVIS observed, that he had received
several letters from persony concerned in the Leather
Trade et Bristol, stating, that, in conseqaence of
a rumour that it was the intention of the Chancel-
lor of the fixchequer to proposs the repeal of the
Leather ‘Tax, the Leather I'rade was at a stand;
and, therefore, he thought It necessary to ask the
Right Hon. Gentlemun, whether this ramour had
any foundation ?

The CHANCELLOR of the EXCHEQUER
reptied; that he had no difficalty in stating, for the
information of his Honourahle Friend and others,
that his Majesty’s Gevervment bsd no such inten-
tiou as that alluded to; for upon the best consl-
deratlon it was fels, that, whether the FLeather
‘Tax was injurioos or not at the time it was Impos-
ed, 1t could not uow be repealed without great in-
convenience.

Mr. WESTERN could not help entertaining a
very gloomy view of the prospect that was hefore
us—and helieving it to be thus gloomy, he did vot
think there was any policy in withholdiug auny
commublications wbich could place it fully before
Parlisment. What, lodeed, most be the situation

Leen in possession of its alarming exteot. Tte
point pusticularly now to be discassed was, how is
the Country to beretiesed ¢ His Hon. Fiiend had
proposed 8 serles of very good Hesclutions, which
he (Mr. B.) would cousider as embracing two ge-
uersl points, fiest, the mode of relieving the Couvu-
try of the charges on land—and, secondly, the
mode of relieving it by raising the price of grain.—
O! the charges on land, be considered tythes to be
of the fisst lmportauce.  To euter into any discus-
slon of that luteresting sulject, would at present
occapy too much time, and would indeed be a labo-
rlous task. He had, however, no besltation iu
saying, it was productive of wore moral and practi-
cal mischief, thau aoy other churge exacted on land,
and he would certainly be very deslrous to see it
abolished. Auother charge, to which he woold ad-
vert, was the poor rates, which be consldered
eqoally vexatious end oppressive, especially in a pe-
rlod like the present, wheo the taxes tmposed by
Government were 60 nomerous. It was very unjust
that these.rates shoold be exclusively levied from
Proprietors of land ooly, without any reference to
others who were better able to pay them. Aunother
mode of relief might be effected, by reducing the
duties on splrituous liquors, which would be very
advantageous to the Proprietor, as be was the direct
consumer of his owa grain io this way toa certalo
extent. Froa a calcalation which he (3Mr. B.) had
made, Le found that the duty on malt, paid by a
farmer occupying 40U acres, was actually more
thau he paid for Property Tax ; and therefore, Ly
reducing the duties, it would be fouud there would
be a greater demand. He coold uot help ooticing
the deep obligatious under which the Country at

rent, when the wages of laboor were oot equal
to the sustenance of the labourer, and when the
profits of agricuitural stock ware turued lnto loss-
es? Such, howsver, was the actual situstion of
the Country, aud which, in addition, was bar-
dened with a heavy nstionsl debt, and ao euor-
mous taxstion to sopport establishments of uvn-
precedented magnitude. [ Hear, hear!] Wasit
possible, that any one could view that situation
without feeling something like despoudeucy? He
would vot say, that he absolutely despaired, be-
caase he thought the energies and retources of the
Couatry were still sufficient to extricate it from
Its difficolties, If propesly applied. e earaestly
called upon the House to consider with due delibe-
ration the real state to which we were reduced,
and having ascertalued It, it woold then be for the
wisdom of Parliament to cousider what remedy
should be applied, in order to restore us to our for-
mer prosperity, sud enable us to maintain our pre-
sent greatuess. What were the real canses of our
distress 2 They were to be found iu the peculiar dif-
ficulties which pervaded the Agricuitural Tnterests
of the Country within the last two years, and which
cousequently extended to every other class of soci-
ety. Accosding 1o his view of the subject, those
difficulties originated, lu the first iustance, from
s (all 1n the real value of the piuducts of land,
and an sccumolated surplus of those products be-
yoad the demand for them. The Committee
were fully aware, that a very smali
beyond the demand had au lneritable tevdeucy
to dimiuish the walue of that surplus, o the
same manoer as a small deficit below the demand
teuded to increase the value. They had shewa,
as a principal cause, the fal! o the real valus of all
the products of the fand, aud to that was superadd-
ed a fall lu the nowivsl value of land. Lo this coun.
try thers was a mosl exteusive circulating wedinm,
and & most abundaut credit currency, fouuded up-
on those products of the land ; but the latter having
diminlsbed to half their value, the credit currency
fwd, lo fact, wholly vauished. The consequence
was, that the relation of the property of indisiduals
had beeo completely altered ; the property belong-
tug to the holdeis of land was trausferred to the
holders of money—from those, in fact, who patd
taxes to those who received them. Heuce the weight
of the Natioval Debt, and of the enormous taxes,
could uo longer be sustained by those who formerly
sustained thew, because they were now, to all io-
tents and purposes, doubled tn their operation. O
ull the distiess occazioued, he considered that spe-
cies to be worst which was produced by a greater
supply i the market than the sctoal demand. He
would propose that those extra supplies should be
cut off, aud this might be effected by a duty on im-
ported graln. A1 all events, whatever were the
weans of relief which might be suggested, it wasstill
obvlous that soms relief was necessary, and could
not be postponed sny douger. He thought the Con-
witlee wight do well (o attend to each of the vpeci-

surplus

fic puints which his Resolutions embraced, aud he
was aware they would, smoug the first remedies
they adopted, see that the continuation of War
Dutivs was totally inconaistent with a atate of peace.
After some othuer observations ou the propriety of
exiendiog the privilege ol bonday spirits equally to
tihe three bingdoms, and thesdvantage which would
thence resull o the reveaue, the Houourable Mem-
bee coucluded by moving his first l'u‘soluliou‘
wamely, that those who had embarked caplial fn
agricuiture were sullering great hasdships.

Lord CASTLEREAGH suggested the propriety
of the Houourable Member subuiirting a praciical
Resolution o the cousiderstion of the Comuittee.
The appointmeat of the Committee was in itselfl a
sullicient proof that Gentlemen were aware of the
disteess uoder which the Couotry was labouring,
aud he therefore thought the Houourable Member
would better attuin bis object by submitting the cou-
suderation of a remedy to the distress, ruther than
tae distress ibelf.

The repeal of the Tax, however pleasiug it might

proper, ln years of abundance, tu collect grain for
the purpose of supply i succeading years of compa-
ratise scarcity 3 but there was aot sutlicient capital
in the Couutry to effect this. Iu other parts of the
Houvourable Gentleman’s plan he most cordirlly
coucurred.  He ouderstood that that part of it
which went by duties to prohibit the impostation of
foreigu seeds was to beopposed by the Rigbt Hou.
Geatlemen opposite.  To himit appeared wost de-
slrable.  bumauy parts of the country, lu Lincotn-
thire, in Cambridgeshite, and in some other places,
the caltivation of clover seed had been almost drisen
out by importation. A duty of 20s. a quarter
would eauble the farmer to enter into competition
with the importes. In Lis opinloo, if it were possi-
bls to impuse & duty oo the importation of foreigu
wool, without lajury to our manufactures, it
would be a measure wost beueficial to agricaltare.

The CHANCELLOR of the EXCHEQUER
sald, that he would nut trouble the Comaittee at
present with his geoesal opinions on the questioo
before them, as his wished iuthe first place to col-
lect the sentiments of 43 wmany Hoaourable Gentle-
weu as possible ; bat the Hou.
