reading the whole callected context together, and
thus obtaining a comblued and comprehensive view
of the entire composition. Teklng up the Publica-
tlon, then, upon this rotional principle of lnter-
pretation, and vaderstanding it as any ordinary
veader of a clear and candid mind would understand
it, we ftud—that st the very eve of that Commis -
slon, issued uuder circumstances of no comwon ex-
pectition and anxiety, a libel s poblished, and
circolated through the rapid aud wids-spreading
wmedlum of a Newspaper, holding up to derision and
contempt the Noble nud Lenined Judge who waus
to preside upon “that arduous sod critical ser-

cultivated cotemporaiies, In the professional sace of
ludependence nnd of honony ; instesd of stogping to
a most vaworthy snd degrading occupation—in-
stead of opening  letter-box for libellers, and feed-
jug spou tim offals of defamation—instead of pur-
veylug foc the morbid eppetite and djstempered tuste
ol the Public; vending, and with esger ludustry
distributing, iutellectual polson, and leading the
chaouel of his Puper to the advocates of anaschy
and assassination.  lHow can this Coort, with any
cousistency, execute the law upou paltry printers,
the Ignoraut sud often the unconsclous ivstruments
of conceuled and skulkiog criminals, and hesitate to
inflict due punishmeut upou a delivquent of your
conditlon nud quality —upon the proprietor of this
defamatory Puper, and that proprietor a geutle-
an ol the bar 7 The Court, however, recollect-
ing the iutercession of the Jury in your behalf, have
coosidered the case, sud thivk the followlog seu-
tence will answer the euds of justice :—That you
be imprisoved in the jail of Newgaio for six calen-
dar mouths, that you pay £100 fiue to his Majesty,
sud give security for your good bebuviour for seves
years—yourself iu a pum of £1000, and two sure-
ties in £500 each.

Lu the coarse of the Learued Judge’'s Address,
Mr. M¢Douuell ioterrupted him at the word ¢ as-
sassingtion,” prowesting thut be was otterly inca-
pable of giving any eucouragenient to so utrocious
a crime. T'o which his Loirdship answered, that
nothing could be fasther from his thoughts thao, in
the remotest degree, to iusinuate uny such im-
putation.  Botit could vot be devied that intlam-
auutory publications bad o nocesary tendency to
exclte to u contempt for the Law, and a perpetra-
tion of every enormity.

INSURRECTION AT GRENOBLE.

Panis, May 10.—The following are the parti-
culars of the events which toek place Iv the Depart-
meut of the Ivere, on the night of the 5th of May :
‘I'hey had observed for some time in Girenoble
and bty environs, that characters, kunown by their
revolutionary principles, and the active part they
bad token in certnin ciscumstunces, had spread
themselves i the aeighbourhood of this tewn,
where they frequently met, and walked the streets
of Girenoble with an air of insolence, which attroct-
ed the notice of the Magistrates. These people en-
deavoured 10 lead away the multitude by clrculating
inflammatory wrltings, and invited, by letters with.
out signatores, the military on half-pay to he at
Grenoble on Suuday.  QOu the morving of the 41h,
the Prefect, apprised that meetings had been held
at Vizile and la Mare, villages adjoiniag Grenoble,
took measures, with the assistatice of Goneral Don-
nadien, to disperse the seditious, and to render their
attempt inetlectual.  The troops, who shewed the
best disposition, were ordered to be to readiness to
nierch,

In the mean time, they were iuformed, that the
sedttious, among whom it is supposed were wmany
Piedmontese, driven from their conntry, had form-
