Aud whereas it is just and reasonable to provide
a lesy expenslve and uncertain mode for the reco-
very of (he Pussession of Premises 00 atisndoned by
Venauta, aud of Premises of small value, when
the same are held by Teuants against their Laud.
tords, after the determination of thelr I'erms or [n-
terests 3 and wlso lu cases of the Teuauts of Premie
ses of small value sutferiug Arrears of Reat to ace
crue during the coutinuance of their l'erms :
