considerable quantity of arsenic in the stomach,
which was moch corroded, ‘I'be Physicians re-
ported that his death was occrsioned by arsenic.—
Watkins was luformed of the opinion of the Physi-
cians ahout thice o'clock the next morsing ; be
shortly after weut out of his house, aad in about
au hour and o half was found tu the woods, 15
or 20 rods from his house, suspeuded by a hand-
kerchief to a small bush ; his legs, part of his bo-
dy, and his hauds on the ground.
