(Iu this por-
trajt, by which her Iloyal Highvess appears to
have been o beautlful wowman, she is repiesented
with an expressite counteorace, looking intently
upward=—probably 1o ‘siuston 1o her wspiring dis-
position.) His Highness has avother singularity in
his fortopes as a Bridsh Priace, having beeo boru
at Rome, where his father weul some years after
the marriage.
