The Report made at the close of the lzst Session
of Parliament, on the atate of Mendicily and Va-
graoly in the metropolly, was accompanied by such
1 body of evidence, 8s to ascerfald,; beyond all pos-
sibillty of doubty the gross and monstroas frauds
practlsed by meodlcants iu the capital, aud lu its
Imwediste ueighbosrhood ; the success of which af-
fords u direct encousagement-4n-yice, ldleness, and
prn’uig:\('y‘ as much more is gaiued by importunate
solicitations lo the street for chiyrity thaa is earued
by the sober and most lndusteioas artificers and la-
bourers, by lhfir atmos: apilication to the work o
which they u/o empioyed @

Beggars, on their beiug searched, when brooght
before the ma%l:«lnles‘ a great deal of money has
beew found about them, ia their pockets, aod io
i thele clothes.

Beggass wake great profits by varioes practices,
such as changiug their clothes two or threa tlmes a
day, sud getting money iotended for others.—

¢- 5, extends ouly to cbildcen above seven years of
age.

Beggars are furnished with childrep at house.‘{ in
Whitechapel, Shoreditch ; some who iook like
twing; children frequently on womeun’s backs.

A womso had four children with her begglog ;
much vse made of children.

Culldren are anaually lustructed In idleness aud
drinking, sod of course lying ; idieness Is sure to
brivg ou lying and theft.

Childreu frequently sent out to beg, and not to
returo with less thau 6d.

A girl of 12 years of nge had been six years en-
gaged io begging 3 oo some days got 3s.or 4s. 8
day ; sometimes wmore, wsually 18d. or ls.; on
Christma. Day, 4s. 6d.

Oue man will collect 3, 4, or 5 children from
different pareats, paying 6d. and 9d. for each, to
go beggiug with. Parents beat their chlldren if
they do not carry bome the sum required.

" A womas io a constant state of iutoxleation with
3 childreu.

A woman with twins, wha never grew older,
sat for ten years. Twins, vot the children of the
beggars, ouetime lo a hundred.

A bliud child hired to excite charity ; 1s. 1s. 6d.
or 23. 6d. guined by each in a day.

Childceo let out by the day, who carried to their
parents 25. 6d. a day, as the price paid by the pes-
sons who blred them; of course thelr galus must
Liave been more.

A littie boy and a little girl earned 8s. a day, »
And ao instance is stated, of av old woman, wh.
keeps a vight-school, for instructing childseu iu (he
street language.

Your Committee cannot qult this part of the sub-
ject, respectiug children, withouat expressing an anx-
ious bope that it will be cousllered as worthy the
lmmediate and serious attention of Parlisment ;
whether it may uot be thought right to providesome
measure for takiug such of the childrea here de-
scribed out of the streets, whose patents or other re-
lations will et allow the children to have the beue-
tit of (he iustruction, the means of which are pro-
vided, though to a limited extent, in almost every
quarter of the town; to preveut their growing op
o hablts of vice aad idieness, destructive to them-
selves, 2ud most highly daugerous tosociety. The
Comumittee are dispased to press this with the more
earnestuess, becauss the evils resuliing from the
waut of proper cara of those children bas of lae
lucreased, uotwithstanding the growth of the
schools.

The proofs respecting both the edalts and chil-
dren are furnished by persous of most respectable
character, and in situations which enatiled them to
obtain correct information oo the subject. Ihe
suthorities wre the Chief Clerk to the Magistrates
at Guildhall; the seulor City Marshal ; the Rec-
tor of St. Clement Danes ; the Chaplaln of Bride-
well ; Sir Nathaoiel Conant; Mr. Batterworth, a
Member of the Hoase ; ceveral most respectable
Geotlemen atrendiog parsticolarly to the state of the
poor ; aud the Master of the Catholic Fres School
In St. (ziles’s ; besides whom there are the beadles
of some parishes, aud a watch-house heeper, aud
au officer of the poor.

Of the vumbers of beggars In the streets (n the
metropolis, a probable coujecture only can be
formed.  Mr. Martin, who has beeu extreamely ac-
tive in the department of iuquiry about mendicity,
stated thew, thirleen youss ago, at 15,000, of
which 5300 were Icish; but the Committes will
bave wccusivn (o refer, iu a subsequent part of
this Report, to astatement which will shew the
probabllity of the uuwber being covsiderably more.
They are most numerous lu the outskists of the
town ; thirty or forty sleep in a large round bed.

o the uneighbourhaod of Whitechapel, thirty or
forty bouses, apparently crowded, in which are not
less than two thousand people, oue half of whom
live by prostitution and beggary ; the remainder
Leish labouring people.

1o the numbers of beggarsin the sireets, as the per=
sons who iake them to farm desive a profit from ale
lowiag them to go aat to ask charity.

Oue persoa at Hoxtoa fasms the poor of forty
parishes, all mithln the city ; the vumber of paupers
about three buudred, many of whom beg.
