THE METHODISTS.

[From the Freemanws Journal.)

Documents huve been published conceming
thuse individuals which are well calculated to cx-
cite public attention. ¢ A Cuse submitted to the
Right Hon. the Attorney-General, respecting the
Legal Rights of the Mcthodists of Ireland, and tha
Trustees of their Houses,” ufter giving a History
of Methodism, from its rise with John Wesley to
the present day, sets forth that,

“ In order to carry ou the Methodist Con-

uexion, it became from time to time necessary to
bave a Yearly Mceting of all their Preachers to
vegulate their coucerns; these Yearly Meetings
wore called Conferemces. It also became necese
sary to piovide Houses for Worship; these were
sometitmes taken at rents; and sometimes built ;
but in all cases they were vested in Trustees, and
the trusts generally declared to be ¢ to the in-
“ tent, that the said society of prople called Me-
thodists may have God's holy word preached
and expounded thereiu, according to the orie
ginal dtinerant plun and discipline, established
by the Reverend (orlate Reverend) John Wes.
Iy, and as heretofore adopted and pursued by
the said socicty called Methodists, in Ireland,
aud to permit and suffer such person and per-
sons as shall be uppointed at the yearly Con-
ferences of the said Society, to be holden in
Dublin, and none othery to preach thepein,”
¢ See the Copy of one of the Decds.
“ But there is no use or trust whalever in any
of the Deeds, authorizing or providing for the ad-
ministering the Sacraments or other ordinauces of
the Church, by any Layman or Preacher, but
werely to have God's holy word preached and
expounded therein, according to the piau and dis-
cipline established by Mr. Wesley, and as here-
tofore adopted and pursued in Ireland. ;

« The old Preachers of origival Methodism in
Ircland bave, by a lapse of time, became greatly
dimjunished, and young Preachers have succeeded
them, many of whom never kucw their founder,
and, it is feared, do not feely as he did, those ge-
nuine, disiuterested, and pure principles which
induced him to pursue a system totally devoid of
personad consideration, having ouly for its object
the real good of his followers.

¢ These young men have, for some time past,
been very troublesome to the Methodist Counex-
ivn in Ircland; they conceive they have got a
hold on the Conuexion by being admitted Preach-
ersy aud thereby members of the yearly Confe-
reuces and that, haring votes in the Conference,
they will be able to create a majority.

* Their object is, to iutroduce the administer-
ing of the Sacrameuts, and other Ordinations of
the Church, amoug them, by Laymen, thereby to
create a separation from the Church,y and become
Dissenters, and iu etfect to destroy the Counex-
ion they were admitted to support.

= The frcads of old Methodism, in connexion
with the Church, on the other hand, reprobate and
disapprove of such conduct ; they see the great evil
that will resule from ity as well to the Connexion
itselfl as to the Country at large, by setting up
a new system of Dissenterism, thereby separating
such 4 numerous Connexion from the Church
they are therefore determined to resist it in every
way to the utmost of their power.

* The yearly Conference is now sitting in
Dublin, and it is supposed that the Acudsirong
tapeiuosily of these young men will induce them
t vote by a wmajority the adoption of this new
innovating plan.

for the preaching of the Gospel according.-to the
original plan of Old Methedism, in its primitive
purity, but not for a new system of iunovution,‘
tending to destroy that original plan, merely be-
cause those young Preachers, who want to create
an ideal self consequence on the destruction of the

system, think proper to introduce it.”

I am of opinion, that those Members only of

" the Society in Ireland called Methodists, whoad-
here to the original plan and discipline establish-
ed by the Rev. John Wesley, deceased, and as
heretofore udopted and pursued by the said Soci-
ety, can legally be considered or deemed us the
Society for whom the “Trustees in the Deeds re-
ferred to, aud of one of which a copy is laid before
me, are and ought to be considered as Trustees.
So that if any of those who may huve been Mem-
bers of the Society, or who now call themselves
Methodists, or auny of their Preachers, dissent
from the original plan and discipline; and us here-
tofore adopted and pursued, although they may
call themselves Methodists, or assume what other
denomination they may think tit, they cease to be
of that Society for whom the Trustres are Trus-
tees, and cannot claim to have the Houses of
Worship, vested in them, opened or applied for
their use.

Aod T can-
not avoid cxpressing iny sense of the wisdam and
prupﬁcty of the determination of the leading
Members of the Society, to adhere steadily to
that essential principle of the original plan, itbe-
ing at all times the duty of every good >ubjecty as
far as consclence will allow, to submit private
jullgmt'ut to public authority, and to conform, if
he can, to the established religion of his country ;

liarty to be lamented, that dissentions should at
any time take place amonyst those of the reformed
religion, whose united strength is so necessury to
