They then searchied them, and tinding others up-
on them of a stmllur manufacture, secured them,
and made a comhunication to the agents of the
Bank of the discoveries they made 3 aod the con-
clusion was, that they were connected with coine
ers.  They had sometimes put as many as »ix coun-
terfeit Bank tokens into the innocent people’s
pockets.  Drake stated, that be frequently heard
them relate oser  their diabolical  adventures,
Their gencral place of rendezvous was at a pub-
lic-house, kept by Mr. Callows, called the White
Hart, the corner of Oldsstreet and Bunhill-row.
