der Napoleon.

No one
can deceive in respect to what has passed within
these 25 years.  The world is full of it.
“If people were subjugated by Napolcon,
they shew but little judgment in secking to de-
preciate him ; the more they lower him, the more
they debase themselves.  The traveller smiles
with pity, wheu he sees at what great expense
the cagles are destroyed upon the monuments
which he renewed or creuted, as if the wmemory
of the actions was destroyed with the cagles!
¢ ft would be far more reasonable to cxplain
and to justify the admiration that was paid to
hiw.
