There wus nota
man among them who had not witnessed, heard,
and commiserated the distresses of their fellow

creatures. 1t was their duty to Nift up the veil
which had been thrown over the cyes of the Peo-
ple 1especting that distrers. It was the duty of
the Citizens of London to tear away the mask
worn by those who said the evils were temporary.

Now was not all this a proof, cither that those
who subscribed at this Meeting  did  not be-
lieve the distresses of the Country were s0 great
or, il they believed it, that they did
(Applauses.) The cauwe of
the distresses of the Country was the twenty-
five ycars war which had been waged by the
Government of this Country against the libvrtics
of mankind. [xlpplau.\c.y] A war in which
the merchants of this Country had fattened on the
distresses of the world ; 4 war in which place-
men and pensioners had made fortunes, while the
Country wus going to ruin; awar which had the
effect of excluding our manufactures from a mar-
ket in foreign countries; a war, in which 1000
millious of mouey had been expended.
