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James Cullen was Indicted for conspiring fo
nurder the late William Baker, Eiq. To this
ndictment the Prisouer pleaded Not Guilty.

Patrick Keating tbas then called, sworn, and cx-
imined by the Solig§or-Generak-Had been pear-
y two years acquainted with the Prisoner, James
Cullen—esidentificd him at the bar ; Cullen lived
t Thomastown. Witness remembered the day
Mr. Baker was murdered; had had communica~
ions with Prisoner and other persons on the sub«
ect for about a month beforc the murder was com-
nitted. Mr. Baker was killed on the evening of
he 27th of November lasts-snd on the night of
he 26th, witness slept at - the house of Darid
Burke, the shepherd. After leaving Burke's
Jouse, with two others, witness and these men
vent to the yard of another man’s house : there
vere then three of them together, one of whom
vent into his own garden, fromwhich he brought
wo blunderbusses, and loaded both with powder
nd ball in Mr. Smithwick's field : the other two
uen then went to Thomastown, and witness pro-
eeded to Bansha; near this latter place, hemet
ne Foley : and on coming into the village hemet
William Dwyer : witness remained no more than
en minutes in Bansha--—and having got some
vhiskey in & bottle, he set out for Ballymakedy
“astle, according to his promise to the two men
0 the morning. On arriving at Thotastown, he
set Phillp Mullowney and another mao inside the
omain walls—-and on approaching Ballymakedy
“astle, he met Michael Mcehan and his brother.
)u going into the Castle, he met the two men
 ho had lcft Smithwick's ield in the morning with
he bluhderbusses.  Witness told them, that, in
Jansha, he was informed Mr. Baker had passed

Baker shortly after he was murdered, as his esa-
vat was still on fire; it was about half-past four
on the 27th of November last; the body lay on
one side of the road, near the angle of the Deer-
park wall. The Castle of Ballymakedy is within
about half a quarter of 2 mile of the place above
described.

To a question from Prisoner’s Connsely Mr.
Batler said, that he did not meet the Prisoner on
the Thomastown road that day.

Michael Meehan sworn, and’ examined by Mr.
Yelerton.—Witness remembered the day of the
murder; was on-the lands of Thomastown that
day, in company with his brother; ‘saw Keating
that day near the Castle of Ballymakedy, and
spoke to him; it was between twelve and one
o'clock, s nearly as he could say ; witness was
in Thomastown domain about an hour, but did
uot sce the Prisoner, nor any one rescmbling him.
Witness did not stop near the Castle of Ballyma-
kedy more than a few moments.

Richard M*Dermott sworn.—Vitness lived at
Bansha; had been makinghay in a rick in his
haggard the day Mr. Baker was murdered ; saw
Patrick Keating between three and four that af-
ternoon ; Keating remained in the yard till about
six o’clock that evening. Witness saw him next
morning, when he came with some empty bags he
had promised to bring: Keating appceared to wish
to be noticed the evening befare, and offered his
services to assist in the work, which witness de-
clined. .

Cross-cxamined by Mr. M‘Dougall.—Witness
kuew Keuting for some time, aod did not notice
Lim working for any one; said he had no desire
to have him with him ; nor has bis admiration of
Keating much increased siuce the period of the
murder.

Earl Glen-Gall sworn, and examined by Mr.
Prepdergast.--—-The Prisoner Culien was brought

Thomas Fumn sworn, and oramtred bty whr.

Herrick. When Witness was at work for Ma.
Bagwell ot Thomastown, the day Mr. Baker was
Xilled, he saw Herrick In company with Cullen on
the lands } the place was not far from Ballymakec-
dy Castle.

Crost-examined by Mr. Scully.~--Said, that, on
Cullen and Herrick’s passing through Thomastown
domain, they were going to purchuse car wheels;
and on Cullew’s return he went towards his own
house ; it wys then about twelve i the day.  Wit-
ness saw no arms with him or Herrick ; they might
have plstols, but could not have blunderbusses or
guns. - Witness said on his oath, that he never
heard of Cullen belonging to any party ; he was a
very well conducted man:

In answer toa question from the Jury, witness
said, the Prisoner Cullen and Herrick had their
great coats on, but if they had guns or blunder-
busses, he must have seen them.

Ithaving been suggested, that the witness Moore
might have had some understanding with Keating
in this Prosecution, Keating was again called, und
deposed he never saw Moore until Mr. Baker was
murdered.  Here the evidence for the Prosecution
closed.

DEFENCE.

