But one of the most
formidable enemies to its ultimate success will be
the great length of time it wust take in its pro-
gress, and this length of time may produce such ac-
cidents as w .ld render any further proceeding
wholly unnecessary ; what then becomes of the sup-
portersof the Divorce BillZ Will they not be placed
in a very awkward predicament? They have don¢
their utmost to deprive the Princess Charlotte of
her succession, and have failed ; she is Queenin
despite of them; and in this view the measure
must seem hazardous to those who may engage in
it. Speaking of probabilities, it cannot but be
suspected, that many a Member of Parliameat
will be apprebensive lest any vote he gives may be
laying up for himself a store of enmity, by assist-
ing a measure which is not likely to succeed.---
Every man whose vote may influence the decision
of this question, cither way, may be expected to
rvason thus :--The Princess is said to be guilty,
and it is said there are proofs of it; but as long
as she remained in this country, she defied all her
adversaries, and stood the test of two wost rigo-
rous inquirics into her conduct. Up to the time
of her quilting the country, she was innoceat,
though compelled tolive in a state of celibacy and
seclusion, almost from the moment of her mar-
riuge, and during the season of her youth; yet
she resisted every temptation, aund was unim-
peachable up to the time of her leaving England.
She, was advised to go abroad ; and some of those
who advised ber are now to be her prosecutors for
her conduct while abroad.  1f she has since erred,
it little becomnes them to cast the first stone 5 but,
at all events, they must prove their case by other
witnesses than profligate foreiguers; for, whilst
she remained among Englishmen, no evidence
could be procured against her.”  The writer then
goes on to shew other considerations which would
be likely to influence a Member of Parliament
weighing the probable consequences of his vote,
if the measure for which he might give it should
not succeed. Awoug others, he mentions the
little uecessity there exists for a divorcee, even
should the guilt of the Princess, while abroad, be
clearly proved, because, from her being two
years beyond seas, away from  the Prince, the
consequences of her guilt coutd not atfect the suc-
cession to the Throne.

fect him."---To the sccound, that of the Prince’s
wishing to marry agaiu, he says, ** it is strange
that twenly years of veluntary celibacy shouid
have rendered that state so intolerable to a man
of fifty-five."e-To the third, the wish of the Prince
to have a son, the writer replies, ** but he has a
daughter whom he tenderly loves, whom the coun-
try has for tweuty years regarded as the heiress to
the Crown, and who has been educated as such.”
The writer also adds, that * the Prince would in
ull probability have had sous, had he chosen to
live with the Priacess, but so far from sacrilicing

Gisunar Counrrs Manriar.---A General Court
Martial bas been held at Gibraltar, ou the -ith
March, 1816, wheo Licut. Charles West, of the
2d Battalion of the 11th Foot, was arraigued on
the under-mentioned allegations, viz :

1. Fur buving been the beurer of a challeuge, in order
to fight o duel, from Captain Arunud, of tie 11th Foot, to
Licutenant Harpur, of the 67th Regiment, ou or about the
19th duy of January, 1816,

2. For having been the bearer also of a challenge, in
order to fight a duel, from Capt. Arnaud, of the Hth Foog,
to Capt. M*Dougal, of the same Regiment, on or about the
15th day of Juvuary, 18106,

3. For bebaviog in a scandulous and infamous manner,
unhecowming the cﬁuruclcr of an Officer and 8 Gentleman,
in giviug evidence on oath before the Geuernl Court Mar-
tial held un Capt. Arnaud g grosly and falsely mistated and
misrepresented his own conduct, as connected with oue of
the charges ngainst Capt. Arnaund, for baving sent 4 chal-
lenge to Capt. M*Dougaly wore particularly by having false-
ly represented himself as having wished to bring about a re-
couciliation between the parties, and by denying bis hav-
ing delivered any message relative to u challenge, when
bie had previously stated out of Court that he bad dune so.

Upon which charges the Court, having maturely
considered them, and the evidence produced by
the Prosecutor as well as by the Prisover, wereof
opinion, as to the 1st charge, that Licut. West is
guilty - as to the 2d charge, that heis guilty of o
much of that charge as states that he was the
bearer of a challenge to Capt. M+Dougal, but the
Court is of opinion that he was not authorised so
to do by Cupt. Arnaud ; and as to the 3d charge,
that he, Licut. West, was guilty.

‘The Court, therefore, having found bio guilty
of the whole of the first and third charges, sud of
so much of the second, the sentence of the Court,
therefore, is, that the Prisoner, Licut. West, be
which sentence has been sanctioned
and confirmed.

A General Court Martial has also been held
at Fort Royal, Martinigue, on Licut. James
Brown Donnelly, of the 60th Regiment, for em-
bezzling aud wisupplying, on or ubout the 24th
Sept. 1815, the sum of £51 8s. 7d. sterling, dar-
iug his command of the detachwent at Grenada,
iy wanifest coatradiction of the rules and articles
of war: and further, for having cmbeszled the
sum of {17 8s. 1d. dedocted by him (Licutevant
Donuelly) from the Otlicers of the detachment of
the 3d Battalion of the 60th Regiment at Grena-
da, under Lis command, being the amount of the
Income Tax—-and the Court having found him
guilty of both the charges, adjudged him that &e
be dismissed his Mdjesty’s service ; and further,
that he do make good the deficiency of £51 8s. 7d.
and £17 8s. 1d. as speciticd io the charges:

THE EXFCUTION.

