Haring then got the secoud blunder-
buss, he proceeded to make the mob go to one
side of the road, when he was opposed by a se-
cond, who shared the same fate, and lastly, by a
man named Kennedy, who had taken off his coat
sad waistcoat, and was most active in the rescue.
Mr. W. gave him olso a severe blow, from which
histlife is despaired of. Having thus disposed of
nine, the cattle were allowed to pass without
further opposition. Too much praise cannot be
given to Mr. W. for his spirited conduct in put-
ting down such a mob, armed with sticks, stoucs,
and pikes, and who had succeeded in rescuing
stock not long since from the Sheriff, escorted
by some Dragoons.

Algicrs Bay, 28th Auguet, 1818,
Sin---For your atiocitics at Bona, on defence-
less Christians, and your unbecoming disregard to
the demands I made yesterday in the name of the .
Prince Rtegent of England, the Fleet under my
orders has given you a signal chastiscuient, by the
total destiuction of your Navy, store-houses, and |
arsenals, with half your batterics.
As England does not war for the destruction of |
Cities, 1 am unwilling to visit vour personal cru-
eltics upon the inoffensive inhabitants of the
country, and 1, therefore, offer you the same
terms of peace which 1 conveyed to you yester-
day iu my Sovereign's name without the accept-
ance of these terms, you can have no peace with
England.
If you receive this offer as you ought, you will
fire three guns—--and I shall consider your not
making this signal as a refusal, and shall renew
my operations dt my own convenicnee.
I offer you the above terms, provided neither
the British Consul, vor the oflicers and men so
wickedly seized by you from the boats of a Bri-
tish ship of wary have met with any cruel treat-
went—--or any of the Christian Slaves in your
power; and I repeat the demand, that the Cou-
sul, the ofticers and men, way be sent off to me,
conformably to aucient treatics.
