Rear-Admiral Sir David Milue, K. C. B. bas
arrived st this Office with the original despatehea
of Adwiral Lord Viscount Exmouth,-relative to
his attack on Algiersy the duplicates of which huve
already appeared iu the Guzette Extreordinary of
the I5th iust.

He is also the bearer of despatches from bis
Lordship, detailing his further proccedings, of
which the following is the substance :---

On the 28th of August, Ticatics of Peace were
signed by the Dey with bis Mujesty, and with
bis Majesty the King of the Netherlands.

Ou the same day also was sigued ao additional
Article or Declaration tor the Abolition of Chris-
tian Slavery, to the following efiect e
Declurat:on of his Most Serene Highness Omar,

Buwshuwy Deyand Gozernor of the Warlike City

la consideration of the deep interest manifested
by bis Rloyal Highoess the Prince Regent of Eug-
laud for the termivation of Christian Slnvury, bis
Highuess the Dey of Algiers, iu token of his sin-
cere desire to maintain inviclable his frieudly re.
lations with Great Britaing and to manifest his
amicable disposition and high respect towards the
Powers of burope, declares, that in the event of

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Tt appeared that the mcrchant was confined for |
an alleged debt, on the score of a contract with
the Algerine Government ; but the circumstances
under which the contract was stated to have been
forced on the individual, and the great severity
of the confinement which he suffered, determined
his Lordship to make an effort in his favour also.

This his Lordship did, by requesting his release
from the Dey, offering himself to guarantee to
the Dey the payment of any sum of mouey which
the merchant should be found to owe to his High-
ness.

The Dey having rejected this demand and offer,
his Lordship, still unwilling to have recourse to
extremities, and the rencwal of hostilities, pro-
posed that the Spaniards should be released from
irons, and the miserable dungeons in which they
were confined, and that they should be placed in
the custody of the Spanish Consul § or, at least,
that the Consul should be permitted to atford them
such assistance and accommodation as was suitable
to their rank in life.

These propositions the Dey also positively re-
fused § and Lord Exmouth then felt that the pri-
vate and pecuniary nature of the transactions for
% hich these pessons were confised must be consi-
dered as a pretence for the continuarice of a cruel
and oppressive system of slavery, the total and
bona fide abolition of which his instructions di-
rected him to insist upou.

He, therefore, acquainted the Dey, that his
Highuoess having rejected all the fair and equitable
couditions proposed to him on this point, his Lord-
ship had determined to insist ou the uncondition-
al release of the two Spaniards.  He therefore de-
sired an answer, yes or no; and in the eveot of
the latter, stated, that he would immediately re-
commence hostilities, and his Lordship made pre-
parations for that purpose.

These measures had the desired effect; and the
two persons were relcased from a long and scevere
captivity, so that no Christian prisoner remained
at Algiers at his Lordship's departure, which took
place ou the evening of the 3d inst. with all the
ships under his orders.

His Lordship states that Rear- Admiral Sir Chas.
Penrose had joined in the Ister on the 28th, and
that he bad employed the Rear-Admiral in his
discussions with the Dey relative to the Spaniards,
and his Lordship gives the highest praise to the
prudence, firmoess, and ability with which Sir C.
Peurose couducted himself ou this occasion.

His Lordship's last letters are dated from Gib-
raltar, the 12th instant, and anoounce his intention
very shortly to sail ou his return to Eogland.

The refunded ransoms have been sent to the
Neapolitau and Sardinian Governments, and the
sluves released have been forwarded in British

transports to their respective countries.

ENGLISH AGRICULTURAL REPORT.

‘Monthly Report for Septemlber.

Although the harvest commenced unfavourably
from the late and wet scason, its progress through
the latter part of the mouth, and its termnination
fu the principal districts, have prosed propitious
as the husbandman could desire. The speculative
returns of probable produce of the Wheat crops
ditfer materially ; but theaveruge drawu from thew
will justify our report of u fuir geverat crop. The
quality of grain will be found to vary covsiderably,
arising in a great measure from the too hasty sud
tmprovident manner in which a large portion of
the Wheat of Eugl.md has beeu got . M.my
stacks, in different counties, rua up in a4 damp
state, have been taken down, and the grain, when
thrashed out, must probably, from the coldness,
pass over the kiln before itcan beiu a state At for
the mill.  The Marketsare at present abuadantly
supplied with new Wheats, but the necessity of
providing seed at so late a scasou may soou be ex-
pected to shorten the supply for some time to
come. The Barley crops are large, but the gua-
lity in geveral much inferior to that of the lust
vear.  The Beans and Peas are very unequal 5 in
the Eastern district, the produce will be great;
iu the Home Countics they have run too much to
straw. The young Clovers are a genial plant, as
are the Coleseeds for a crop. The Tuaruip crops
are every where luxuriant.  The Hop plautations
Lave alnost universally failed throughout Keut,
Sussex, Farnham, and the Shires.  Lean stock is

In the Courier of September 21, we mentioned
the receipt of a letter from India, announcing an
ircuption of Mahratta horse into the Guntoor
Circar, one of our provinces dependent upon the
Madras Government.  This information has been
confirmed by other private letters, which furnish
further details.  These Mahrattas, many thou-
sands in number, and called Pindarrees, first burst
into the territories of the Nizam, our ally, which
they ravaged ; from thence they entered into the
Guntoor Circary oo the Coromandel coast, be-
tween Caleutta and Madras. This irruption is
said to have equalled in cruelty, exceeded secms
to be impossible, the dreadful irruption of Hyder
Ally into the Carnatic, of which Mr. Burke, de-
picting it in such glowing and appalling colours,
saidy *¢ that it was a sceue of woey the like of
which no eye hud seeny no heart conceived, and

Muhrattas carried off a prodigious booty, after
sweepiug across the whole Peninsula from West
to Kasty and back again, withoutbeing broughtto
action by any British corps.
