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ANOTHER ATTEMPT TO PRLFER 4 CAPITAL
CHARCE FROM INTLRESTED MOTIVES.
Michael Cotter and Johu Geary, two simple-
1doking Hibernlans, were brought up iu the cus-
t dy of ‘Thomas Reynolds, the headborough of
Stratford, on a charge of assavlting James Field,
on the Ring's highway, in the most desperate
waoner, and robbing him of a pound note.---The
Cumpiainant, who is a tall, athletic fcllow, from
the same country as the Prisouers, exhibited the
appearance of a man who had been dreadfully
Leaten---both his eyes were blackencd, und his
cer bors marks of a tremendous blow—-his shiu
was also much bruised. ~ In an apparently artless
manner he duposed, on oatb, that he wus a por-
ter cnployed by the market gardeners of Isle-
worth aud Brentford to garry their vegetables
from the watersside to the market; that, in con-
sequence of the badness of the times, the caudi-
dates for employment in this way were so nume-
rous, that work became stack, and he resolved to
go-down into Essex and geek employment in dig-
ging potatoes-—-*¢ being desirous of carniug an ho-
nest penny in any way;” that, on his way to-
wards Mile-cud, he was picked up by u carter,
with whom he rode till he arrived at Stratford ;
that h there alighted at the Rising Sun, and
calicd for a pint of porter to treat the carter; that,
while there, the two Prisoners, whom he had be-
fore uoticed walking the same 1oad, came in
and saluted him as 2 countrymau ; that he enter-
ed into conversation with them, and understood
they were going on the same errand with himself;
that he gave thew come beer, understanding they
had no mwoucy, and said as long us he had any
they should not want; upon which they said they
would get him work, and proposed he should go
with them to Idok for lodgings in Irish-row (a
row of smell houses beyoud Stratford, occupicd
entirely by Irish labourers); this he agreed to,
and they weot there 5 but being unable there to
suit themselves, they went back to the Rising
Suu and had several pots of beere after this, be-
tween nine and ten o'clock, they again returned
to Rrish-row; on reaching the houses, Geary
proposed tuey should have auother pot of brer,
and accordingly they walked away for that pur-
pose; wltuess had wot got far, however, when
they kicked up his beels, ana knocked him tlat
on his face, in which situation Geary took a
pound note from his brecches pocket, after which
he proposed io Irish to Cotter to wurder him,
but Cotter would not agree; they then sutfered
bim to get up, and he walked with them through
to the Three Pigeons public-house, where
they called for a pot of beer, of which he drauk 5
ou that being finished, he called for another pot
and some cold meat, and told them to wait till
L came back 1 upou which he immediately went
auty got an othicer, und lied them taken into cos-
tody. ‘Thus far the charge secmed to bear the
features of great ingratitude, as well as of atro-
“ity, ou the partof the Prisoners.  The witness
delivered Lis evidence 1o the most plamsible and

sreairady lagenuous manaer, exhibiting all that
blunt suaplicity ro characteristic of some of the
Jow.r erder of Trishwen—--During the whoie of

this tale, the Prisoners werenot paseive Inteners
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Geary could cpeak Little or no Fazhish, and ap-
plivd to Cotterwhenever e could uot vaderstand
what Fietd had said; aud, in fact, tooked upon
hitn as bis interpreter. Cotter frequently attempt-
ed to speaky cvery word uttered by Field, which
went to crimivate him, excited iu himstrong enio-
tions of surprise and indignation. Mr. Mark-
laud, however, desired Lim to be quict ull the
charge was complete; he should then be heard.---
His impaticnce, however, scemed to get the bet-
ter of hi prudeace, and Lo still persisted io being
allowed toioterrupt the witaess and by the words
o Murder! O Christ™ and such continued cx-
clametions, expressed the astonishment which he
£t at the chaige mad: against him. At last Mr.
Aarkland told him, if he did ot be gquict and
wait ill the proper time for making his defence,
b would seud for u potato and stop his wouth:
this scemed to have the desired etfect s he cram-
wed the leaf of his own hat ioto his mouth, turn-
ed his fzce to the wall, and was dumb @ the tears
re . d down his cheeks, howaever; and whil: his
{ogue was silent, every muscle of his frame scemed
cloquentin the display of the wental anguish which
he sutfered. Atlast bis jaws were unlockhed, and
he was ashed what be had o say o answer to
the charge exhibited against him. In an instaut
Lis tears were dried, Wis countenance became
biight, and blessing his worship for atlowing him
to sprak, he said he would 1 Lim all about it

As for the
black cyes, and other marks of violence, which
Ficld bad, he declared to God he had them be-
fore he got out of the cart at the Rising Sun, He
and Geary never gave him an angry word.

T. Reynolds, the headborough, was now ex-
amined by Mr. Markland---and from his evidence
it appeared, that the Prisoners made no resist-
ance, and seemed greatly surprised at the charge
which had been cxhibited against them. He
searched them, and found Js. 6d. on Geary, but
nothing on Cotter.  The servaut girk at the Ri.
sing Sun told him that Ficld bad the black eyes
before he came into their house in the evening,
and the carter said, that his eyes were black and
his face bruised before he came into his cart.

Field, on being questioned as to this, denied
on his oath that he had a black eye, until he was
knocked down by the Prisoners—aund said he
could bring proof of it

Mr. Markland conceived there Was a great de-
gree of suspicion in the conduct of Field, and
therefore desired him to go and bring any re-
spectable person who could prove that he had not
been beaten in the manner which he exhibited,
before four o'clock.  The Prisoners were then re-
manded 61l the evening. At six o'clock they
were again brought up, but their accuser did not
agoain uppear, nor did he on any subscquent day,
and from all that afterwards transpired, it turned
out that the charge was altogether false---and that
Field was actuated in his charge by the hope of
reward ; buly lile most ruffians of his cluss, was
too short-wighted to foresee the probability of de-
tection iu bis iufamous iotention.

ne, where the two mutincers were landed, and
underwent an examination. The result of this
proceeding was, that they were put on board the
Incoustant, in order td be conveyed to England,
to take their trial for the oftence.

This was the substauce of the cvidence agaiust
Boyd; aud other persons being present who were
ready to make similar depositions,

Mr. Markland said, he was quite satisfied that
there was no ground for detaining  the mate,
who, he observed, had doue nothing which was
not justifiable under the cirenmstauces in which
he was placed. He therefore ordered biam to be
discharged.

Boyd wis taken to the Thames Police Office,
under a similar charge, on Friday, but was again
dismisscd.
