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ment of 2 deputation friom the Counties of Cork
und Kerry, toattend on the present occasion.

Mr. Elman, jun. was not surprised  that this
misconception should have boen generaly for, on
reference to the Resolutions of the furmer Meet-
fng, as reported in The Furmer's Journal, he
found that the second Resolution made the Come-
wittee an open ove, and cmpowered it to ‘con.s'!-
der of ¢ other things” conuected with the Clothi-
ers’ interest.

The Chairman repeated, that the Mecting was
convened for a specific purpose 5 the greal ques-
tion of the Agricultusul [uterest, in its broad
bearings, was quite distinct from their purpose,
at least at present.  They only sought to go one
step. It was competent for others to go fllr‘tht:r,
if they pleased, for the general benefit O.f the Coun-
try.  Hegreatly regrettedy thatavy misapprehen-
sion had gone abroad ; but when the proper ex-
planation was given, he begged to suggest, that
the Meeting (or 1ather the Committee) could not
enlarge their powers---they could not make the
mivor subject cubrace the major one. Let them
dispose of the one first, and then the other could,
perhaps, fairly come on the tapis.

These observations from the Chair led to along
conversation on the part of the Gentlemen whé
were anxious to enlarge the subject of debate,
which was interrupted by the Chairman, wha de-
clared that he would put an end to such desultory
proceedings, by calling to order any (fcmlumon
who touched upon irrelevant topics.  ‘The Meet-
ing was convencd for one purpose, and they could
not diverge into another.

Mr. Webb Hall then said, that the proper
course would be, to adjourn the proceedings of
such a Committee, and, after such adjournment,
take a fair and full view ol 'the Agricultural State
of the Country.

Mr. Rowcroft thought that it would be a furce
to call for a general discussion inso thin a Meet-
ing. e was, therefore, inclined to suggest the
propriety of allowing the Committee to proceed
with their own business, and to admit of the ge-
‘neral question being held over for an ulteiior dis-
cussion.

Mr. Wright (of Essex) said, that the Mect-
ing had really met for a specific purpose, and
ought not, in poiut of form, to be interrupted. '

Mr. Webb Hall observed, that it would be in
vain, in the existing state of :\thirs,‘ to seck a
protection for the Growers of Wool. "That branch
of Agriculture was not worth the exclusive pro-
tection of Parliament.

Mr. Wright was of a different opinion.

Me. Hall took a review of the interoal state of
the Manufacturiog Interests, and urged that the
Wool Trude was but a small part of the evily in
comparison with other bisuches of Agriculture.—-
The real matter at isaue was, how the geaeral
state of Agriculture would stand at prc:scnli.u the
competition (a fair one on general p:_iuclplrs)
with the intluence of the Manufucturing and
Commercial luterests. The latter had procured

their Cownmittees upon  Hides, Tallow, Flax,
Hemp, &c.

The Chairman adverted ‘to the dithiculty of his
tituation.  He could not proceed to birelevant
matter; and in the decision, though strangers (at
Jeast those unconnccted with immediate business)
were present, they sty of course, fealthemselves
incompetent to vote.

A Co H. Hootsaid, the ditiicalty lay in anar-
row compass. The Meeting was evidentiy for the
iuterest of the Wool Growers 3 but othier persons
appeared to have been attracted ou the occasion,
whose opiuions, as they were deputed (be it un-
der a mistahen wotiou), were yet of consequence.

Mr. Cripps took aun affecting review of the

general state of the agricoltural tenautry in Fug-

lund, exposed, asthey weie, toa wint ol .:mp.loy-
ment, and the oppression of taxation in a bitter
degree. o

Mr. Towers could not see how that affecting
state could b removed by a partial measure.---.
The price of corn was last week at Chelmsford
30 4 load.  He, though a gainer, in the narrow
scuse of the word, was yet hostile to such alocal
benefit; he wished for a more general diffusion of

particular profit. .
Mr. Cripps contended that the state of the agri-
cultusa} interest required an immediate remedy.
This remedy could only be supplied by the imme-
diate culture of certain waste lands. It would
be too late to wait till the Mceting of the Smith-
firld Club before a Meeting was called for; he
would thercfore suggest the propriety of summon-
ing a General Mecting, and convening it by ad-
vertisement in the public papers of the Empire.
I the course of a desultory conyersation, which
arose on this occasion, Mr. Cripps said, that the
reason why Essex corn obtained such a price was,
that the Sussex grain was, from the state of the
Larvest, so bad, it became necessary to min at.
One Gentleman had brought 2000 quarters ot
corn from Essex to Sussex, to have it ground with
Iis own. Fhis sort of demand created an artitis
ciul scarcity.
Mr. Towers decliviog to take the Chair, MrJ
Cripps, Mr. Elman, and some other Gentlemen,
were called to ity but the thinness of the Meeting
pn-wutcd them from accepting the offer.
The Gentlemen who met together for the pro-
motion of the Wool Trade then retired, and en/]
tered into Resolutionse--and the other Gentlemen
who remained in the roow continucd in private
comversation, the result of which was, a full de-
termination to call for the immediate mecting of
Parliament to cousider of the State of the Coun-
try-.
The Meeting, though thinly attended, com-
prised some very respectable Country Gentlemen.

The attention of Government to all advisable
plans of reduction of the uational expenditure
coutivues unremitted.  In addition to other rve-
trenchmeits, it is now in contemplation to conso-
lidate the warchousing system of the Customs and
Excise together.  As some of the warchouse kegp-
ers belonging to the Costoms alone, at the out-
portsy receive considerable salaries, @ great sav-
ing will be etfected hereafter by the dimimution of
the namber appointed at preseot by the two de-
partinents to the 72 out-ports. I the port of
London, a discontinvuauce of the services of the
whole of the Lunding Waiters? pupils, aud of the
employment of two of the temporary Assistant
Landing Waiters, has, we understand, already
been ordered, and as promptly carried to el-
fect. A tarthier reduction of such other class of
Laoding Waiters as are only temporarily em-
ploved attbe Docks aud the Quays, aud paid c-
cordingly, will shortly take place. No unexpect-
ed hardshiparises to the persons o discontinued;
for their appointments, in the int wstance, only
admitted the chanee of their being rmpln}ul but
for a few months in the year, and for such ser-
vices the two tist chasses are adlowed remunera-
tion, at the rate of 100 per aanun.
