DISTURBANCES IN ENGLAND.

aasU ERBMIEY CUIEUNE GUh (LEITE

WarsArLr, Novemaer 2.---I perceive, thatthe
Courier has noticed the late disturbauces in this
town. A few particulars respecting them may
not be unacceptable.  The population of Walsalt
(approaching to 12,000 souls) is mostly employed
in two branches of manufacture ¢ one of saddlery
goods for the home trade 5 the other, of various
sorts of hardware for the American market.  The
former business is very much diminished, (princi-
pally owing, I counceive, to the depressed state of
agriculture,) and the latter is altogether suspend-
ed.  Consequently, much distress exists amongst
us, which the Jacobin agitators of other plices
(for, thank Heaven ! we have noue here) have
endeavoured to turn to some accouvut, 1 am in-
formed, that an emissary from Nottinglam visited
this towu on Satgrduy last ; at least it is certain,
that on Tucsday (our market-day, ou which the
riot commenced) a hawker was busily employed
in vending the Nottingham Address aud Rewon-
strance, published with an account of the pro-
ceedings of the Meeting from which it emanated,
accompanicd by an inflammatory statement re-
specting the personal expenses of the Regent.—
Notwithstanding all cndeavours, however, amere
b-ead and flour mob ensued. I cannot learn, that
any political sentiment was evinced.  The ven-
geance of the rioters was directed against some
bakers, who were suspected of selling their bread
short of weight, and a miller who was obnoxious
to them. o fact, the usual topics of the dema-
gogues (Parliamentary Reform, Sivecures, &c.)
are not thought of here: my poor neighbours are
rather sore respecting the Corn Billy to which,
unfortundte'y, many of them are inclined to at-
tiibute their present distress; but they are not in
the habit of canvassing any other weasures of
Goveroment.

Several of the rioters have been committed to
Stattord gaol, and L am happy tosay, that perfect
tranguitlity is restored. The damage done to the
miller before mentioned is very comsiderable; the
frout of his bouse is nearly demolished, wud all
the furniture, &c. that was withing i3 either des-
tioyed or carried away.

Betore T close my letter, 1 should inform you,
that, iu consvguence of the prevailing distress,
the more wealthy part of the inhabitants com-
menced a subseription about a month sinece, und
collected amongst themselyes a sum nearly amount-
jng to four bundred pounds. This has been uug-
mented by a grant from the Loondon Association,
und for some time past we have Leen enabled to
employ nearly 00 of our wanufacturers 10 repaeir-
ing the 1oads, at s per day for cach individual,
with un additional allowance of Ud per day for
each chifd.