Thomas Wulsh sworn, and eramined by Mr.
Campbell.-—Kunew the Prisoner Culleny and re-
membered the day of the murder, as he heard of
it the day following. ‘The day Mr. Baker was
shot, Prisoner was at witness’s house ; went there
between ous and two o'clock, and stayed there
til! it was almost dark night; he had gone to wit-
ness's house to buy wheat for seed, and had beeu
removing it.  They made no bargain.

Cross-cxamined by Mr. Burrowes.—<To the
best of witness’ opinien, Cullen’s house is about
a mile and a half distant from witness’s.  The

The whole party then iu the Castle
ntered iuto conversation about shooting Mr. Ba-
er at theangular walls of Thomastown, ou his re-
urn from Cashel. Witness remained at the Castle
) all about an hour and a half; where the whiskey
¢ had bronght wus drunk by himsclf and the two
nen he at first met there by agreement.  After
emaining at the Castle the time before mention-
d, he lelt it, knowiug that he had been seen
ear it by the persous herctofore named-—and
gain set out for Bansha, at which pluce he saw
nd entered iuto conversation wilh Mr. M*Der-
nott, who was then making hay iu his haggard,
nd witness went up ou the hay-rick ; he staidat
lansha about two honrs or butter---and about
even in the evening saw the corpse of Mr, Baker
arried through the villege. After the murder,
titness saw and spoke to the Prisaner Culln se-
eral times: Cullen told himy that Jeho Herrick
ind another man (the latter not yet np]m»hvndvd,
vhose name we shall not mention here) fired the
irst twa shots at Mr. Buker—-and that he (Cul-
en) fired no shot; that himsell and Matthew
Lyan were standing ata gapabout sixty or sevens
y yards from the place wnere Mr Baker was
nurdered after he passed them; that Patrick
Fraher fired a third shot; and that, after Mr.
Buker fell, he was beaten on the head with the
irms of one of the party.

Crossecxaauned by Mr. Czunpbel[.--\Vitncss did
Yot agree with his father and brothers, which oc-
asioned witness to be for some time a fugitive
hout the country ; he got his clothing from his
wcle; always Jearned, at Mass, that it was a
rime to plan or commit murder; the first change
u his mind was the Sunday after the nmurder,
shen be heard the sermon on the occasiou at the
hapel s but the reward had no eftect in his con-
cersivn—he despised it-—and did not know if he
would tahe it; said he told uo lies that day. He
adiitted it was likely, that a man whoagreed to
murder by urms would murder by perjury ; betieved
cie was as bad as the other t knew a man of the
nane of Skehosue ; he was taken and committed
i witiess's informations since last Assizes. Wit-
ress came last fiom Dublin, where he had vo con-
versation about what he was to swear-—-uor had be
1y conrersation with any one, further than to say
he would follow his informations. Was at Kilmain-
am gaol, batat hisliberty, and ina place where
centeel people were T went outy and was three
miles in the country : was at the Castle for curio-
dtyy at the Four Courts, and at Captain Wil-
con's 1 was speahing to Dr. Frevor, who had mis-
eabhen him for another.  Here the agent for the de-
fence cudeasoured toppake itappear, that wituess
was seen speaking to sn etlicer in au ollicial situ-
ation in Dublin---but on being invited tobe sworn
asan exvidence to the fact, he (1(‘(“Ah‘d. The wituess
accounted for being o Kilmainham gaol, by stat-
tig, that the Right Hon. Far!l Glea-Gall, valeave-
ing the countsy for some time, wirhed witness to
be there for mi'vg ——-but he was never in a state of
contincinent, nor watched by a soldier or consta-
ble. °

To u question from the Solleitor-Genera, wit-
ness said, that it was about neon ou the day of
the murder, when the wen with the blunderbusses
sort Smithwick’s field, and about threo in the after-
woon when witiness got back to Bansha, afterfcay-
Jog Ballymakedy Castle.

before witness the day after he was taken iuto
custody. The Noble Witness spoke to him rela-
tive to the murder ; Cullen said that he had been
the whote of that day at work at the bog near Tho-
mastown. Keating bad given private informations
before Cullen’s apprehension ; Prisouer was taken
in consequence.

Patrick St. John sworn.-—Is Gate-Keeper to
Lord Lilandaff, aud Tax-Gatherer. Saw Mr.
Baker on the morning of the 27th Név. about ten
or eleven o'clock, on his way to Cag}wl, and had
some conversation with him; saw the Prisoner
Jumes Culien that day on the road; koew Cul-
len from his iufancy, as he lived within a quarter
of 3 mile of him. Was quite certain be met him
that day on the road with Herrick, between teu
and eleven o’clock.