Yesterday, the awful sentence of the law way
executed upon John Magill and John Doe, found
guilty last assizey of being concerned, with others,
in the dreadful ontrage on Mr. Johnsou's house
in Carrick-hill. The execution took place in
the wide part ot Castle-street, ncar the Doncgall

Arms, in the presence of a multitude of specta-

tors.

At nine o’clock in the morning, the-convicts
were put into i chaise, and slowly left Carrick-
fergus, attended by the Rev. Jos. Alexander, the
Rev. Blaney Michell, the Rev. John Stewart,
and Mr. Jonathan Blackwell. Behind the chaise
were two carts, the one with the futal beam on
which they were to suffer 3 in the other was the
Exccutioner, disguised in a blanket-cloak and
black crape, which ¢ompletely covered his head.
The whole was escorted by a strong military
guard, consisting of the 5th dragoon guards, and
several companies of the Royal Scotchy some pre-
ceding and others marching after the carriage.

The [')roccspiou, arrived in town about twelve
o’clock, previous fo which a strong detachment
of horse and foot lined the street from the Oid
Baok-Buildings to the Corn-Market.

Beth Prisoners surveyed thée multitude on cach
side of the carriage with the greatest composure,
and seemed wishful to recognise their friends or
acquaintances in the crowd.  They both looked
pule and dejected ; but not as if in despair.  They
were cleanly dressed; Doe had oo a short grey
coat, Magill wore a brown onec.

Shortly afterwards, the carriage drove slowly
into the widdle of the square, aund preparations
were immediately made for erecting the gallows,
which consisted of two triangles, and a cross beam
about 140r 15 fect high.

‘These arrangements occupied half an hour, du-
ring which the Prisoners remained io the carriag,
employed in acts of devotion, evincing the most
perfect resignation and becoming fortitude.

When the preparations were completed, they
stepped fivmly from the chaise, and, accompani-
ed by the four clergymen, ascended a platform
erccted in the cast; when two of the Ministers
prayed for some time, in which the Prisoners fer-
veutly jojined. Doe read several passages from
the New Testament, with a strong and audible
voice, Mo declared his confident hope of re-
demption through the merits of our Saviour, and
his contrition for the crime fur which he was about
to suffer.  He achnowledged, as his dying decla-
rution, a spegch which he directed to be publish-
edy aud hoped it would be very generally read.
A copy of it is new before us : itis signed * John
Doe;” but, except the following introduction, it
is altogether taken up in an avowal of his religi-
ous hopes and impressions :

* As [ aw shortly to stand beflore the judgment
seat of Jesuy Christy the followiug, in the pre-
sence of God my Saviour, are my Last words, dy-
ing declaration, and true coufession.

“ 1 was formerly a professer of the Gospel,
aud uvnited to a Church of Clirist; bat, furgetful
of my profession, I fell from the trath, cohabited
with a woman of bad charscter, was cut off’ from
the Church, aud thus, from step to step, was
brought under the awful deserved chastenings of
the Lord.

“ T ackuowledge, that, although T have uot
been guilty of all the crimes laid to my charge on
wy trialy yet [ have transgressed the laws of my
country, aud do justly werit the caccution of the
sentence pronounced on me.”

Mugill, st this awful moment, evinced much
self possession and resignation. He prayed fer-
veutly, and giviug a paper to the Reve Mr Stew-
urty desired that it should be read aloud, as his
dying dectaration. Mr. Stewart accordingly read
it from the scafloid, with ai audible votce.  The
followiug is an exact copy of it:

© Heofast, Uk Septomber, 1810,

< I, Johin Magilly as o dyving man, and im-
pressed with the awful idea of appearing shortly
belore my judge, do soleminly protest my innocence
respecting the following fact sworn against me by
the approver (;r.\)' :---Coulr.lx) to the oath of said
Gray, Tappeal to the Judge of Al that, so far
from calling Lim to 4 wecting of muslin weavers
ut the house of oue Watsony iu the head of Mill-
streety, Belfasty 1 was never iu that house in my
htey nor did 1 othen huow that there was any such
house. 1 protesty moicover, in the same solemu
wanuer, thaty in vanous other particulars, both
Gray and bis wife gare fulse evideace on the trial.

Shortly afterwards the clergymen took their
foavi-—the cart was deiven away---and these un-
fortunate younyg men were laanched into cteruty,
sdording an awiol example of the ineovitable ruin
which must ever atteud  the perpetration of such
Greadiul crimes against the pedce of socicty .

In  the year
1809, a vessel from Baltimore, with coffee; en-
tered the port of Naples, aud was sequestered,
but was sooun afterwards released 5 and a letter
written by the Minister for Foreign Athaies, the
Murquis de Gallo, to the American Cousul, uoti-
fying ** that all American vessels which shall ar-
rive direct iu this kingdom, and with a positive
destination for its ports, shall be freely admitted,
provided theyare furnished  with the uecessary
certiticates of origin and navigation papers, and
are not in contravention to the Royal Decrees of
the 20th of December, 1806, and th of January,
1508, relative to Fnglish Commerce, and to that
of Neutral Powers, which Decrees are to be
maintained in full force.”

‘The Americans cagerty availed themeelves of this
permission. ])nriug the years 1810 and 1811,
ships were sent, and their cargoes landed and
warehoused. At length, when about thirty had
arrived, Bouaparte sent an order to sell both
ships and cargoes, which was done, and the pro-
ceeds, from four to five mitlions of dacats, applicd
to the unsuccessful expedition azaiust Sicily.