Ezamined for the Dofence by Mr. Scully.—-
Never beard of any charge dgainst the Prisoner
till this alfuir occurred ; never knew so quiet, or
a more industrious, sober, or carcful man; vever
heard of his beiug concerned in any riot or disor-
der before.

W biam Moore sworn, and examined by Mr,
Burrvices.—- Wituesy knew the Prisoner Cullen as
long as he remembered, and lived quite close to
him. Remembered the day of the murder; saw
Prisoner about eight ou that morning ; saw Her-
rick, Mathew Ryan, aud Patrick Fraher, with
him; they stayed together a short time in Matt,
Ryan’s yard.  Witaess is a Shoc-maker: on the
Saturday preceding the murder, Ryan came to
witness to settle the tock of Lis gun with wit-
ness's pincers; Ryan said, that witoess would
soon hear of something. Saw Ryaun at home on
Suuday, when Ryan said there was some busivess
settled in Golden; wituess said he did not huow
what it was,

Cross-eramined by Mr. Scully.-—Witness lives
a quarter of 3 mile beyond the Great Gate of
Thomastown. Could put a gun-lock together,
and has done it (requently, as he was formerly in
the Volunteers,  Witness acknowledged, that,
from the cousersation of Ryan, he expected mis-
chief might be done; but said it was nothing to
him, and would ot interfere ! Mr. Baker's mur-
der, either now or then, did ot covcern him.——
He did not give any information when he heard
of the, murder, or state to Mr. Cieagh, of Golden,
the converation used by Ryan. Did not come
here lust Assizes, and gave no information fur
ther than what he told to Mr. Wilcox, and the
names he gave him. [ Hlere the Prisoner said that
it was the Withess and Keating who settled upon
the Counspiracy in Cashel. ] To this, YWitness re-
plied that he never knew Keating before this day.
My, Widcoxr, District Magistrate, was next ex-
amined.=—The last Witness, Moore, came to hin
in January last in Cashel, and guve him the vames
of three persons he said were concerued iu this
murder,  Witness bad theo no iuformations from
Keating, but had been in possession of other
informations, wholly wuconanccted with Keating's.
Witness did ot communicate at the Assizes what
had been communicated to bhim by Moore ; nor
did he ever think of it 6l afterwards, when bhe
found the pames accidentally —--when he commu-
picated the matter to the Crown-Officers, and
At the time that
Moore gave the vames, Witness was acting on
other informations, and gave little eredit to his
at that time.
that sowe of the informations e was then acting
on were untrue, as there were several partics
(\m(('l’ucd, and uc(ing in diderent directions.—--
Atter Moore's commuunicatiou, in the beginniog of
Jununry, Witness had vo second commuuication
with Lim; but s of opinion, that he was informed
Moore had once been inquiring for him afterwards,
while be (Witness) was in Dublin. Witness be-
licved the Prisoner Callen was taken at his own
house—-barl Glep-Gall anscated to tho samo ad-

Moore was brought to gaol.

Witness has no reason to believe,

people of Thomastown generally cut their furl at
the bog of Ballymore ; parts of the bog are six
miles from Thomuastown, and some parts of it are
not mare than four miles distant; some cut turf
at Ballagh, which is six miles from Thomastown.
Prisoner left witness’s house near night-—after
sunset ; did not know how long; but he wanted to
see the wheat cleaned, and it was doue by day-
light. Prisoner did oot stay in the night at all,
but went off by day-light, or towards night. Be-
lieved Prisoner did uot dine with him ; believed
he dined before he came.  Witness did not bear
of the murder the night it took place. Prisoner
was apprehended before witness heard bhe was
charged with the crime.  Frequently saw Prison-
er alter the murder; and witness's reasou for re-
membering that Prisoner was with him on that
day, was, because he heard of it afterit had bap-
pened.

Earl Lisnduff sworn.---The Noble Lord knew
the Prisoner since his birth ; his character for
honesty, industry, and sobricty, was as good as
that of any man he ever heard of ; Prisoner wus
constantly in  his Lordship’s cmployment, and
frequently under bis personal observation—and
he was quite astonished when he heard he was
charged with this atrocious crime.

Cross-cxamined by the Sol:ctor-General.---His
Lordship certainly would Le understood to speak
of the Prisoner’s previous good character.---Mat-
thew Ryan had also been in his Lordship’s em-
ploy, but vot in that confidential situation which
Callen was.  The Noble Witness had no reason
to chauge his good opinion of the Prisouer, till
the charge was made against him ; his Lordship
was abroad at the time---but had heard that the
conspiracy was widely extended.

Putrick Lonergan sworn.-—Holds a good deal
of laud ander Parson Pennefather; knew Prison-
er since he was a boy, and his family, and lives
about a quarter of 8 mile from his house. The
Prisoner was always sober, industrious, and
well-disposed, and witness never heard of a hulf-
penoy-worth beiny luid to his charge till this oc~
currence.

Cross-examined by the Solidtor-General.—"The
nearest part of the boyg from St. Johu's house is
about three miles; Walsl's is about two miles,
and ose mile from Thomastown Gate.  Here the
Case
Judge Osborne unow addressed the Jury, mi-
nutely recapitulating the cvidencey and making
such observations as the case suggested in its cir-
cumstances.  In couclusion, his Lordship stated,
that most. undoubtedly two of the witnesses on the
part of the Prosecation, Keating and Moore, ex-
hibited 8 character of such odious depravity, that,
if their evidence stood unsupported by other tes-
timony, the Jury ought to rejectit at once ;5 but
as it was circumstantially borne out by persons of
a different character, it was admissible in a Court
of Justice; but jt lay with them to weigh the
whale case. The previous good character of the
Prisoner should haveits due weight, if any doubt
remained on their minds regarding the guilt of the
accused ; but should no doubt exist on that point,
the Prisoner could derive no advantage from it

The Jury then netired, and in about a guarter
of an hour returned a verdict of Gulty.

His Lordship then addressed the Prisoner:

James Cullen.-—-1 bave too soon the melaucholy
necessity of passing the sentence of Death, and
against a person who can have no hope of mercy.
b trust you bave lonyg become seasible of the enor-
mity of your crime, and that you will avail vour-
self of the short time you have to livey by suitable

crime-—and I hope your example will make the
workers of iniquity feel, that, sooner or later,
they must fall under the just vengeance of the
Law.

“ Panty, Ave. 30.---A letter from Marscilles

gives somo details respecting the expedition which
the English are preparing against the African Re-
gencies.  Our Correspondent is indebted for the
information to several persons arrived from differ-
ent |l)\orts in the Mediterrancan. It appears, that
the King of Sardinis wishes to tuke an agtive
partin this war, and he has ordered recruiting in
Picdmout, to reinforce the English army with a
considerable contingent.  The English Officers
who are to be employed in the expedition have
eagerly offered their services, and declare, that
they will renounce their emoluments and make a
gift of them to- the State. The Euglish flect,
which is daily expected at Gibraltar, brings with
it trausports for the embarkation of Portuguese
troops. The Goveruor of Catulonia has received
orders to place the ceast in a state of defence.---
The inhabitunts of Mabou fatter themselves, that
their port will b preferred by the natal expedi-
tion for the rendezvous of the vessels composing
it. 'Two Dutch frigates are at this momeut in the
port of Gibualtar, as well as a Neapolitan frigate,
which Las on board the money destined for the
ransom of the Neapolitau slaves, whose liberation
bas been agreed for. Al is tranquil at Tuniy;
the Dey lutely freighted a French vessel to go to
an istand in the Archipelugo, to take on board
sorie persons of distinction, whom the insurgeuts
escaped from Tunis bad put on shore there. A
captain of a Fyench vessel from Leghorn was late-
ly met in the Gulf of Spezzia by a Tunisian cor-
sair, who took from him some of his rigging und

tairs a proclamation from Sir Thomas Maitland ta
the ‘inhabitants of the Tonian Islands, stating, that
he is going to England with his Majesty’s permis-
sion, to receive instructions respecting the defi-
formation of a constitution for those
istands : that though his absence will be short,
not exceeding as he hopes three months, it would
cause him much regret were he not convinced, on
the one hand, that the people of all ranks would
conduct themselves in the same laudable manoer
which has given him so much satisfaction, and, on
the other hand, that the persons in whose hands
the Government is placed, will always employ
the same means of moderation and conciliation
which bave been the constant gpule of his Faxcel-
lency's conduct. -

¢« His Excellency desires that no infovation may
be made during his absence, and expresses a conli-
dent hope, that nothing will happen to prevent him
from calling the Representative Body together at
his return, for the purpose of settling the Consti-
tution of the Isiands.”

We received this morning Barbadoes Papers to
the 20th July inclusive.  The Island was perfect-
ly tranquil.  Martial law, as our readers know,
had been takeo off.  The Governor had issued a
Proclamation, enjoining all Justices of the Peace
and others to apprehend persons of a suspicious
appearance who had been ¢ seen lurking about the
town and country without giving any satisfactory
account of themselves.”
